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AUTOMATION OF LIGHTHOUSE

Mr. Joe Comuzzi (Thunder Bay-Nipigon): Mr. Speak-

er, it is an honour for me to rise today pursuant to
Standing Order 36 to present a petition signed by 250
residents from Thunder Bay, Nipigon, Red Rock, Beard-
more, Dorion and Pass Lake.

They are concerned that this Government is planning
to automate the lighthouse at Lamb Island on Lake
Superior. The lighthouse keeper serves many vital func-
tions and should not be removed.

An automated system cannot respond to distress calls
from the many commercial fishermen who use these
waters. It cannot prevent incidents of costly violence and
theft, nor can it respond quickly to a malfunctioning of
the light which is so important to the safety of these
fishermen.

The petitioners thus call upon Parliament to order the
Minister of Transport (Mr. Bouchard) to ensure that the
lighthouse keeper be maintained in his position on Lamb
Island.

The purpose of the petition is to encourage a change
in our legislation to make these criminals who are now
here in our jails extraditable by foreign countries, so that
justice can also be done in those countries.
