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generally ealled for the mail on his way
home from work at six o'clock, was given
only one card. What about -the boyýP-
there were none for them.' In a dozen
municipalities where I have asked: " Have
yo'u rece'ived your Nation-al Service eard?"
I have received the reply: "No, I do flot
know what it is." It seeins ito me that, as
we wanted a thorough inventory of -the re-
sources of the man power of Canada, there
should have been sorne otherway of de-
livering these cards. There are voters'
lists; why should not they have been used
and a card addressed to every man on the
listsP We epuld then have exercised a
check on those who received the cards.
But when it cornes to inquiring froin duf-
ferent mexi throughout ýtheDfominion,"Have
y-ou mot Teceived your cardP Why have
you not sent back your card" -the answer
will invariably be, " I neyer received one;"
and if you persist and say, «'Yes, you
did," the answer will be, " Prove it;" and
hovi can you prove it vihen the postmasters
have kept no registers? I sipecially inquired
at the post office in Montreal if they had
any envelopes, or if they had the necessary
papers, and the answer vias, " We have flot
received them yet." We in Quebec are
ready and anxious to do our duty to the
utmost, but we viant the means of doing it.
Do flot allow the only chance we have of
making effective ou- resources throughout
the Dominion to slip by through a lack of
organization.

The Speech from the T.hrcne refercs t
the comiug yéar as the fiftie.th anniversary
of the fo3undation of the. Dominion of Can-
ade. I quite concur in the ýsentiments ex-
pressed with regard to having a national
celebration of this event, but I quite agree
with my hion.. friend from Haifax (Hon.
Mr. Power) that there should be no cele-
bration until victory in the war has been
fchieved. I should like *to see our boys
brough.t back victorious from the old coun-
try to jorn in the celebration of the fiftietlr
anniversary of the creation of the Domnin-
ion of Canada. They haie done wonders
for us; they have muade, illust-îlous the
naine of the Dominion threughout the
world; and they should -not be left out oi
the celebration. If we are sure that the
war will- be over Iby the date st for the
national celebration, well and good; but,
if znot, I would humbly beg the Govern-
ment t, poètpone the celebration until al
the Canadians abroad are brought back to
join in it; and then with a mighty shout
we may eaîy to the world, " Bee what a
young nation, only fifty years of age, has
don.."

I have a very good piece of news to lin-
part to this honourable House with rater-
ence to the celebration. We a.1l regref4ed
the burning-of oui Housa of Parliamexrt in
the unfortunate fira whieh took place on
the 3rd of February }aet. I partieularly
regretted the destruction of that huge can-
vas, the work of M±. Harris, which hung
in the Railway Committee room. It waa
vihat one might calL.a national manuscript;
At containéd a true portrait of each and
every one of the men who were sent by
the different provinces to set their seal on
the creation pf the Dominion of Canada.
Sir Robert Borden, on the recommendation
of Sir Joseph Pope, wrote to the Advisory
Art Council asking if it would be possible
to secure from the artiat the 9riginal draw-
ings of the picture, and I imay tel1 the
House that the Advisory Art Council has
been successful in -sacuring from Mi. Harise
those original drawings. Unfoitunately
Mr. Harris is too advanced in years to
remake the picture; but vie muet rest sati»-
fled. in passessing once more the por-
traits pf thosa men who laid the founda-
tions of the Dominion o! Canada, whose
-fi! tieth anniversary we are preparing to
celebrate.
