cruelties of the Bourbon government
at Naples. Though it was not revolu-

tionary sentiment but zeal for righteous-

ness and hatred of iniquity that moved
him, his heart could not be closed

against the loud and passionate acclaim
of the Mazzinians and all who were
strugghng against the traditions of the
Holy Alliance in Europe, while aU the
powers of reaction, pohtical or ecclesi-

astical, denounced him, and even the
good Lord Aberdeen shrank from any-
thing which appeared to encourage
revolution or to imply that the treaties

of Vienna were effete. The famous
letters sent a thrill through Europe
and made all the powers of tyranny
and iniquity tremble on their thrones.

Seldom, if ever, has a private mani-
festo had such effect. Combined with
