count alto%ether the welght of the wheel.
This is sufficlent to upset tnr pedestrian
with terrific force. A collision between
two wheels, each carrying- a 180-pound
rider, running along at the mioderate s| a
of elght miles*an hour, would result in a
smash-up with a force of nearly
pounds, - It has been sald that the pueu-
matic tire forms a sort of safeguard which
‘would. prevent serfous concussion in case
.of a collision. Perhaps it would have &
slight modifying effect, bxt t- would be of
little or no_account. Ti g these facts
itito consideration, dt Is evident that a
bieycle collision is mnot the most leasant
fthing in the world, and every go wheel-
man should avold such chances by keep-
ing on his own, side of the road.

A new seheme for driving & bicycle with-
out a chain has just been patemted in Eng-
iand.

Then, to drive
the machine, he puts two engine cylinders
on the frame above the tank, and connects
these, by cranks and pitmans to the hub .of
the rear wheel. The rider is to pump
away, compressing alr in the tank at about
the same rate, whether he 1s going up hill
or ‘down or on a level. He controls the
amount of air which is to pass into the
engines by a valve, and he lets in power
to these just In proportion to the speed
required or the difficulties of road to be
overcome, When he 18 going down hill or
on a level he 1s sup to be able to
store up power In the air tank for the,
harder parts of the road.

It would not,
I think, therefore,.be unfair that he should
pay one-third and the eclty two-thirds of
the cost. Nor would the one-third be by
any means all that the property - owmer
would pay, as he would still have to pay
his proportion of the gemeral tax on many
miles of other streets, so that at he
would in reality pay on account of street
pavements would possibly exceed one-half
of the cost of that in frent of his own
property. ’ e
The idea of spreading the taxes over &
period of forty years would be a good one;
as money is cheap at present and the bur-
den would be light, but the term is too
Jong; as the best pavement that could be
put down would be torn out” before the
time; although I think thbat with com-
paratively Inexpensive r:aalrl it might
possibly ‘be made to g8 thirty years. To
that extent I would advocate extending
the taxation, and, as T have before recom-
mended, would again suggest that theucity
acquire all the necessary plant for the va-
rious kinds of wotk and be its own con-
tractor. ..

, ment of about $100,000 yearly.
