But He Led at the Finish.
Besides the last eight laps. Long­

boat took the lead only five times dur­
ing the race. This happened In the 
third mile, when he sprinted into the 
lead for seven lape; In the 14th mile, 
when he spurted 1n the eighth lap and 
remained In .front until half, the next 
mile had been run, and again in the 
21st mile, when he led for six laps. In 
the 28nd mile he again went to the front 
for six laps, Dorando resuming the 
lead In the first lap of the 24th mile.

In the twenty-fifth the Indian again 
showed In front for three laps, 
the Italian forcing the pace and re­
suming the lead In the sixth lap, which 
he held for lour laps, the end of the 
last mile but one. 
crushing defeat of Dorando. whese 
plight when he toppled, was pitiful.

Plugs for Sale.
Eleven thousand persons jammed the 

garden to see the race, and nearly five 
thousand more were unable to gain 
admission and jostled each other and 
spent their rage on the empty air. One 
hundred! policemen outside of the 
building stood guaçd as If It had been 
a burning bank, 
squares around they established a cor­
don.

Scores of street vendors offered for 
sale small English Jacks and Italian 
flags, hoarsely adding their voices to 
the din. Inside the garden hundreds 
of Italians who had never been In the 
structure before the recent Dorando- 
Hayes Marathon, were seen In the 
throng and now completely at home. .

Among these were many women no* 
longer young, hatless and with heavy 
gold pendants hanging from their e«trs. 
Scores of these women came unat­
tended by male companions, an Inno­
vation which amazed even -, the ticket 
takers, hardened to the peccadilloes of 
members bf the weaker sex at French 
balls and circuses.

Dorando was the first to appear on 
the track, cloaked In a Pompeiian red 
robe Lined with fur. He stepped on the 
track at 8.50. A moment or two before 
his entrance a party of Ital'ane- 
Americans took seats In a box near the 
start. Simultaneously with Dorando'» 
appearance the band struck up the 
Italian National air. The box party 
seemed to catch, sight of their favorite 
before the vast assemblage did. One 
of the party—a woman—uttered a 
shriek and. frantically waving an Ital­
ian flag gave the cue which sent the 
audience Into a fit of hysterical cheer­
ing.

Our Reader» Should Nete These Caeea.
Editor World: As you arç giving the 

subject of widening West Queen-street 
some prominence, I would like to point 

Impracticability of widening It 
only where and when neiw buildings 
are erected.

1. In the first place it will probably 
be in the ordinary cdurse of event» at 
least ten years before half of the pres­
ent fundings are torn dowjj and, new 
ones erected.

2. And It might take another ten 
years, or Aven longer, before the other 
half arc removed.

9 Viaduct or Nothing. ....
Controller Ward proposed to the
