The total produection in 1909 is valued
at $32,662,072, as against $25,637,617 In
1908. Of this $22,765,463 - was metallic
and $9,886,609 non-metallic.

The most valuable was the silver, of
which 25,737,037 ounces were -mined,
‘valued at $12,382,689. The amount of |
gold was 2042 ounces, value $32,445. Of
cobalt 1533 tons wére produced, value

709,798: of copper 7933 tons, value $1,
127,015; of iron ‘ore 263,777 tons, value
$645,622; of pig-iron 407,013, value 56,—,
