OTTAWA, Feb. 22.—Facts and fig­

ures in connection with the domestic 
war loan and the loan for $46,000,000 
previously negotiated in New York 
are embodied in a return brought 
down today by Sir Thomas White.

To the domestic loan the subscrib­
ers totaled 24,862. Subscriptions for 
hundred dollar bonds aggregated $4,- 
090,500; those of five hundred dollars 
to $8,699,600: those of a thousand dol­
lars to $58,876,000, and those of five 
thousand or over to $28,326,000.

The expenses connected with the 
hundred million loan cannot be given 
till the last instalment Is due.

In connection with the New York 
loan there was considerable expense. 
The loan embraces one-year notes 
amounting to twenty-five mljlions at 
par and an issue of two yeaFs’ notes 
amounting to twenty millions at 99H, 
the net yield without expense being 
$44,900,000.

J. P. Morgan and Co., and associ­
ates were paid a commission of 
$337,500 less $6260 Interest for one 
day before the money was paid over. 
Other expenses amounted to $47,654. 
The effective rate of Interest cannot 
be given until the expiration of the 
period during which t^e bonds may 
be exchanged for twenty-year bonds.

Canadian Associated Press Cable.
LONDON, Feb. 22,—At the Guildhall 

today Gen. Booth. Jn the presence of 
the lord mayor and a large company, 
dedicated five motor-ambulances 
Rented by the Salvationists of Canada 
1er the use of the Russian Jorces. The 
ambulances were drawn up in the 
Guildhall yard alongside the semi­
state coach of his lordship. Salvation 
at my chaplains serving with the Can­
adians were numerously represented 
and the Salvation Army flag was in 
close proximity to the civic regalia.

The lord mayor said that this was 
the first occasion when a religious 
l,ody working In a distant part of the 
empire had sent Russia help in such 
u way. His lordship mentioned that 
he was a supporter of the Salvationist 
movement when It was not so fashion­
able as now. He also recalled his per­
sonal friendship with the late Gen. 
Booth .who nad received the freedom 
of fcondon in the same spot as the son 
vtMiow dedicating his Canadian sup­
porters' gift to the eastern allies.

Gen. Booth described the gift as 
from one of the empire’s fairest daugh­
ters to her mother's friend.

"It has been a feature of our work,” 
lie said, "to assist men and women in 
poor circumstances here to go out to 
Canada to better their condition. That 
work has been very useful. Wc are 
building, perhaps, better than we 
thought when we see thousands of 
those men whom we sent from poor 
circumstances here volunteering for 
the defence of the empire. These am­
bulances have been contributed ln no 
small proportion by the very men and 
women who, ln the past ten years, wc 
i nsisted Into better circumstances in 
Canada."

Gen. Booth finished by handing the 
British Red Cross treasurer $10.000 
(torn English Salvationists for five am­
bulances on the lines of Canada's gift.
, Sir George 1’erley expressed his 

pleasure at representing the Dominion 
Government on such an occasion. 
There were a good many Russians, ho 
said, In Canada who made so:ne of the 
country’s best soldiers. Many were 
solving now In the Canadian army.

The Russian ambassador, owing to 
illness, was unable at the last moment 
to attend personally, but his councillor 
expressed the gratefulness of the Rus­
sian nation for the gift of the Canadian 
Salvationists.
