It was divided into eight divi-
Wons, each having a grand marshal at
s head. There were four brass bands
ind one company -of Scotch bagpipes.

At the head of the paraders was a
white banner., borne by three women,
wnd bearing this inscription: - :

“Forward Cut of Error;
Leave Behind the Night.
Forward Thru the Darkness.
Forward Into Light.”

The Scotch bagpipe players marched
behind this bauner, and following
them was a chair containing ‘the
wvomen of yesterday.”
