Y¥or the present he comes .to his new
duties with a splendid scholastic record
and a wery valuable experience in Aca-
dia University. More, he is a native
of this province, and in sympathy with
the aims and purposes of its people. The
wish is universal that he may lift the
university into a larger realm of useful-
ness as a part of our educational sys-
tem.
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SOUTH AFRICA DEPRESSED

Industrial and commercial conditions in
South Africa are far irom satisfactory.
Mr. Kittson, Canadian commercial agent
.t Cape Town, sounds a note of warning

Canadian exporters.
‘In his report to the tradc and com-

merce department, he emphasizes the
fact that trade depression is general there
and with no immediate prospect of im-
provement. [He advises Canadian export-
ers to be extremely cautious in their cre-
dit dealings in South Africa. A number
of well-known firms have gone to the
wall. He understands that Natal and
the Transvaal, in the near future, will
either materiallly reduce or entirely re-
move the existing duties on flour and
grain.”

gold mines, or about 5,000 more than in
December last.
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THE Y. M. C. A.

In a limited sphere the Young Men's
Christian Association is doing an excellent
work, with a graduelly increasing mem-
bership. The figures \getting forth the
membership do not convey an adequate
conception of the extent of its influence.
There are now over 400,000 members, in
1761 branches. A New York exchange
gives the following summary from the
new Year Book:-

The total membership in 1866 was but
32,000. It is mow 405,789 and in the same
period the current receipts and expendit-
ures have increased from $164,000 to $5,-
319,153, while the cost of its eupervisory
work (the state and intermational com-
mittees), has grown from $279 to $425,-
966; with an added foreign budget of
$151,601. The North American associa-
tion have sixty-one foreign secretaries in
ten countries, besides a larger number of
native secretaries. They sent out eigh-
teen new men last year.

The net property shows the remarkable
increase in one year of $4,887,000, making
a total of $36,801,361 in value of real es-
tate held, besides $4,704,360 pledges for
new buildings mnow being erected in
150 cities. In the past year the amount
of momey actually received by associations
for current expenses and buildings was
over $10,000,000. Its membership is more
widely (distributed; the ichief divisions
being 80,501 mailroad men, 53,256 students,
13,356 colored men, and large numbers
of miners, soldiers, sailors, Indians, etc.
In some associations over 100 different
ocoupetions are represented,

In the physical department, with its
456 gymnasivms, 158 swimming pools, 134
bowling alleys, and 187 athletic fields, 153,-
473 men and boys take systematic exer-
cise, showjng a gain of 20,000, The edu-
cational classes enrolled 36,826, a gain of
3,330. The attendance at rehglo'us ser-
vices and Bible classes was 5,736,138, and
the attendance at Bible classes exceeded
75,000. The daily attendance reported at
the buildings was 132,346; situations were
found for 19,135 men and bpys. In the
railroad associations the beds in the rest
rooms were used 1,458,055 times, and 3.-
785,104 meals were served.

The number of secretaries and physical
directors employed increased from 2,013
to 2,089, and 308 positions are tempor-
arily vacant. Over 5,000 men® have ‘as
active: committeemen and directors gwen
their services without pay in the organi-
zation,

The St. Andrews Beacon, which is pub-
lished in the Quoddy region, sagely re-
marks:- “A Washington despatch tells us
that hereafter all will be well, as Americ-
an meat products will be labelled. But
you can’t always tell what’s behind a la-
bel. It may have a very hhigh-sounding
French or Russian mame, and yet be only
a Quoddy herring after all.”

Did some one remark that vigorous en-
forcement of the Scott Act had made
Moncton a dry town. Here is a new
chief of police who has just “issued in-
structions to officers to notify liquor deal-
ers to clo_se up if they wish to avoid trou-
ble.” Now, what do you think of that?
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This should be one of the best days of
the weéek for enjoyment at the fair
grounds. It may be hoped thateast year’s
attendance record will be eclipsed.

PRISONER CHARGES
- TORONTO POLICE

Says Unfortunates Who Are
* Arrested Are Most Shame-
fully Treated by Officers.

TORONTO, Sept. 7.—(Special).—A pri-
soner named Fairbanks, charged with
drunkenness, told the police magistrate
a fierce tale today about prisoners being
kicked and brutally beaten in the cells
by police.

“They do not complain to me,”
the magistrate.,

“Certainly not, they are scared. Some
who were not fit to be seen before you
were allowed to go. They told me that
if I didn’t plead guilty I would get a
double dose. Biggs and others they ar-
rested down there were badly treated.
Some were dragged down the steps by
their heels and others were knocked over
the head. .

“Biggs had a lump on the back of his
head from being dragged down the steps
and he was in a pool of blood. I said,
‘For heaven’s sake, this man will bleed
to death.” They told the men to say that
they had been fighting in the cells —
that’s the- way of explaining black eyes.”

“Who arrested this man?’ enquired
Colonel Denison, looking serious,

“Riley,” said the inspector. “But he
was not the man who put him in the
cells.””

“Get the station duty man here,” said
his honor, “and we will enquire into
this.”
