QuEEN Victoria’s Grand Review in Windsor
Great Park.—We copy the following descrip-
tion of a very brilliant affuir from the London 1l-
lustrated News:—

“The stirring spectacle took place on the morn-
ing of Wednesday, the 1ith June, when the
Royal Horse Guards (Blue) and the Coldstream
Regiment of Foot Guards were reviewed in the
Great Park, Windsor. Her Majesty, who was on
horseback, and on either side of whom rode
Prince Albert and the Duke de Nemours, was at-
tended by a brilliant staff. Upon the Queen's
arrival on the ground, the two regiments, which
were formed in line, received the Sovereign with
a Royal salute, their respective bands pr:rl'urming
the National Anthem. Her Majesty, accompanied
by those of her Royal and distinguished visitors
who were on horseback, and attended by the staff,
afterwards rode along the front of the liue, return-
ing by the rear, und then took up her position in
front, near the carriage of the Duchess of Kent.—
The two regiments, which were under the com-
mand of Colonel Bentinck, of the Coldstream
Guards, then went through the following evolu-
tions :—T'he Blues wulked round in squadron, and

the Coldstream in companies; the Blues after-
wards walked pastin troops and trotted past in
{ squadrons, the Infantry following quick time, the
band playing “The British Grenadiers.” The
troops haviug formed in line, the Cavalry on the
right, the Infantry threw their right back and
formed line to the rear; formed column, quarter
distance, right in front ; advanced in column, and
formed square. After some further cavalry and
infantry _movements, the Coldstream retired,
wheeled to the left, and formed line on the left of
the Cavalry, when hoth regiments advanced in line
and gave the general salute.  Her Majesty, ac-
companied and attended as upon her arrival, then
left the ground. The Queen, who rode her fa-
vourite charger, was attired in a blue riding-habit,
en mililaire, with the Star of the Garter, and a
magnificently-ornamented gold aiguillette sus-
pended from the right shoulder. Her Majesty al-
so wore a military cap, with a deep gold band.
It was expected that some firing would have taken
place during the review,several rounds of amwu-
nition huving been served out to the troops. The
Queen’s horse, however, liaving become some-
what restive and skittish, on Her Mujesty taking
up her position in front of the line, Mr. Mevers,
the riding-master to the Queen, dismounted, "and
remained by its head during the whole time the
review was proceeding. ‘T'o this circunistance is
to be attributed the absence of the firing.

Her Masesty's Visir ro tne Frerr.—This
morning about eleven o’clock, the royal purty em-
barked in the royal yacht and visited the fleet; the
garrison guns saluting her Majesty as soon as the
standard was secn, in Stokes Bay, and as her Ma-
Jjesty approached the fleet, she was similarly compli-
mented by the ships, which were decked with co-
lorsand the yards manned. Ifer Majesty went on
board the St. Vincent, 120, carrying Rear-Admiral
Parker’s flag, and then rowed along the line, visit-
ing the Trafalgar, 120, Capt. Martin, and the Albi-
on, 10, commanded by Capt. Lockyer. T'his latter
ship having been in commission u longer time than
the rest, hus improved upon this advantage, and,
without doubtis the most perfect ican-of-war in the
English navy, The Trafalgarand St Vincent were
also in a high state of effectiveness, as are the rest
of the squadron. Her Mujesty returned to Osborne
about two o'clock. On Monday next, if there
should not be a fine commanding breeze, the squad-
ron will shift sails, topmasts and yards, at anchor,
which her Majesty and the Prince Consort will
witness from the royal yacht; should, however,
there be such a breeze as will enable the squadron
to go seaward of the Nab Light, they will run out
between the Owers and Dunnose, and performsuch
evolutions and mimic such an engagement as the
circumstances of the weather will permit. The
Queen nd Prince may perliaps prefer, in that case,
to be on board Admiral Parker’s ship. At all
events, it will be an exhilarating and a right Eng-
lish exhibition, and steamers from all quarters,
crowded with company, will doubtless follow the
ships.—| [Humpshire ‘T'elegraph. June 21,

with silver and gold interwoven into flowers and
arabesques, are soon to be adopted at Court and
amongst the aristocracy. This custom will give a
fresh impetus 1o trade. Queen Elizabeth had a
superb embroidered dress for every day in the year,
and why should not Queen Victoria ?

Departure of the Duchess of Kent for the Con-
tinent.—The Duchess of Keut left town on Mon-
day afternoon: for the Continent, accompanied by
the Prince of Leiningen, vin South-Eastern Raii-
way, to Dover, where the Duchess embarked on
Tuesday morning on board the Princess Alice, for
Calais.  After visiting her august relatives at Co-
burg, the Duchess is expected to repair to Vienna.

Steam Communication with China.—Yesterday,
(Tuesday), the first wonthly mail direct to China
was despatched via the overland route, and may
be considered as an epoch in the history of our in-
tercourse with that vast empire. It will be con-
veyed to Ceylon by the Oriental Steam Company’s
vessels carrying the Caleutta mails ; and at Ceylon
will be transferred to one of the same Company’s
vessels forming the branch line between Ceylon
and Hong-Kong, touching at Penang and Singa-
pore. By this arrangement Hong-Kong is brought
within forty-eight days’ post of London.

On Friday a message from the Queen was pre-
sented to both Houses of Parliament, recommend-
ing them to concur with her Majesty in granting
a pension of £1,500 a-year for life to Sir Henry
Pottinger.as a reward for the eminent services he
has rendered to his country, “ and particularly for
the zeul and judgment displayed by him, as her
Majesty’s Plenipotentiary, in effecting a treuty of
commerce with the Emperor of China.”

On Friday, in a Committee of the whole House,
Sir James Graham moved and carried a resolution
to grant a sum not exceeding £100,000, to defray
the expense of establishing new Colleges in- [re-
land, and an annual sum of £21,000 to pay the sti-
pends of the Professors, &c.

The King and Queen of the Belgians arrived in
London on the 26th ult. on a visit to Queen Victo-
ria.  On the 3d inst. the King held a Diplomatic
Levee at Buckingham Palace, at which the mem-
bers of the several diplomatic corps at the British
Court attended, and were presented to the King
and Queen in the Library of the Palace.

At its commencement, we had an unusu-
ally dry spring, which much retarded vegetation,
from lack of moisture, and has caused the products
of the earth to be considerably later in coming to
maturity this year, than in general. But the present
month of July has been altogether as peculiar an
exception to general rule, on the other side ; as
there have been comparatively but few really fine
days in it ; and iustead of bright weather and sultry
heat, we have had httle else than a succession of
alternite fogs and heayy rains throughout the
month, with damp and chilling winds. The sun,
however, is to-day struggling thre’ and dispersing
the clouds, and we have at last a prospect of fine
summer weather 5 an adveut much to be desired,
for the sake of the Furmerand the country at large.

TerriBLE Fires.—The recent extensive fire in
New-York, swells the list of the great conflagra-
tions of 1845. They began in Barbadoes, destroy-
ing property to the value of $2,000,000; then
Pittsburg suffered to the amount of £3,000,000 ;
then London, (Canada West,) was half destroyed ;
then Quebec was nearly swopt from the fuce of the
earth, throwing 20,000 persons houseless on the
world, and destroying a vast amount of property ;
Matanzas has had her share of trouble by a devas-
tating fire, destroying §1,000,000 or more in prop-
erty of various kinds ; and lastly, New-York unfor-
tunately swells the list by a conflagration of 300
stores and houses in one of the finest sections of
the city, and a loss of property to the value of five
or six millions of dollars ; also fires of consideruble
extent inrvarious other places.  Surely misfortunes
never come singly.

The Weather and Mortality.~~The number of
deaths in New-York during the week ending 19th
inst., was unusually large, being 474. Of these,
80 were from cholera infantuin, 67 from local in-
flammations, 55 from apoplexy, and 52 from con-
vulsions. ‘The extremely hot weather, the ther-
mometer ranging during six or seven successive
days, from 90 to 100 degrees in the shade, was
probably the cause of this increase of disease and
death.—In Philadelphia there were 200 deaths,
same week, of' which 39 were from cholera infantun.

In Philadelphia, Albany, Boston, &c., the wea-
ther was equally warni.causing many sudden deaths
from exposure to the heat, by drinking too freely
of cold water, &c.

Brooms made from the American
breom corn are so much superior, for various uses,
to any thing to be had in England, that they have
become, within a few years past, quite a favourite
in that country, and are now exported thither in
large quantities.—| Beston paper.

Crorox Warer.—The daily receipt of water
at the reservoirs is 15,000,000 gallons, which is
three times as much as the ordinary wants of the
city require ; and yet during the late warm weather,
the whole 15,000,000 gallons have been exhausted,
and drafts in addition made upon the previous sup-
ply. When the aqueduct is completed over the
high bridge, the supply can be rendered almost
inexhaustible. The water is now brought over
the Harlem river in a 36 inch pipe.——.\ew York
paper.

TremeNvous Fing 1n New York.—The nuils
of Suturday evening, and yesterdoy morning,
have brought accourits of an awful conflagration
inone of the richest parts of the city of New
York, by which 250 to 300 stores and dwelling
houses, with their contents, of an average value,
probably, of t\vcm'y to thirty thousand dollars,
are laid in ashes. The aggremute loss is estimated
at fiom five to ten millions of dollars. The fire
broke out before 3 o’clock, and about an hour af-
terwards, its ravages were suddenly spread, in
cvery direction, by the explosion of a thousand
bags of saltpetre, and immediately afterwards of
a gasometer which was near by. We take from
several of the New York papers of Saturday,
such portions of their several descriptions, as will
give a pretty clear view of the extent of the dis-
uster. It was at first apprehended that many
lives were lost, but we do not find any positive
evidence of more thon the two deaths mentioned
in the extracts below. The follewing accounts
of the commencement of the fire, is from an ear-
ly edition of the Journal of Commerce:—

Ata quarter to four this morning we were start-
led by the successive reports of a tremendous ex-
plosion, alarming the whole city, and arousing its
slumbering inhabitants toa consciousness of the
awful calamity which has visited us in the shape
of one of the most destructive conflagrations that,
with the exception of the great fire of 1835, we
ever witnessed. On repairing to the scene of
disaster we found the flames ascending from ap-
purently a hundred buildings at once, extending
from Broadway down Exchange Place to within
a few doors of William street in one direction,
and in another from the public stores in Broad
street, near Wall, to Beaver,

The fire broke out in Van Doren’s oil factory,
No 24 New street, us early as n quarter before
three.. At u quarter to four occurred the explo-
sions above alluded to, which in an instant scat-
tered in fragments three of the lurgest stores in
New streot.  Fortunately these were in or near
the centre of the conflagration, and the loss of
life is therefure not so great, the firemen and spec-
tators having been kept at a distunce by the heat.
Indeed, in the confusion of the scene, it is yet
impossible ‘o ascertain with certainty that any
are killed. * But, we are sorry to add, that to ail
appearunces the apprehensions of considerable
loss of life are well founded. It is said that two
firemen are missing, and we ourselves saw several
with hands, fuces and limbs more or less injured.

"I'he progress of the flames was so rapid, that
it was with the utmost ditficulty the inmates of
many of the buildings were saved. We saw wo-
men and children passing from roof to roof,in or-
der to escape the destructive element.

The loss of property mnst be immense. We
have no means of estimating the amount with any
degree of accuracy ; but a large proportion of the
buildings destroyed were umong the finest stores
in the city, occupied, many of them, by large im-
porting houses, and filled with goods of great
value.

The flames continued to spread until about 12
o'clock, when their further progress was checked,
and soon after apprehension of their further spread
subsided. T'he following is from the Express :

We record with pain and anguish the details of
the terrible calamity that has ovetuken one
of the richest and most commercial parts of
the city. ‘T'he fire is in the vicinity of our of-
fice, and we were, at one time, in an alarn-
ing proximity, None, however, connected with
our Press, anticipated any such overwhelming
conflagration, when the alarm bells were first
sounded ut 3 A. M., and when the 1st edition of
our Morning paper was put to Press. It was
not felt to be so terrible, unul the explosion took
place.

At about four o'clock, Crocker & Warren's
store in New street, in which was stored a very
lurge quantity of saltpetre, blew up with one of
the most tremendous explosions ever heard or felt
in the city. "I'hat building itself was of course
scattered in fragments in an instant, and those
uear it were little better off "T'he explosion crea-
ted one of the most frightful spectacles it was ever
our mistortune to witness, and the noise and up-
roar could only be equalled by the explosion of
magazine,

‘T'he first explosion, which was comparatively
moderate, filled the room of the writer of this
paragraph, with a light more intense than that at
noon day, and, upon lookiug out upon Broadway,
a scene met our guz2 that can never be forgotten.
Hurdly had we reached the window when the se-
cond and grand explosior: took place. T'he build-
inzs, as far as the eye could reach, appeared one
muss of flames, while the buildings on the west
side of Broudway, from the Mansion Ilouse to the
Astor, were so briiliant that the eye could scarce
rest upon them. The spire of I'rinity Church
looked like a pillar of fire, and the moon, which
a woment before we saw just above the roof, paled
under this vyivid light, and was invisible. The
sky, over the region of the fire, and along the
nge of Nassau street, was filled with a mass of
tlame from the burning gas, aleohol and camphine
let loose at the explosien. High in the air as the
eye could range appeared an immense quantity of
tire, that had the appearance of serpents durting
spirally upwarde, like the small rockets of a fire
work. ~ ‘T'hese tongues of flaine, too, shot ont in
ull directions from the centre, making together
the whole look like & mountain of fire, which
created inthe air a noise like that caused by a
flash of electricity in a thunder-storm. The
panic caused by such an explosion, who can des-
cribe? The street, from the Waverly Iouse to
our office, o Broadway, presented a thick multi-
tude of men, running as if for their lives, shrieking
us though they were in the agonies of deuth.
‘I'nose who could keep their feet wore fortunate,
indeed, for the nassesbehind, in their terror, over-
ran many who fell, regardless of uny thing but
their own safety.

Through the other streets a like scenc was exhi-
bited, but as the others were narrow the confusion
was greater. The firemen and spectators left
those parts only to receive in another pluce the
shower of bricks and other missiles forced off' by
the explosion.  So uwful was the shock that the
thick plate glass in nearly all the buildings in
Wall street, was broken in fragments and strewed
over the pavement, in many instances the substan-
tial window sashes themselves being broken in.
T'he cries of frightened people, the full of missilcs
on the roofs of buildings, the crash of gluss upon
the pavements, added to the tumbling of buildings
from’ the force of the explosion, and the vivid
glare of the flames, assailed the numerous multi-

buildings near us, were ina moment filled with
the tenantry of the houses, who, until the great
explosion, had remained quiet in bed, thinking
the fire an ordinary matter, but not until now tho-
roughly aroused by this awful shock.

I'he concussion in the Courier office was so
severe that the substantial stone walls of the build-
ing shook to their foundations, and the people
there thought for one moment that they “were
tumbling to their base. 'The workmen in the com-
posing room in the fifth story found the stone on
which the form was making up, rise several inches
from its resting place ; the gas all went out in-
stantly and during the darkness that followed, the

scene was, tosay the least of it, an exitin ione.
T'he workmen employed in the Pressand Engine
rooms in the basement story fully believing that

the entire buildiug wasabout to fall upon them in
amass, flew with rapid steps, into the street.

‘The same occurrences took place with the
workmen in our office. Ina moment they were
in darkness, and astounded by the shock, they flew
as if an earthquake were tumbling the walls upon
their heads. All soon recovered however, and
went to work to give our readers, in a second edi-
tion, the details of the progress of the fire.

We copy the following details from the Journal
of Commerce :—

T'he extent of this calamity has excecded even
the excited apprehensions of those who witnessed
its whole progress from the . Hap-
pily its progress is now stayed, so that we are ena-
bled to define the limits of its ravages. On the
Enst side of Broadway, every building from Ex-
change Place, commencing at the Waverly House,
to Marketfield street.is utterly consumed, also three,
or four dwellings below Marketfield. ‘T'he house
on the corner of Stone and Whitehall streets, and
two or three dwellings North of Stone street, re-
main comparatively uninjured. Thence to Broad
street Stoue street is the boundary. Through
Broad street, from Stone to the public stores, with-
in two or three doors of Wall street, the buildings
on both sides are all destroyed. A line drawn
from the public stores to the Wuverley House, is
the limit on the North-west. In Beaver street all
the buildings on both sides are consumed, from the
Bowling Green to within five or six doors of Wil-
liam street.  On the west side of Broadway, the
buildings are all destroyed, from Morris street to
No. 13, occupied by Mrs. Barker as a boarding
house—this last included.

The buildings on Broadway, north of Morris
street, were saved by incredible exertions, in which
the inmates rendered themselves especially con-
spicuous. They were covered with carpets and
blankets constantly wetted with water carried up
by hand to the roofs.

The explosion which set this most disastrous
conflagration in motion, we Lave no doubt was from
the reservoir gasometer of the Manhattan Company,
situated in New street, caused by the heat of the
neighboring fire.  There was nothing else which
could have made it, and that could. In corrobora-
tion of this, the gne lights in our office went out
instantly upon the explosion.

There was a quantity of saltpetre in the store of
Crocker & Warren; but a store full of it was
hurned ten years ago, and there was no explosion,
Gunpowder isspoken of, but without evidence that
any was present.

T'hie explosion was tremendons, and produced
the utmost consternation throughout the lower part
of the city. 'The office of this paper scemed as if’
toppling to its base. The printers’ sticks were
thrown from their hands ; and the gas lights snd-
denly extinguished in a part of the building added
to the terror and confusion of the scene. We ex-
perienced no damage however, except in the break-
ing of window glass. Nearly every building in
Wall street, and in fact in all the streets contign-
ous to the burnt district, had its windows more or
less injured, and in some instances whole scshes
were J'ushcd in, and the large mussive doors of the
stores either swung open, or were detached wholly
from hinge and bolt, and thrown into the centre of
the buildings. Such was the effect of the explo-
sion on the Merchanty’ Exchange, as to burst in
the windows, breaking large quantities of the thick-
est plate gluss. Even the interior doors were burst
open.

"l‘hc explosion occurred in successive shocks,
previons to which the atmosphere was irradinted
with brilliant flashes of light tinged with every
variety of color. T'he air was immediately afier
filled with balls of fire and burning beams, some of
which of huge size were thrown to an incredible
height and distance. .

T'he explosion was heard on board the steam-
boat Champion while seven miles from the city.
It was also heard at ITempstead, Newark, &ec. '
Among the goods destroyed by the fire are 11.-
300 bales cotton, 20,600 chests tea, 3000 or 4000
hhds. and 1500 boxes brown sugar, 8000 a 9000
bugs coffee, 600 pieces carpeting, 2000 brls. and
500 a 60O hhds. molasses, 100,000 Ibs, fleece and
pulled wool, 300 bales Smyrna wool.

The dry good jobbers escaped almost entirely,
but the domestic goods factors suficred severely,
and several large stocks of foreign manufactures
were destroyed. The whole loes of dry goods was
perhaps two millions and a half’ of dollars. ‘The
following is a rough statement, in round numbers,
of some of'the stocks destroyed :

There were some stocks of silks and other dry
goods destroyed. The total loss is perhaps five
millions, or one quarter of thic amount lost in the
great fire ten years ago.

T'he whole quantity of goods was but a small
fraction of the entire stocks of the city, and will
not interfere at all with the full supply of all the
demands of trade.

It will be understood that the losses by the -va-
rious insurance companies do not extend necessa-
ralily to the amount of their policies. In general it
is'much less, and the universal opinion seems tg
be thut all the insurance is good, with perhaps the ¥«
exception of one office. "I'here was a good deal
of insurance in offices out of the city, so that our
merchunts were in general fully insured, and will
find their policies on this occasion an adequate
security.

The number of buildings burned up is about |
three hundred—making about three hundred and
fifty street numbers, as many of them had two
fronts. Many other bwldings have been more or
less scorched and damaged.

The cast side of Broadway, commencing at and
including the Waverly House on the north, down
as far as the Bowling Green, was reduced to ashes
at 6 o’clock.

"T'hat formerly cool and refreshing spot, the Bow-
ling Green, has been transformed into a scorched
and arid waste. In no quarter, perhaps, was the
destruetive effeets of the conflagration more apparent than
here, where, but yesterday, all wasgreen, fresh, exhilirating
and beautiful, bat where now all is changed into a dreary
and repulsive desort.

Iixchange pluce is burnt through from Broadway
to Broad street, and thence xwurly_go \Vgllxnln St--=
occupied by heavy silk and other importing houses.

Broad street is burnt from Marketfield street (the
next south of Beaver, to No. 22,0n the west side,
and nearly the same extent on the eastside. The
buildings here were very valuable, and all had hea-
vy stocks of goods. Mcfzk’_s Court, 31 Broad street,
a large and populous buildirg, occupied by a whole
colony of Commission Merchants, is consumed.

Several iron safes have been saved from the
ruins—many of them so little injured that the
books and papers are perfectly legible. That of
Davis, Brooks & Co. is still standing on the
second floor, and though several times enveloped
in flames, is still in available condition. Barclay
& Livingston have also saved their books and

papers.

The Philadelphia Hotel, at the corner of Beaver.
and Broad streets, presented a sublime sight. The
whole seven stories were wrapped in flames at one
moment. The sides being stone, it presented the
appearance of a volcano. The flames, ascending
upwards, from the centre to an immense height,
while the fire pouring out from every window on its
four sides, gave it a grand and majestic appearance.

‘I'hie loss of life is not fully ascertained. A lad
was killed in Greenwich street by a chest of draw-
ers thrown from above. Mr. Augustus Cowdrey,
Fireman, was killed by the explosion in New
street.  Mr. Adolph Groning, importer, of Pearl
strect, was instantly killed by the falling walls,
caused by the explosion, One account stales
that Col Johnson, of the police, anda boy were
killed by a fulling wall. There were several per-
sons more or less injured, and Peter Quinn, Rebec-
ca Miles, Jucob Banker, and Rodolphe Schmaltz
are in the hospital.

The Fire in New York.—We give such further
particulara with regard to this great fire as we find
m the New York papers of yesterday; among
them a corrected list of the sufferers. Crocker &
Warren, in whose store the explosion took place,
have published a card declaring that there was no
guupowder there.  Much discussion has however
arisen’ on the question, whether sailtpetre alone
could produce such an explosion, and the Chief
Engineer of the Iire Department, in a communi-
cation to the City Government, asking for an in-
vestigation of the cause of this calamity, says:
“'The strongest suspicion exists that cunpowder
was stored in the building that exploded.”

Peter Mayher, public porter, and his wife, when
the explosion occurred had not escaped from their
residence in Broad street, which was overthrown
by the explosion, and they are supposed to have
been killed.

‘I'he chief of Police, Mr. Matsell, and a hun-
dred of the police force, are this morning at
work searching for the bodies of these supposed
to have perished. The applications to the Chief'of
Police for permission to visit the ruins in order to
look for missing relatives and friends have been
very nuinerous, and there is ton much reason to
fear that a large number have fullen victims to this
dreadful conflagration,

The body of Mr. Cowdry, of Engine No. 42, bu-
ried under the ruins in New Street, is not yet dis-
covered. "The bodies of two other persons were
brought from the ruins of No. 42 Broad street, to
the Coronet’s office. One of them is a white man,
named Peter A. Johnston, and has left a widow and
3 children. The other was a colored man.—We
have also learned that & woman was burnt to death
at No. 13 Broad street.

The buildings Nos. 48, 49, 50 and 51, in Lx-
change Place, reported as destroyed are all
atsnding.
