- Washington;-D; C., July 1Colonel John
Stewart Mosehy, the tamous Confederate
guerilla, who was appointed $o the post of
special agent - and ' later :special attor-
ney in the Department of Justice, has re-
gigned, He was appointed to the govern-
ment service by President Roosevelt, Col¢
onel Moseby is seventy-three years old, and
even at the time of his oppointment was
almost physically unable to perform his du-
ties. He was almost totally blind and deaf.

His most notable exploit was in enfore-
ing the anti-feneing laws against the cattle
