Forty-seven 
specimens, presented by Mrs. Sheffield, 
including vanilla beans, coffee beans, cas­
tor oil beans, cloves, breadfruit, cacas, 
spgar cane, cotton, curious tropical seeds 
and vegetable products, figure of the 
Hindu elephant god, Hindu pipe, pottery, 
beautiful shells, and two pieces of buffalo 
horns, presented to Mrs. Sheffield by 
the chief of the Sarsee Indians. Photo­
graphs of the edve dwellers, presented 
by the Ünited , States government, 
through Dr. ' Hewitt, director of the U. 
S. Archaeological Department. Three 
valuable old books, presented by Mrs. 
Baxter, of St. John West, namely Mis­
cellanea -Hymnorum (published in 1699) ; 
Dialogus de Patriis, illustrium doctrina 
et Scriptis Virorum (published in 1691), 
and Abrégé de la Bibliothèque Portative 
et du Petit Parnasse Francois (published 
in 1807.)

At the Washington Irving School in 

Mumford street, are probably the only 
persons who have not been made uncom­
fortable by the recent severe weather. 
And more surprising yet, it is a group 
of sick children. The eighteen little boys 
and girls who have been selected for the 
open air class because they were anae­
mic, tubercular or ill enough to be un­
able to attend school regularly, have 
been installed in a sort of roof garden 
school and then don’t care how cold it 
gets.

Yesterday when a Gazette reporter 
visited them thpy had just come up­
stairs from the \domestic science kitch­
en, where they had their luncheon. The 
class has been only in operation about 
a week. The principal of the school, R. 
D. Zimmer; the classiteacher, Miss Caro­
line Fisher, and the nurse, Miss Lind, 
have had experience in this kind of 
work and the regular routine wil be laid 
put and running within a few days. 
Principal Zimmer has invited the pub­
lic to visit the open air school.

In Sleeping Bags
As they came up from luncheon it was 

a happy looking little crowd. It was 
amusing to see them getting into their 
school clothes. These consist of woolen 
suits like the knitted sweater suits 
babies wear, but of different material. 
There are hoods attached which tie 
with tapes under the chins. Big felt 
shoes slip on over the child’s shoes and 
gloves and a sleeping bag complete the 
outfit. When they had been put into 
the sleeping hag, and It amused some 
of them very much when the principal 
shook them down into their bags Just 
like a pillow having its case put on, they 
were told to lie on their cots and take 

It was an amusing sight to see

away.
Even in so short a time improvement 

has been noticed in some of the chil­
dren. A little boy who has had infan­
tile paralysis is feeling much better. 
Many of the children’s mother* have sent 
word their appetites, which were poor 
before, have improved greatly. This was 
noticeable yesterday when they ate 
their luncheon of cocoa and boiled rice 
and raisins, and hot milk, with great 
enjoyment. Today they will have vege­
table soup and buttered toast. The 
luncheons are not given as charity, but 
to save the children going home at noon 
and so they may have one meal a day 
planned by those in charge of the work. 
A charge of two cents a day is made 
each child for the luncheon. The cook­
ing is done in the domestic science dé­
partaient of the school under the di­
rection of Miss Fleeman, teacher of that 
subject. Any extra funds needed for 
provisions are raised through the school 
entertainments. j

freSh, cool air at all seasons.

The equipment for the open air school 
provided from the fund raised by 

thé sale of the Red Cross Christmas 
seals the year it was announced for that 
purpose. Each child has his own woolèh 
suit, shoes, gloves and sleeping bag, cot 
and pillow, all marked with a number 
which has been assigned to him. There 
are eighteen now in school and later the 
class will be filled up to twenty-four 
members. Besides the physical improve­
ment which it is said is noticeable their 
minds are much more alert for study. 
Several of the grade teachers who have 
visited the open air room have been sur­
prised to see children whom they tiad 
known as lethargic and uninterested 
making rapid strides in learning. But 
they are not all keen for study all of 
the’ time. The cold air makes them 
liealthily sleepy. If a head nodds during 
the lesson teacher Kelpe the child to his 
cot and he takes a nap, waking feeling 
stronger and more able to study another 
day.

The day’s programme which is always 
modified to suit the day’s needs at the 
discretion of teacher or nurse is interest­
ing. At nine o’clock the members of 
the class come to school and get into 
their special warm clothes. Then they 
have lessons until 11.30. About 11.50 
o'clock they are ready for luncheon and 

taken to the warm domestic science 
kitchen, where a hot, wholesome meal 1s 
served. After luncheon everyone gets 
washed and brushes his teeth. Then all 
lie down for naps. At 1.80 o’clock the 
stronger ones are called back to les­
sons which last until 8.80, when it is 
tim^ to go home. The parents are much 
interested in the work and are co-operat­
ing in every way with the school author­
ities.

There is also in the Washington Irv­
ing School an open window where, some 
of the backward children have been 
placed under the care of Miss Helen 
Waterbury. The tonic of fresh, cold 
air seems to be doing them much good 
and they, too, show improvement in 
their studies. Both of these classes in­
clude children of different grades, so 
the teaching is done mudh on the plan of 
the ungraded schools.

In the Union school, Union street, 
there are two classes where the open 
window theory is being tried. The win­
dows, except on the bitter days, are left 
half-open with sheeting to keep out the 
wind. Steam is on and the temperature 
is kept at between 50 and 60. The 
teachers say they enjoy it and the chil­
dren are enthusiastic about it. Principal 
Baird asked one of the boys yesterday 
why they liked the cold, fresh air in 
the room. The boy said: “We can work 
faster.” Wednesday the rooms were 
very cold when they first tried to open 
the windows, but they were partly 
closed and the rooms were kept at about 
49 degrees. It was noticeable that the 
children were Apparently all present, few 
having stayed away 
cold, and they look 
happy. They are allowed to put on their 
coats, hats, overshoes and gloves when­
ever they are uncomfortable and the 
teacher frequently goes about feeling \ 
their hands to see if they are warm. 
The classes are given a half-hour short­
er day and much physical exercise. The 
teachers find their open window classes 
are doing very good work. Probably 
later the open air schoolrooms will be 
increased in number so all children 
whose parents wish it can be put in 
these classes. ’Only the Washington Ir­
ving outdoor group is tubercular or 
aenemic. With the others in the open 
window room it is done on the theory 
children can study better the more out­
door air they have, and especially with 
less heat than most houses or school­
rooms have.
