most wanted,” and left what remained of
the little troop to find its way back as
, | best it could. Lord Cardigan read this,
and, being a peppery-tempered man, Te-
sented the criticism, and was determined
to have satisfaction with pistols on Wim-
bledon Common, where duels were fought.
But alas, just!before, a law had .been
passed forbidding duels, and Lord Cardi-
gan could find no one to carry hig mes-
sage to Colonel Gough Calthrope. He had
to go unheroically to law with his detrdct-
or and the law unkindly went against
him, '

The present Lord Calthrope was a
soldier like his father, and wae one of ‘the
first to enter Mafeking after the siege
was raided during the South’ African war.
He has two charming estates in the
south of England, one in the Isle of
Wight called Wootlans Vale, and the
other, Elvetham Place, in Hampshire.
Formerly the Calthropes owned Gough
Square, in London, in which stands the
house where Dr. Johnson lived, but this
passed. out of the possession of the fam-
ily on the death-of the late baron’s broth-

PREPARATIONS FOR RAFTING
AT MOUTH OF NASHWAAK

(Fredericton Mail).

Preparations are being made by the
Partington Pulp & Paper Company for
the rafting of the lumber cut on the Nash-
waak and destined for. the pulp mill at
Fairville. Next season rafting operations
are to be carried on above the highway
bridge of. the Fredericton & Minto Rail-
way, which is being built at the mouth
of the river. George Kilburn, who, with
John Kilburn, had charge of the rafting
operationes of the Partington Company
during the lagt eeason, is. to superintend
the construction of piers above the high-
way bridge, these piers. to be used to
hold the logs above both bridges: In ad-
dition to-the piers a cook-house and other
buildings for the accommodation of the
rafting crew are to built near the
mouth of the Nashwaak.

The cut of lumber en the Nashwaak
last winter was about 12,000,000 feet and
i . expected to be ‘about the same this
year. This amount is tonsiderably lower
than it has been, the eut some years ago
being 35,000,000 feet.  When the Alexan-
der Gibson interests swere handling ‘oper-
ations on the Nashwaak they shipped as
much as 50,000,000 -feet frem .the port
of St. John in a.eefsofy. r -

Under present ownership . the grester
part of the Nashwaak lumber-cut is to
be manufactured intoipulp. The mill at
Unidn Point, Fairvillep will fake that lum-
ber until the pulpmilt*which is' intended
to be erected at Maryeville is built. It
is understood that the erection of the
latter mill is to be bégun next summer.
