Barely Restrained from Deserting 
Their Poets—The Streets Filled with 
a Turbo lent Crowd—Mounted Men 
Charge on the Hooting 
Many persons Injured and Property 
Destroyed.

London, July 8.—The threatened 
strike of the police did not take place 
last night as expected, although some of 
the officers did not go on their beats. 
The majority of the police returned to 
duty as usual. Reports from all the 
suburbs state that all of the night police 
are on duty. Commissioner Howard 
was mobbed near the station, some po­
lice assisting in the outrage, and it was 
with great difficulty he forced bis way 
into the station.

In the wil&diBpi£er outside men were 
trampled upon in largp numbers. Every 
moment the crowd grewlarger.more dense 
and turbulent. Cheers were mingled 
with hisses. Some joined the police, and 
others hissed the officials of the home sec­
retary. The mob sang the “Marseillaise,” 
“Rule Britannia,” and other popu­
lar songs; Opposite the Bow street sta­
tion is the Covent Garden Theatre, 
where the performance of an opera 
was spoiled by the hnbbub in the 
street. The audience withdrew and 
viewed the rioters from the balcony. 
When the mounted police arrived the 
good humor of the crowd quickly turned 
to bitter opposition. The result was 
soon apparent. The mounted men 
formed at the top of the street and charg­
ed the mob. A desperate struggle fol­
lowed. Men attempted to drag officers 
from their horses, and the policemen 
struck their assailants with their fists 
and sticks. The crowd was broken by 
the repeated charges, but reformed as 
soon as the mounted officers passed. 
This was repeated for two hours. Finally 
a squadron of life guards arrived. Im­
mediately à rumor spread that the Prin­
cess of Wales was in the theatre and 
had asked for a cavalry escort The 
people cheered. Then upon hearing a 
report that the squad was brought to 
clear the street, the mob yélled, hooted, 
hissed and cursed. The prince and 
princess finally left the theatre. The 
former was cheered and the escort hoot­
ed. The greatest difficulty was exper­
ienced in driving the people away from 
the theatre until forced to quit by the 
cavalry. Scores of thieves were at work 
in the crowd, and many robberies were 
reported! One of the objects of the 
mob was to imprison the foot police in 
the Bow street barracks.

The younger men are in sympathy 
with the people, mixing with the 
and urging it on.

At midnight the thoroughfares were 
blocked. Two thirds of the police force 
were out on jluty. The old hands were 
weak in assisting to presferve order. The 
mounted police actedwith great brutality. 
Many people were injured, and several 
are reported killed. The mob angered 
beyond endurance,became revolutionary, 
and groans were uttered for the Queen. 
Railings were torn off from shops and 
laid in the street to obstruct, and, if pos­
sible, upset the cavalry. More life 
guards came to the rescue, but a heavy 
rain storm that bad just set in did what 
the police and cavalry failed to do—dis­
perse the mob.

At 1 A. M. Bow street was becoming 
quieter. The striking postmen passed 
through the crowd and were loudly 
cheered. Several hundred postmen 
went out tonight and the rest will strike 
in the morning. The threatening aspect 
of affairs during the day plainly indicated 
that the dissatisfaction among the police­
men had risen to fever hegt, and few 
believed that the threatened strike would 
not occur. There was more or less dis­
turbance about the Bow street station 
all day, both inside and out The con­
stable attached to that station, who was 
transferred to another division,attempted 
to make a farewell address to his com­
rades in the station house today, but was 
ordered to desist by an'inspector. A dis­
orderly scene followed the giving of the or­
der. The assembled constables ejected the 
inspector from the room in which they 
were gathered. He was then seized by 
some of the men and thrown over a 
balustrade, and narrowly escaped being 
killed. While Inspector Hanson was 
parading a number of men in the yard, a 
heavy spittoon was thrown at him from 
a window. The missile narrowly missed 
hitting him in the head. This afternoon 
Chief Bradford had a conference with the 
Bow street officials. He afterward sum­
moned before him, singly, the men who 
had refused to do duty on Saturday, and 
instantly dismissed each of them from the 
force. The men of the Bow street station 
house were indignant. They alleged 
that only a portion of the number of men 
who refused to do duty were dismissed. 
They all went to thfe street and the news 
of the dismissal spread rapidly.

Toronto, July 9th.—The Globe has the 
following cable from London. Premier 
Whiteway and Mr. Harvey of Newfound­
land have not yet seen Lord Salisbury 
but after a brief interview with Lord 
Knutsford they are preparing a formal 
statement of the Newfoundland case 
for submission to the colonial 
office. The outline of this 
case published to day, formulates the 
demands of the colony very clearly and 
forcibly. The delegates will urge on 
the Imperial government that France 
should abolish or materially reduce the 
fish bounties in Newfoundland and in 
return to give France all facilities for 
the purchase of bait.
