The match was for the Holloway
stakes of £1,200. The men were well
matched in height and reach.

In the first round Burke had the best
of it, getting home repeatedly., In the
second round Pritchard woke up and
landed with his right and left in quick
succession, when they came to close
quarters, Burke finally falling from a
blow on the jaw, In the third round
Pritchard dashed in, taking Burke com-
pletely by surprise by the vigor of
his onslaught and raining in
blows with terrible effect upon the latter’s
head. Burke was completely dazed, and
was finally floored by & tremendous hit
on the jaw. He hardly regained his
feet when Pritchard downed him again.
Burke failed to rise within the 10 seconds
limit and Pritchard was declared winner
of the fight.

Alleged Attempt at Stabbing.

James Thompson, of the North end is
before the magistrate at the police court
to-day, ou the charge of assaulting
David Speight, and of attacking him
with a knife. The evidence adduced
showed the circumstances of the case to
be as follows. On Thursday evening
last Thompson and Speight met in
Michael J, Connell’s saloon on Main
street.

Several witnesses affirm that
they saw the knife in Thompson’s hand,
althongh they are unable to say whether
Speight began the assault or was merely
defending himself.

A young man named Keefe; was said
by Speight to have interfered in his be-
half. During the testimony Speight
stated that Keefe had been severely cut
on the hand by the knife in Thompson’s
possession. Other witnesses being call-
ed, however, the ‘magistrate fined each
of the belligerents $20, snd allowed
them to go.
