witnessed nightly since last Saturday.
The arrest of six Grenadiers and their
trial by court-martial tended to cast a
gloom over the whole battalion. When
the sentences were pronounced at parade
yesterday some painful scenes occurred.
The oldest soldiers seem to have been
selected for trial. Later in the day the
prisoners exchanged their regimentals
for prison garb. The precise hour of
their removal to the Briedton military
prison was a well guarded secret, while
their transfer to the ambulance wagon
was 80 quietly effected that only a few
soldiers *and spectators were present.
The Grenadiers were handcuffed in pairs
and escorted by non-commisssioned offi-
cers. The soldiers appeared de-
jected and haggard. Several pris-
oners burst out crying. “You'll be
better off,” cried one soldier as the
vehicle drove away. After the depart-
ure of the men the story of their farewell
parting with their wives and children
spread through the barracks. In a little
while the feeling of depression gave way
to excited indignation. Wives, children,
sweethea rts and comrades crowded into
the spacious yard from 6 until 10 o’clock.
No guardsmen were allowed to leave
An exciting and painful meeting was
held in the yard and canteen. At first
the men of the second battalion
bore themselves bravely, and laugh-
ed at the expressions of fear
of their wives and sweet-
hearts, The sympathetic words of old
comrades, however, soon kindled the an-
gry feelings that smouldered in their
breasts. The men were immediately
aroused, and inveighed bitterly against
the order that confined them. Harsh indi-
vidual cases of men who had a few days
only to serve to complete a long and hon-
orable service, and who had been thus
rudely awakened from their dreams of
future freedom from military duty, were
cited and discussed.

In one case the wife of a prisoner was
unconsolable. She had three children
‘with her,and was in a delicate condition.
As the marriage was without the consent
of the colonel, the poor woman could not

Traphagen inthe Storm King flats in
East One Hundred and Twenty-sixth
street. She disappeared very suddenly
within a month. Annie had been working
in Thomas Hall’s cigarette factory in East
Thirty-seventh street. Mrs. Traphagen
keeps a boarding house. Her daughter
Sadie was now wearing Annie’s dresses.
The next step was to find out who
Annie Goodwin’s lover was, if she had a
lover. They arrested Augustus Harrison
26 years old, of 23 West One Hundred
and Twentieth street. Harrison admitt-
ed-at once that he had been keeping
company with Annie for a long time,
but he said he had not seen her for a
month. He denied that he knew any-
thing about a criminal operation. Sadie
Traphagen, when the detectives talked
to her, denied all knowledge of Annie
Goodwin’s whereabouts, and denied that
she knew of any trouble into which her
chum had fallen. She could not deny
that she was wearing Annie’s dresses,
though. The detectives could not arrest
her, of course, having no evidence, but
they were convinced now that something
was wrong. It was only when all direct
avenues of information were closed ap-
parently, that the detectives, on general
principles, went after Dr. Ifenry G. Mc-
Gonegal. Dr. McGonegal is 71 years old,
and is a small, shabby man, with a pale,
thin face and sharp eyes. He has E)ng,
thin, knotted fingers, and talks in a low
voice. He drives around Harlem in a
little two-wheeled jgig, behind a gray
mare. Sometimes he is accompanied
by a colored boy to drive. It
has long been commonly reported
that he did an unlawful bus-
iness. He was arrested a num-
ber of times, but always managed
to escape conviction. - The detectives
went down ou Monday last to the bureau
of vital statistics in the office of the board
of health, and looked over the records of
all deaths in Harlem for two months
back, particularly looked for cases in
which Dr. McGone%al had given the
death certificates. hey found that for
three months he had given but one
death certificate. = That one certified
Jane Wilbur, 29 years old, married, a
saleslady, had died on July 11,
in the tenement house No. 239
East One Hundred and Eighth street,
of infl tory rheumati which af-
fected the heart. She was described as
“the daughter of John and Sarah Wil-
bur, born in England, living four
years in thig country and one year in
this city,” Both parents were said to be
now in England.

Outside stood a figreat crowd of
sightseers, who gazed curiousiy and sym-
pathetically between the railings. The
onlookers saw brave men kissing their
wives and sweethearts again and again,
and then brushing away tears with their
strong hahds.

While these pathetic scenes were go-
ing on in the yard, different ones were
being enacted in the canteen. Young
women, who seemedto have plenty of
money, were there treating their lovers
as they had been accustomed to do. The
taps were continually running. The
flowing bowl apparently lightened the
burdenof the men, aud for atime they
forgot their misfortune. They induiged
in jig dancing and sung snatches of pop-
ular airs. At thesound of the bugle the
women rushed outside in search of their
lovers. '

At 10 o’clock in the evening the yard
was cleared, and the crowd sadly moved
away. At.midnight a small gathering
reappeared and increased every hour.
By 3 o’clock this morning it numbered
more than 4000. The windows were
thown open at sunrise, and the wives
and sweethearts recognized the men
calling to them by their Christian names.
At 4 o'clock Birdcage walk was thronged.
The men gave way at the railings for the
the poor women and children, with
tear-stained eyes and haggard faces, held
up to see if they ocould pick out their dad-
dies. Then the fifes and drums marched
into the yard. No laggards were found.
Every man answered promptly, and ap-
parently cheerfully, to the call. Col. Eat-
on,in full regimentals, and mounted,
rode up and entered the yard. At 5
o'clock the men were drawn up in double
file, and fifteen minutes later the colonel
gave word to march. The great gates at
the Buckingham Palace end of the yards
were thrown open, and while the
band played the spirit-stirring “British
Grenadiers,” the battalion marcked out.
They were greeted by the shouts and
cheers of an enormous throng. The
streets were blockaded. A large num-
ber of policemen were formed in three
lines to open a way for the - soldiers.
After the police came sappers and min-
ers, and behind them ;the band Col.
Eaton at the head of the regiment. As
the battalion appeared in the road,
a mighty, deafening cheer went
up from the assemblage. The

The
note was dated Jersei' City, and began,
“My dear Mamie.” It stated that Annie
was working therein a factory every day
in the week, and was living with an old
friend. In a week or so she would come
over and see her sister. Dr. McGonegal
wanted Sadie to copy this note, imitating
Annie’s-handwriting, and said that he
would mail the note in Jersey City.
Sadie said that she would think
the matter over night. In the morning
she wrote to the doctor, sending him
back the note he gave her to copy and
refusing to do as he desired. Yesterday
Dr. McGonegal again called and wanted
her to take a letter in typewriting pur-
rting to come from Annie written to
ie. The note said that Annie was
learning t{lpewnting in Jersey City, and
would be home again in a little while.
Dr. McGonegal wanted Sadie to show
this note to Mrs Holiday. This Sadie re-
fused to do. Sadie said she had worn
Annie’s dresses because Annie had left
them at her house and had told her she
could wear them. Mrs. Shaw, the old
woman in whose home the gisl
died, said that Dr. McGunegal
told her last Sundayhe would take care of
the body.

British Members.

BY TELRGRAPH TO THE GALZETTE.
Loxpox, July 24.—The International
Parliamentry conference convened yes-
terday under the presidency of Senator
Villario of Rome.

The following resolutions moved by
the Bishop of Durham and seconded
by Max Broemel the German delegate;
was adopted and represents the outcome
of the deliberations.

“That as & means for promoting peace
and good will between the nstions the
bers urge the conclusions of treaties
of arbitration by which without interfer-
ence with their independence or auton-
omy the nations would engage to submit
to arbitration the settlement of all dif-
ferences which might arise between
them. But where the conclusion of
treaties of arbitration may. for the pres-
ent be found difficult of realization, the
conference strenuously urgesthe settle-
ment of disputes by arbitration or medi-
ation.”

In the evening the delegates re-assem-
bled at a banquet in the Hotel Metro-
pole, given by the members of the Brit-
ish parliament to the members of the
Continental parliament and other dis-
tinguished persons attending the con-
ference.
