It was very simple, •* 
the short yet beautiful and impressive burial 
service of the Anglican church, but when 
as the minister said “Earth to earth, dni&/ 
to duet, ashes to ashes,” the earth clods ' 
struck the coffin with hollow sounds, there 
were few dry eyes in all that great 
blage and those present were but typical ot 
the feelings of the nation. It was soon over, 
the mourners and Cabinet Ministers took a 
last lingering look into the grave, the tackle 
waa loosened, the great stone lids of the.

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.■ :: Wh»t Will UuKext Absurdity Be Î
The absurd and expensive mistakes 

made by the Fisheries Department are 
neither few nor popular. It is only 
natural that some mistakes should be 
made by management so remote from 
the principal centre of the interest con­
cerned, but that incapacity should be 
long associated with responsibility, and, 
seemingly, take ne note of either scien­
tific knowledge or official experience in 
such an important branch of the public 
service as salmon culture, is not a 
very encouraging commentary on this 
particular branch of administration. It 
is not necessary, just now, to go over 
the record of incompetency or worse by 
which the salmon-cnltnre branch of the 
Department has fallen into disrepute 
in this section of the Dominion, al­
though it might not he amiss to do so 
in order to show that the departmental 
records prove the soundness of the Ad­
vance's position in all matters . to 
which it addressed itself when it had 
reason to believe that it could influence 
the Department and prevent it from 
blundering. It is, perhaps, now too 
l*te for us to do much good in adding 
another to the many previous and 
neglected warnings we have given on 
the subject, but we take occasion to 
say that the attempt to confine parent 
salmon in the Carleton Mill Pond at 
St John at the present time, for the 
purpose if procuring their ova and milt 

for hatchery purposes in the latter 
part of October next, ought to lead to 
the retirement from that branch of the 
service, at least, of whoever is respon­
sible tor the cruel and unscientific 
blunder. To those who understand 
the habits of salmon and the conditions 
necessary to their propagation, the 
ignorance displayed in impounding sal­
mon in such a place for such a purpose 
is inexplicable and well calculated to 
bring tho Department into 
tempt. It is to be hoped that some 
competent person in St. John will note 
the remit of the absurd experiment of 

fresh water friends at Ottawa, and 
see that they are not successful—in 
connection with their mill pond stu­
pidity—in repeating the frauds and im­
positions already exposed by our efforts 
and recorded in the dejiaitmental re­
ports. It is not a pleasant task for 
the Advance to thus foretell results 
but it is, nevertheless,a duty. We would 
perform the task more mildly hut tor 
the fear that the usual steps would be 
taken at the proper time to either con­
ceal or continue the blunder until the 
greatest possibilities of private profit 
were worked out of it at public ex­
pense by those interested.

Sir John Macdonald's Funeral.

Despatches from Mozambique announce 

that a feeling of great excitement prevails 
there owing to the fact that Chief 
Gouveia, with 40,000 followers, has re­
volted against Portuguise authority in 
favor of a British protectorate. Gonveia 
rules over the territory between the 
Zambesi and the PuLgweeyvera. The 
Portuguese authorities are hastily de- 
patching troops to quell the revolt.

Lord Charles Boroaford, one of the 
popular homes of the British navy, is 
fortunate in his opportunities. A little 
while ago he waa appointed to the com­
mand of the ironclad Unexpected, and at 
the end of last month he found himself 
off Java. A westerly gale sprang up and 
the French cruiser Seignelay caught with­
out any steam, dragged her anchors and 
was driven on a sand bank, where she 
was in danger of going to pieces. Al­
though she drew nearly nineteen feet of 
water she was driven into shoal water 
only ten feet deep. Nobody supposed 
that she could be saved, but Beresford 
worked his own ship as closely inshore as 
he dared, got out hia steel hawsers .and 
chain cables, set all hia men to work, and 
with the assistance of the French sailors 
managed to float her, without serious 
damage, in fifty-two hours. Tho next 
day a French squadron, arriving in hot 
haste, had nothing to do bat congratulate 
the English and French officers. One 
feature of the affair was the gallantry of 
an Arab boatman named Sneilman, who 
not only swam a long diatanoe through a 
heavy sea to the stranded vessel with an 
offer of assistance, bet also swam ashore 
again, according to the published ac­
counts, with the eaptiin’s wife on his 
back. Why the captain thought it neces- 
sary to risk hie wife’s life in this fashion, 
or how she came to be there, is not ex­
plained. *

Of the great prime ministers of Eng­
land there is only one that can bo com­
pared with Sir John Macdonald for the 
length of his admihistration—Sir Robert 
Walpole. He it the first of the premiers 
of the House of Hanover, hit first ap­
pointment to the supreme office in the 
realm dating just after the accession of 
George I. He was head of the Cabinet 
from October 10, 1714, till April 10, 1717 
—just two years and six months. After 
the brief attempt to govern of the Hon. 
James Stanhope and the Earl of Sunder­
land, he resumed office on the 20,h of 
A prit, 1720, apd continued iu power till 
February 11, 1742—neatly twenty-two 
years, or, in all, twenty-four years and 
three months. The time daring whjph 
Sir John Macdonald was absolutely at 
the head of a government under the 
Union and under Confederation about 
equals, while the period of his virtual 
supremacy surpasses this protracted 
ministerial reign. Heniy Pelham rnled 
for nearly eleven years; Lord North, for 
more than twelve years; the Eirl of 
Liverpool for nearly thirteen. No later 
Eogliah Premier has been more than six 
or seven years the head of the nation, 
and, if we seek for parallels to Sir John’s 
long and efficient tenure of the reins of 
power we must seek them abroad in such 
careers as Prince Bismarek’e, Herr Tisza’s 
or Count Taafo’s, not one of which, how­
ever, equalled in duration the role of our 
late Premier.—[Montreal Gazette-

Halifax, June 12.—The Arctic ex­
ploring steamer Kite with Lieutenant 
Peary’s party, who are to discover the 
northern border of Greenland, now 
supposed to be near the pole, was at 
North Sydney to-day coaling, and will 
leave for Disco, Greenland, in the morn­
ing. On reaching Greenland the party 
will divide, Lienteoent Peary’s people 
wintering at Whale Sound and proceeding 
north next spring and the others, repre­
senting the academy of natural science, 
to explore the Greenland coast as far 
north as the 77th parallel. The most in. 
teresting person on board is Mrs. Peary, 
a handsome woman of twenty-six who 
accompanies her husband. Fifteen months 
will be taken by this frigid trip and during 
that time she will remain at the winter 
quarters for three months. Nextsummer 
she will be there in company only of her 
negro servant who is not likely however, 
to stand the climate, a. ho already 
shivers night and day, and his jaws so 
chatter with the cold that his teeth have 
become loosened. Peary explored Green­
land five years ago, and hiajtheory is that 
the interior of Greenland, covered by an 
ice cap one mile thick In places, is quite 
smooth back from the coast and affords 
an easy means of reaching the extreme 
north by sledges. He believes 20 miles 
per day can be made without trouble. 
Ample provisions are being taken and it 
is expected to take the caches left by 
Nsres in 1874. The Kite’s company 
number sixteen.

Kingston, Ont., June 11.—The mortal 
remains of the late 8 r John A. Macdonald 
were committed to their last resting place 
in Catarsqni cemetery, which becomes an 
historic spot, and thousands in coming 
day», will make pilgrimages here to view 
the resting place of Canada’s great gov­
ernmental ruler. The day was hot and 
the sun shining brilliantly. Rain came 
down vigorously after 6 o’clock, but did 
not interfere with the proceedings. The 
entire morning was spent in viewing the 
remains in City Hall Twenty thousand 
persons in double lines passed the bier. 
The procession was the largest ever seen 
on Kingston streets. It was over tee 
miles in length end occupied 40 minutes 
in passing a given point. The procession 
moved at 2.46 o’clock. At this time three 
miles of Princess street was lined with 
spectators and not less than forty thou­
sand persons viewed the solemn advance. 
Th8 prooeasiou waa under civic control, 
stores were closed and draped in a manner 
fully evincing tho intense soifbw mani­
fested in the old hietorieriding of the dis­
tinguished statesman. The order of 
march waa directed from City Hall above 
Ontario and Prineeea streets to Cstaraqni 
Cemetery.

London, Jane 12 The storm rising 

round the Prince of Wales is f ist obtaining 
intensity, endangering l.ir chances if suc­
cession to the throne, if not the existence of 
the Epglish monarchy.

No с’ам seems to he stirred so deeply as 
the great middle claie, the real strength of 
the country, and hitherto a solid and stolid 
prop of the monarchy.

Wherever its voice becomes audible, its 
earnest denunciations of the Prince of 
Wales are accompanied by reg ete at hie 
nearness to the throne.

Beprceentative,. gatherings of religions 
bodies—Congregational, Methodist, Baptist, 
Unitarians and Presbyterians —have already 
recorded their condemnation, 
guardians are going ont oU their accustomed 
paths to discuss motions branding the 
gambling propensities of the prince as a dis. 
grace to the country.

Several Liberal societies have adopted pro­
teste against hit continuance in the army.

The agitation has every character of per. 
manenco. Ere long the glowing fierceness 
of the popular heat meat penetrate to the 
core of politics, causing party action within 
and without Parliament.

The Radie tl members of the House of 
Commons are opening the attack on the 
prince, bat they have been warned that Mr.
