John, ubove Frederieton, to the remote
settlatnent of Madawaska,

We left hend-quarters on o fine morhing, late i
Beptember, in a twohorse waggon, hung upoh the
wooden gprihgs in comton ise, as alone capable of
tesistinng the nction of wheels over the rugged paths,
which tov frequently pass under the imposing and
deceptive name of high roads in this partof the
world. Sotie miles ahove Fredericton we passed
Indian Village, the principal residetice of the Milicite
Indians: it containe from sixty to sgventy low
wooden huts, with o chapel and fiouse f0F the priest,
and a siiecessful hunter has built a large two-storied

- house, which he ocvupies——not altogether to the
satisfuction oI’ his brethern, who, of all men, are
tost averse to ilnovation of any kind? o

We next passed Frapeh Village, a stpageling
settlenient of Acadians) which supplied s with
eanon then for our ultimate progress up the river:
the Acadians manage these frail barks quite as skil-
fitlly as the native Tndians, and as they are moreover
cheerful, and light-hearted, most travellers prefer
their society to that ol the dogged and melancholy
red man. The road now. passed throngh a colony

We onrselves had éndared not a little
from the samé canse ; but, regardless of onr own
snfferings, we again pashed forward, at our wag-
goner’s command, énjoying new vistas of wild
woodland scenery at évery tarn and-angloof the
road, which winds its broken way along the riugged
bank of the 8t John. ‘Fhers is nothing inviting to
the agricaltirist or setiler in the general Appearance
of the land we had hitherto passed over on onr
morfiing's fide ; the' soil is poot and stony. and in
somo places masses of gramite are {he only erop
Fwhich fiatare seems disposed (o yield. At a future
period, whan the log hut shall be replaced by the
ent cottage, and the frame-work abode shall give
way (o the sribstantial manor-honise, these blocks of
granite may be tarned to good aceount ; at present
they farnish oxeelleut grind-stones, which the vici-

A few miles further brought us to Gibson's mills,
an extensive and thrivifig establishment of grist and
saw mills; altogether the tmost purposa-looking
coticerti we_had yet scen ; and soon aflterwards the
road ting for somo miles alorg a natural terrace,
consideralily elovated above the bed of the river,
uponi which fire sitdated some excellent furms ;. one
in partienlar attracted our attentions Youee, offices,
and fields, were all in high ordet and pair; good
fonices, eatfle fut and sleek, bart well stored ; avery.

venly and neglected farms of aluiost all the old set-
tlers in the country. We stopped to make some

Will they fullow his example? No! Wlile a
atick remiding in the forest they will stick to lumber.
