Great Britain claims that Behring Sea,

Besides, the claim of Russia in 1821 to
such exclusive rights in Behring Sea
was disputed by Great Britain and the
United States, and was withdrawn in
1824, To the assertion of the United
Btates that its action in protecting
the seals' from indiscriminate slsughter
is in the interest of an industry of great
value to the world at large, it is replied
that Great Britain is {nonhly disposed
