'POLICE CHIEF
' SHOT AND KILLED

' Several Others Injured by Re-
volver Shots or Bayonet
Thrusts as Soldiers Charged
Mob.

BUILDINGS BLOWN
AT MAYNOOTH

Belfast, Ireland, May 16.—The
town hall and Court House at May-
nooth, 15 miles West-North West
of Dublin, were blown up early
Saturday morning by an explosion
80 heavy that it shook every house
in the town. The buildings were
the property of Lord Frederick
Fitzgerald. It has been rumored
that military forces would shortly
be housed in the town hall,

Belfast, May 16.—(By the Associat-
ed Press)—Londonderry experienced
@ night of terror, Saturday, part of
the city being for hours at the mercy
of riotous mobs. During the disturb-
ances Sergeant Dennis Moroney, Chief
of the Special Criminal Department of
the city was shot through the right
lung and died within half an hour.
Londonderry thus gains an unequivo-
cal of being the scene of the first po-
lice murder in Ulster since the open-
of the Association campaign on Janu-
ary 1, 1919. The other casualty in-
cluded James McCatferty, aged 18,
shot dn the chest; District police In-
spector P. McDonough, wounded in
the bead with a stone while leading a
police charge, and John McCallion, a
former soldler, wounded in the head
with a bayonet,

Air Thick With Bottles,

After minor disturbances -early - in
the night, the dll-feeling between the
Sinn Feiners and Loyalists flamed up.
About 10 o'clock the air was thick with
bottles, stones and other missles, while
revolvers were freely discharged.
When hostilities were in full swing,
forty-eight policemen, armed with car
bines, arrived in command of Inspec-
tor McDonough, who persuaded the
Loyelists to retire to their quarters
which was accomplished amid . sing-
ing, cheering and other manifesta-
tions on the part of the rival factions.
The Sinn Feiners continued their dis-
orderly demonstrations and the police
charged and scattered them into the
side streets. Many of them made for
the Quay near the Great Northern
Station. It was here that Moroney
met his end. Rioters entrenched
themselves behind railway wagons
and directed volleys of revolver shots
point blank at the police. This led
to a hot exchange of fire. Moroney
was struck, walked a few yards and
collapsed, exclaiming: “Boys, _I'm
done.”

A few yards from this scene Me-
Cafferty was found lying on a tram-
way line. He said he was on his way
home from the theatre when shot.

Troops Summoned.

During these happenings a Unionist
crowd literally took possession of the
thoroughfare in the neighborhood of
Carlisle Square, and stoned persons
belleved to be of different political
persuasion. The audience at the Em-
pire Theatre were stoned so furiously
when leaving that they had to return,
the doors being barricaded. Shortly
before midnight, troops were sunimon-
ed, and with their aid matters soon
quieted down,

SENATE ADOPTED
PEACE RESOLUTION

Declaring State of War With
Germany and Austria-Hun-
gary at an End.

Washington, May 16—With few
thrills and no hitch in the pre-arrang-
ed programme, the Senate adopted
Saturday, 43 to 38, the Republican
resolution declaring the State of war
with Germany and Austro-Hungary at
en end. The measure was in the
form of a substitute for the Peace
resolution, recently adopted by the
House, which dealt with Germany
alone. The two proposals will be
yedjusted in conferencé, beginning
next week, the result be endorsed by
both Houses and the final resolution
be sent to the President for signature,

That the President will veto it is a
foregone conclusion, unchallenged by
any speaker during the debate in the
House or Senate,

TORONTD WOMAN
THINKS BLUEBEARD

Harvey Was Her Second
Husband Who Deserted
Her Some Eight Days After
Marriage.

Toronto, May 16.—That her second
husband, whom she married last year,
and who deserted her some eight days
later, was none other than “Blue-
beard” Harvey, sentenced last week
to life dmprisonment at Los Angeles
for the murder of Lena Deloney, whom
he married, is the firm belief of a
Toronto woman, widow of a Fourth
Battalion officer killed in 1913 at St
Julien.

It is also her firm belief that a ham
mer found in his trunk, bearing stains
apparently blood-rust, was the! wea-
pon with which he disposed of some
of his victims,

According to this lady, the descrip-
tion of Harvey and facts brought out
at his trial tally exactly with the de-
scription of her second husband. He
used a different name,

“He was about six feet tall and
claimed to be sixty years of age. He
had false teeth and scars on the left
leg at the knee and ankle. He told
me he had mever known any parents.
He spoke with a slight accent, claim-
ing to be Danish. He always slept
with a revolver under his pillow,” she
said.

EXAMINATION OF
. NEWMAN CLARK

Alleged * Slayer of Phoebe
Bell Will Take Place Last
Week of May.

Frederidton, May 16.—The prelimin-
ary examination of Newman Clark,
charged with the murder of Phoebe
Bell at Grand Falls on March 26th,
will take place at Grand Falls the last
week in May, it was learned today.
The case of Peter Dubois, whom Clark
named as one of his “kidnappers”
when he escaped from the hospital at
Grand Falls after the murder, will be
taken up at the same time.

Clark is in Victoria County jail, at
Andover, still suffering with badly
frosthitten feet, while Dubois is out on
bail. The date for the preliminary ex-
amination was arranged by Attorney-
General Byrne, and Hon. W, P. Jones,
K. C., of Woodstock, who is appearing
for Clark.

KING ADDRESSES
ORD MAYORS ON

Reconstruction of the Terri-
tial Army, Setting Forth
Dependence of Empire on
Volunteer Citizen Army.

London, May 16—(By €anadian As-
soclated Press)—The King at Buck-
ingham Palace yesterday, received
Lord Ldeutenants of Counties, Lord
Mayors and Lord Provosts o whom
His Majesty had issued his call for
the reconsiruction of the Territorial
Volunteer Army,

The King said in part:

“The formaltion of a volunteer citi-
Zen army is indispensable to the safe-
dom of the Empire. No more valuable
proof of our peaceful strength, and the
soundness of our national life and
character could be given to the world.
Betting an example to many nations,
and giving proof of our confidence and
good will to the whole world, we have
abandoned the principle of compulsory
military service to which we were
forced to resort in the hard times of
the war, and have returmed to the
purely voluntary system. The founda-
tions of that voluntary principle musy
be a territorial army, strong enough to
enable the regular forces to move
about the Empire as circumstances
require. It must be strong enough,
also, if new damgers of & most serious
kind confront us, to eecure us a
breathing space necessary to enable
the full strength of all the peoples of
the Empire to be organized for fts de-
fence.”

It has been asserted, recemtly, that
recruiting for the territorial army has
been proceeding elowly throughout
the country. Winston Churchill, Sec
retary of Stale for War, when ques-
tioned in the Comvmons, gave a qualifi-
ed assertion that the position was
turning out satisfactorfly,

Fundamental ' Principles In-
volved in Reparation De-
mands Made of Germany
for War Claims.

AND EXPERTS WILL
MEET IN LONDON

To Fix the Amount of In-
demnity, Details Concern-
ing Payments, and Report
to Conference.

Hythe, England, May 16.—(By The
Associlated Press)—Premier Liloyd
George, Premier Millerand and their
advisors conferred here this morning,
the meeting lasting until nearly one
o'clock. After the conference Premier
Millerand and his suite left for home.

An officlal statement fssued at the
close of the conference said.

“The British and French govern
ments vecognized on the one hand
that it is to the general interest that
reparation for losses and damages
caused by the war should be secured
a8 soon as possible, and, with this
dbject in view, its NeCessary resources
would be made effectively awvailable
without delay, and, on the other hand,
that it Is desirable Gerfany should ibe
put in a position to regain her finan-

cla] autonomy by speedy fulfilment of
her obligations.

Solve Difficulties.

“The two governments are further
of the opinion that, in order to pro-
vide a solution of the economic difficul.
tles which are gravely weighing upon
the gemeral situation ef the world,
and, in onder to mark a definite begin-
ning of the era of peace, it is import.
ant to arrive at a settlement which
chall embrace the whole body of the
International liabilities which have
been left as a legacy of the war, and
which shall, at the same time, emsure
& parallel liquidation of the inter-Allied
war debt and of reparation of the
debts of the Central Empire,

Experts to Meet.

“Accordipgly, experts fromm each of
thie two countries will be charged to
prepare immediately for examination
by their govermments proposals for
fixing the mimimum total of the Ger-
man “debt, which.shall be capable of
acceptance by the Allies, and, at the
same ‘time, be compatable with Ger
many's debt which will be best cal-
culatéd to assure realization of the
general views aebove expressed, and
to establish conditions for division
between the Allies of the payment
made by Germany in accordance with
agreements which, in the case of cer-
tain Allied countries, have already
been arrived at, and which remain
to be definitely settled in the case of
the other Allled countries.”

Premier Lloyd George “was not
sufficiently well to accompany M.
Millerand to Folkestone, but the ut-
most cordiality marked their good-
by. M. Millemand expressed his hearty
thanks to Sir Philip Saseoon, at whose
residence the conference was held,
for his hospitality.

Andrew Bonar Law, the government
leader, arrived at Twthe Saturday
morning and attended the.conference.

The Central News says that an
agreement was meached on the coal
question at the Franco-British con-
fevence in Hythe, by which France
will receive 45 per cent. of the coal
exported from England. The rate
will remain unchanged, the Central
News adds, but by a scheme of re.
arrangement of freightage certain
economfies will be effected.

THIS MAN FROM PROVINGE

York County Farmer Going
to Maine Where There Are
Facilities for Marketing His
Crop.

Fredericton, May 16.—Declaring
that he is leaving New Brunswick be-
cause of the failure of the Government
to provide suitable roads for the farm-
ing districts, Sylvester Moore, of
Scotch Lake, one of the leading farm-
ers of York county, has purchased a
farm of 175 acres at Skuhegan, Maine,
for $10,460 and is going to sgell his
farm at Scotch Lake consisting of
400 acres.

“I have no.fault to find with this
country and I would like to stay here”
said Mr. Moore, when asked this
morning why he was leaving this pro-
vince, “but the Government will not
provide proper facilities for reaching
the markets in New Brunswick, so I
am- going ‘where they do have the fac-
ilities. It is more than 10 miles from
my farm at Scotch Settlement to the
railway ‘on the eastern side of the St.
John River, and the roads are not
such that I could economically mar-
ket the .produce of my farm; the St.
Joba Valley Railway 1is only five
miles away, but it is on the other side
of the river. I am going to take a
berd of pure bred Ayrshirg cattle to
Maine with me and engage in mixed
farming.”
