PRESIDENT OF C. P. R. BRINGS EXCEL-
LENT REPORT.

Returns from Trip Full of Hopefulness---
Chances for People Better in Northwest
Than Ever Before—-Many Settlers from
United States--To Spend $1,000,000 on
Road.

Montreal, June 27—Thomas G. Shaugh-
nessy, president of the Canadian Pacific
Railway, has just returned from a trip
over the lines of the company, in company
with E. B. Osler and F. C. Matthews, of
Toronto, E. H. McHenry, the new en-
gineer-in-chief, and €. W. Spencer, gen-
eral superintendent of the Eastern divi-
sion. At Vancouver they met Robert E-
Harris of Boston, who is also a-director
of the road. Sir Thomas expressed himself
today as highly satisfied with the progress
that has been made throughout the west-
ern portion of the dominion, all along the
company’s lines. The president and direc-
tors in their tour covered over 7,500
miles, and everywhere found traces of
prosperity and contentment. The older
settlers have become comparatively rich,
and are -building fine houses for them-
selves. The new settlers coming in are of
the best class, many being érom the old
agricultural distriets of the United States,
while many are Canadians who went to
the states and are ,mow going to the
Northwest, because the chances are bet-
ter there than they have ever been be-
fore. Sir Thomas has no fear that the
abundant rainfall will interfere to any
extent with the crop or the harvesting of
ite The rolling stock of the company is
béing increased daily in anticipation of
the traffic that must come from theNorth-
west in the autumn,.that the president ex-
pressed the hope that. the rolling stock

_would prove inadeytate for’ many years
to comé to the ‘demands’ made upon it |

for that would be the best proof of the
prosperity of the country.

Speaking of the mineral 'wealth of the
coutitry, Sir Thomas ‘said that many of
thie &maller gold claims were belng work-
ed at a profit in British Columbia. The
land, however, was the surest source of
revenue, and it is a pity to see so much
energy wasted on the penniless railway
promoter and subsidy hunter who wants
to build lines to reach mining centres,
when the same amount of energy expend-
ed on the productive valleys would create
a certain source -of revenue and serve to
build up the commercial centres in a
shovt time. The ranchers are doing " well,
the horses and cattle are multiplying won-
detfully, and as the prices are keeping up
these: people are prosperous and happy.
The '¢oal areas in the Crow’s Nest district
have received a temporary seet-back by
the two terrific explosions that have late-
ly taken place, but there is every prospect
of rich proceeds from the, fields, and will
be in a short time the leading industry
of that eountry. :

RICH AMERICANS
AFTER CANADA' LANDS,

Invade the Northwest to Forrﬁ
Colonies of American Settlers.

St. Paul, June 25—While J. Pierpoat
Morgan, with his organized millions, is
invading Greater Britain, there is to be
an invasion of American capital in Winni-
peg, the metropolis of the Canadian west,
that promises to stagger the inhabitants
from the head of Lake Superior to the
Rocky Mountains.

A party of rich Americans, many of
them from New York, Chicago and Du-
Iuth, left here today for Winnipeg, where
they are due tomorrow. The visitors arc
after a few millions of acres of the soil of
Prince Albert province, and their purpose
is to colonize the land with American
settlers who have been falling over each

San-
ford’s physical endurance and pluck under
th¢ awful circumstances were simply
marvelous.

Storm Damage of $10,000 to $50,000
Accepted Gladly,

Denver, Col., June 29.—The drougth
which threatencd to be the most severe
that Colorado has known for years, has
been broken by a heavy and widespread
rain. Though the storm in places was
accompanied by hail that did much dam-
age, this is trivial comypared with the
value of the crops saved by the rain.

The storm damage in Denver and vicin-
ity is estimated all the way from $10,000
to $50,000.

Snow fell to the depth of eight inches

St. Louis, June 29.—This city and vicin-
ity is the centre of a rain storm of un-
precedented severity that has prevailed
almost inceseantly since Salurday morn-
ing; 545 inches of rain has fallen. At
times the storm equalled a cloudburst.
The storm is the most widespread exper-
jenced in this county for many years, ex-
tending from the Rocky Mountains to the
Alleglhenies.

Considerable damage has been done in
this wicinity, the total estimated at about
$250,000, resulting from the wind that ac-
companied the rain, which last night at-
tained a velocity of about 355 miles an
hour.

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THREE BROTHERS |
SINK T0 DEATH IN
DEEP TOGETHER,

Drowned Off La Have In Thurs-
day’s Heavy Storm.

TWO FIRST IN DANGER.
Third Went to Save His Brothers
When Sea Swamped  His Boat
and All Went Down—Eight of
the Family Fourd Graves in the
Ocean.

Halifax, N. 8., June 29—(Special)—
Thursday’s gale was a sad one for La Have
Island. On that day and while the storm
was raging, three brothers, William, John
and Norman Wambolt, aged respectiveiy
30, 35 and 20 years, found watery graves.

The little schooner Icelda, to which
they belonged, was on La Have banks at
the time, and John and Norman were
out in a dory. In their trying to get
back on hoard the vessel, the dory upset,
leaving the two men struggling in the
water. William, who was captain of the
schooner, seeing the peril they were in,
put off in another dory to their rescue,
leaving two men in charge of the schoon-
er.

Just as the captain reached his drown-
ing brothers, a high sea came down on
him, crushing his boat to pieces.

The two men on the schooner were wit-
nesses of the disaster, but were powerless
to render aid, as the gale 'was' then ‘in-
creasing and ‘a tremendous sea was run-
ning.

The three men were seen for a brief
time battling for life in the hecavy sea,
but. were soon lost to sight. The two
men, William Bush and Clarence Wam-
bolt, who had been left on the schooner,
managed, as soon as the storm abated, to
aveigh anchor and get her into Bridge-
water, where she arrived Saturday morn-
ing. Two of the unfortunate men were
single, the captain being married. They
were the last but one of a family of nine,
all of whom were drowned. f

Fredericton, N. B., June 27—(Spectal)—

The chief superintendent announced
that an additional week’s vacation would
be allowed all schools which are entitled
under the regulations to only six weeks
in case their teachers attended the sum-
mer school of science at St Stephen.

Inspector Carter, of St. John, read a
valuable paper on the centralization of
rural schools. He strongly favored the
scheme. Principal Hickson, of the Welch-
pool school, Campobello, and School Trus-
tee Mitchell, of the same district, where
the scheme has been in operation for
some time, spoke most favorably of the
experiment.

Addresses by Principal Oulton and C.
H. Atchison, of Moncton High School, on
the High School Course of S‘tudy, devel-
oped an interesting and spirited .debate.
The former advocated less classics fiﬂd
more technical and practical lnst}'uctlon,
and the latter defended the classics. R.
. Hanson, Petitcodiac, Professor Brit-
tain, of the Normal School, {md Doctpr
Bridges, of St. John, joined in the dis-
cussion.

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PREMIERS IN  CONFERENCE.

COLONIAL REPRESENTATIVES BEGIN
LONDON MEETINGS.

Cordial Welcome from Rt. Hon. Joseph
Chamberlain—Position of the Colonies cn
Preferential Tar:ff Throughout Empire—
Messrs. Fielding, Muluck, and Paterson
Arranging Separate Conference

London, June 28—The colonial premiers
and ministers, while sorely disappointed
over the postponement of the coronation,
are consulting among themselves and re-
ceiving cues from Colonial Secretary
Joseph Chamberlain respecting the im-
perial conference next week. There is
reason for the belief that the conference
will gain importance from the collapse of
the general festivities, since public atten-
tion will be centered wpon it. Premiers
Laurier, Barton and Seddon will be the
chief figures, but there will be strong men
behind them. There is a hopeful feeling
among the Canadian ministers and the
premiers that with the help of Mr. Cham-
berlain something may be done in the
direction of prefetential aid. Astute men
like Premier Ross from Toronto and Min-
isters Fielding, Mulock and Patterson do
not wish to commit themselves premature-
ly to any statement of policy, but they
are convinced that the self-governing
colonies have in Mr, Chamberlain a re-
sourceful leader who commands support.

Following is a list of the subjects to be
discussed by the colonial premiers at their
conference. The following subjects were
. selected; by the colonial office:—

The political relations of Great Britain
and the colonies.

Imperial defence.

The commercial relations of the empire.

The relations of Australia and New Zea-
land with the islands in the Pacific.

The following subjects were suggested
by New Zealand:—

Preferential tariffis by way of rebate
duties on British manufactured goods car-
ried’in British-owned ships, and in the
mother country a rebate of duty on
colonidl products which are now taxable.

An imperial reserve force for service in
case of emergency outside the domain or
colony in which such reserve is formed,
the cost of maintaining and equipping to
be agreed upon between the imperial and
colonial governments.

The Australian government to be
strengthened on the lines of exisiing ar-
rangements.

That wubsidized mail services be estab-
lished between Australia, New Zealand,
Canada and Great Britain, the steamships
to be British-owned and so fitted that in
time of war they may be armed and used
as cruisers.

That South Afriea members of the
learned and skilled professions who have
been admitted to practice in Canada, Aus-
tralia and New Zealand be allowed to
aractice.

That triennial conferences be held be-
tween the imperial secretary of state for
the colonies and the premiers of the self-
governingz colonies.

The following subject was suggested by
the Natal and Cape governments:—

That the' naturalization of aliens in any
part of the British empire will be sufti-
cient for the whole: of the empire.

These subjects-were suggested by Aus-

tralia:—
' That} preference be given to the colonies
in army and navy contracts, the construec-
tion of ocean cables and the purchase
Jthereof.

The establishment of an imperial court
of appeal. .

; The mutual protection of patents against
0ss.

_ The most! favored nation treatment, and
if a British preferential tariff is given, im-
perial stamp charges on colonial bonds.

No official iAfgrmation is available as to
the suggestions made by Canada.

conference opened at the colonial office
today. Rt. Hon. Mr. Chamberlain, the
colonial =ecretary, cordially welcomed Sir
Wilfrmd Laurier, the Canadian premier,
and the other premiers and expressed an
earnest hope that the gathering would
form a land mark along the imperial
road.
: “Among the colonial ministers them
selves, the hopes of anything in the na-
ture of a customs union has been danfped
by Sir Michael Hicks-Beach’s sopen. attis
tude of hostility. i
i “Peading a complete and definite state-
ment of British ministerial views, the
Canadian niinisters adhere to the beliei
that a preferential tariff throughout the
empire would be desirable to the interests
of Great Britain as well as the rest of
the emvire.

“The Australian ministers ave sympa-
thetic though they admit that the revenue
necessities—of the mew Australian feder-
ation place great difficulties in the way of
an - immediate substantial  reduction of
duties on British imports. Australia cer-
tainly could not satisfy Sir Michael Hicks-
Beach's idca of free trade within the em-
nire.

“Hon. 'Messrs. Fielding, Mulock and Pa-
terson, the Canadian ministers, will not
attend the colonial conference unless call-
ed in to consult on specific points.

“The confference 9 confindd to the
premiers. The other Canadian ministers
are arranging for a conference at the close
of the premierst==venference. on trade,
postal and similar inter-colonial qut:.v
tions.”

Toronto, June 30.—(Special).—The Tele-
gram’s cable from Tondon says: “Your
correspondent has Deen given to under-
stand that the Canadian wpinisters will
have a special meeting with the Austra-
Tian representatives to discuss improved
steamship  service.”

London: June 30—(Associated Press)—
Joseph Chamberlain. the colonial secre-
tary, in a speéch today bfore the colonial
conference, referred to the subject of im-
perial defence as a matter of the first
rank.

The discussions which followed the
speeches made before the conference in-
dicated the exisience of a very satisfuc-
tery spirit among the premiers and a hope-
ful fecling prevails that the conference
will prove fruitful. Tt has been decided
that the ministers who accompanied the
co'onial premiers’ fo England may be in-
vited. to join the conference whenever
the discussion bears upon their speeial de-
pariments. i

CANADIANS IN LONDON.

Some Want Money Back for Coronation
Seatr, But Can’t Get it Yet—Troops to
View Fleet at Spithead.

Toronto, -June 28—(Special)—The Tele-
gram’s special cable from London says:
“Ilie parade of colonial troops and their
inspection by H. R. H. the Prince of
Wales on Tuesday next will take place
on the Horse Guards’ parade, White Hali,
and net in Myde Park, as at first an-
nounced. On Monday next the colonial
contingents in London will be given an
opportunity to view the British fleet now
assembled at Spithead. The colonial prem-
iers now in London have decided not to
attend any public function until his
majesty is pronounced oufl of danger.

“(Canadians and other colonial visitors
who have paid money demanded for ac-
commodation -on Colonial stand, to view
the coronation procession are, in a number
of cases, demanding the return of their
cash. The stand being erected by public
funds, it would require a vote of parlia-
ment to permit such return, and until
that vote is sanctioned the money will
remain where it js.”

Renewal of the Driebund.

Berlin, June 28—Upon the request ot
the imperial chancellor the /text of the
new dreibund treaty will be kept secret
for the present, and it is not certain
whether its publication will occur later.
The announcement of the signing of the
document did not cause surprise, the re-
newal of the dreibund having been taken
as a foregone conclusion since Count Von
Buelow’s conference with the Italian and
Austrian ministens during the Easter hol-
idays.

Clyde Liners Being Enlarged

New York, June 29—The Clyde line
steamship Apache, a comparatively new
vessel, placed in the New York, Charles-
ton and Jacksonville service last year, left
today for Philadelphia, where she will be
cut in two and a section about 60 feet
added to increase the vessel's carrying
capacity. When the Apaehe is completed
her sister ship, the Arapahoe, the latest
addition to the Clyde fleet, will go to
Philadelphia for the same purpose.

Both Legs Cut Off.

Utica, N. Y., June 28—The third fatal
accident in this city within 36 hours oc-
curred this morning, when an Italian
workman fell from an electric car, on
which a number of men were going to
their work. He went under the wheels
and both legs were cut out. His death
soon fol\lowed. |

Shut Down of Glass Works

Pittsburg, Pa., June 29—Tonight the
plate glass and window glass industries of
the country will be at a standstill, the
former plants for one and the latter for
two months, throwing idle 10,000 men.
The glass men go out through an agree-
ment of producers, which the Pittsburg
Plate Glass Company insisted upon, there-
by forcing the smaller concerns.

THEY BLAIM THE WAR OFFICE.

CANADIAN CONTINGENT MEN ARE
MUCH DISPLEASED,

Decline Inyitation to Prolong Thelr Stay
In England, Becise of the Way ths
Authorities Proposed to Handle Them in
the Procession-=-Austr:lia’s Urique Con-
tingent,

Toronto, June 30—(Special)—The Lele-
gram’s cable from London says: ‘“I'he
proposal that #he Tanadian coronation
contingent should be divided for the put-
pose of the cdronation parade awakened
a storm of protests. Those.in charge de-
sired the infantry portion of the Canadian
contingent to liae the route of procession,
the mounted men taking part in the par-
ade. 'Col. Pellatt entered a strong pro-
test. So objectionable was the proposi-
tion that it is hinted if it had been car-
ried out, Sir Wilfrid Lauricr would have
refused to take part in the procession.
Members of the Canadian contingent com-
plain, and justly complain, of gross mis-
management of the war office in selection
of 'Alexandra place for the camp. ‘Lhe
distance from the city is too great and the
expense of the double journey is more
than a day’s pay. Mime taken on the trip
from camp to the city aad return is fully
three hours.

“Every one understood Coionel Pellatt
came to London as commander of tue con-
tingent, but he was slighted i ne plan3
of the war office for the procession. Had
the event taken place it was the intentioa
to give the command to Colonel Turner,
of Quebec. Carrying out this plan woul
have caused every Toronto member of t
contingent to remain in camp.

“Australia sent a contingent of only a
few men, but they were accompanied by
plenty of uniforms. The Australians in
England weve then sought by advertise-
ment and they were offered six shillings

'a day. In this way, a sufficieat number ot

men were obtained to make up a respect-
able contingent and at a saving of cost of
transbortation. -

“The Canadian contingent has been ask-
od to remain two wecks longer, but/they
refused to a man because of their/treat-
ment by the mar office in the matter of
camyp uceommod.ation"’
