We can get up
steam practically in an hour. We can get
under way in about the same time.

The ships are being|
disnosed of, being sold, and the officers |
and men thus set free from the different
stations have been employed in many
chips that are of use in war. The squad-
ron which I am commanding was formed
in consequence of this, and could
not have been formed if these ships had
not been withdrawn from these stations.

“Admiral Togo, who has just brought
this great war to a victorious issue (ap-
plause) during a year and a half never
made use of th: numerous well stocked
and well fortified naval bases at his com-
mand, but used what is called the flying
bases—establishing himself where e
found a gcod place, with convenient anch-
orage, a convenient place for the work he
had in hand.

“The fact that these naval stations are
temporarily not in use does not mean that
the naval power of England is diminish-
ing pro rata; they may be used again and
they may not.
