|Pediculus Nivis.

Address by Rev. Dr. Irvine.

The Rev. Dr. Irvine, formerly of this
City, and now pastor of a large and influ-
ential Church at Augusta, Ga., was: in-
vited to lecture before the Georgia Histori-
cal Society of Savannah on 12th inst. The
following we clip from the Savannah
Morning News. 1t will be read with in.
terest by the Doctor's many friends, and
more particularly as there is a probability
of our citizens having an opportunity,
during the coming summer, of hearing
him preach and lecture :—

Some time before the hour announced
for the address of Rev. Dr. lrvine, of
Augusta, Armory Hall was crowded
to its utmost capacity, and many
were forced to occupy standing room. The
orator was introduced by Judge E. J.
Harden, the President of the Historical
Society.

1t does not come within our province to
present even a synopsis of the address
which followed. It would simply be fore-
atalling, in a very crude and unsatisfactory
manner, what will doubtless be given to

the public in a correct and authorized | _¢

shape by the Society, under whose aus-
pices it was delivered. The address, as
has been announced, was upoz the subject
of ¢ The Anglo-Saxon—His Present and
Fatare,” and for a little more than an
hour the distinguished orator riveted the
attention of his audience on what, under
ordinary circumstances, would be enjoyed
only by the student. In the delivery of
his address, Dr. Irvine displayed erudition
rather than eloquence, and a style of elo-
cution vigorous and emphatic rather than
polished. We doubt, however, if any
degree of elaboration could have added to
the effect, or intensified the interest dis-
played by the audience. To the aid of a
clear und comprehensive grasp of his sub-
ject, the orator brought a fecundity of
illustration and a familiarity with history,
both sacred and profane, almost wonderful.

In his address—whicil may be more ap-

ropriately termed au historical essay—Dr.

rvine took the ground that the Anglo-
Saxons are the descendants of the ten lost
tribes of lsrael, and be supported his
position with arguments from every con
ceivable source. This idea, though by no
means new, we have never seen treated so
elaborately and so effectively.

At the close of the address, a unanimous
resolution of thanks was voted to the
learned orator,and a copy of his essay
requested for publication.
