EATING AND DRINKING SMALL-POX.

Some poisons act on the human body, 
by being introduced into the stomach, 
and others by being brought into direct 
contact with the blood. There is a 
tradition in some parts of our country 
that a generation ago, certain individuals 
cooked and est poisonous snakes, as one 
would usually cook and eat eels ; and 
that a good fat English viper was to 
certain rustic epicures, by no means a 
distasteful meal. It is well known now 
that the poison of serpents may be most 
fatal when the blood gets directly im- 
pregnated with it, but that, when intro- 
duced into the system through the 
alimentary canal, is positively harmless. 
Recent investigation also appears to 
confirm the perfect immunity of pigs 
from the venomous bite of even the 
deadly cobra. It would be interesting to 
know whether some cats, at least, are 
not entirely proof against the poison of 
snakes; and many are said to have a 
peculiar habit of bringing reptiles of the 
sort into their homes, and it is popularly 
believed that cats having this propensity 
are always those that have been born in 
May. If this habit is found in May born 
cats alone, it must be from their having 
partaken of many such dainty meals at 
the mouth of the mother of the family. 
There is one thing, however, settled, that 
the virus of the small-pox, cholera, and 
many other contagious diseases, is direct- 
ly propagated by contact with the 
mucous membranes—and especially of 
those of the mouth and stomach. A 
dose of cholera or small-pox may be 
given with effects as certain and calcul- 
able as a drachm of opium, a grain of 
corrosive sublimate, or an ounce of prussic 
acid. There is something especially 
horrible in the idea of drinking small- 
pox in our morning milk or eating it in 
our daily bread. But that we are not 
free from fatal contingencies of the sort 
is proved by many instances, based on 
undoubted authority.

We have more than once drawn 
attention to the revelations recently made 
by Dr. Hillard of Islington, of fever 
poisoning by the milk pail, in a case 
where there can be little doubt that the 
centre of contagion arose from the dis- 
eased inmates of the milkman’s house- 
hold, and perhaps we may further 
trace its origin to poisoned water used 
to cleanse the milkman’s cans, if not also 
to dilute his milk Dr. Aldis, the 
Officer of Health of St. George’s, Han- 
over Square, in June last, (see Milk 
Journal for July, 1871,) fully alive to 
the peril to the community, of any one 
suffering from small pox, retailing food 
to the public, applied at the West- 
minster Police Court for a summons 
against a certain milkwoman in Belgra- 
via, for exposing herself, by personally 
selling milk in her shop during the time 
she was afflicted with the small-pox. In 
this instance, much to the regret of the 
presiding magistrate. Dr. Aldis failed to 
put a stop to the traffic of the small- 
poxed milk. Mr. Bruce also, in the

MEDICAL DECLARATION RESPECTING AL- 

COHOL-

The following document has been is- 
sued:—As it is believed that the incon- 
siderate prescription of large quantities 
of alcoholic liquids by medical men for 
their patients has given rise, in many 
instances, to the formation of intemper- 
ate habits, the undersigned, while unable 
to abandon the use of alcohol in the 
treatment of certain cases of disease, are 
yet of opinion that no medical practi- 
tioner should prescribe it without a sense 
of grave responsibility. They believe 
that alcohol, in whatever form, should 
be prescribed with as much care as any 
powerful drug, and that the directions 
for its use should be so framed as not to 
be interpreted as a sanction for excess, 
or necessarily for the continuance of its 
use when the occasion is past. They are 
also of opinion that many people im- 
mensely exaggerate the value of alcohol 
as an article of diet, and since no class of 
men see so much of its ill effects, and 
,possess such power to restrain its abuse, 
as members of their own profession, they 
hold that every medical practitioner is 
bound to exert his utmost influence to 
inculcate habits of great moderation in 
the use of alcoholic liquids. Being also 
firmly convinced that the great amount 
of drinking of alcoholic liquors among 
the working classes of this country is one
