HEREAS, the Meeting of Our Parliament of Canada stands Prorogued to the
FirreeENTH day of the month of JANUARY instant, NEVERTHELESS, for certain
causes and considerations, We have thought fit further to prorogue the same to
THURSDAY, the SEVENTH day of the month of FEBRUARY next, so that neither of you, nor
any of you on the said FirTEENTH day of JANUARY instant, at Our City of OTTAWA, to
appear, are to be held and constrained: for WE Do wiLL THAT you and each of you,
and all others in this behalf interested, that on TaURsDAY, the SEVENTH day of the
month of FEBRUARY next, at Our City of Orrawa, aforesaid, persomally you be and
appear for the DEspaTcH or Businss, to treat, do, act, and conclude upon those
things which in Our said Parliament of Canada, by the Common Council of Our said
Dominion, may by the favour of God be ordained.

In TesTiMONY WHEREOF, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent,
and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. Wirness, Our
Right Trusty and Well-Beloved Cousin and Councillor the Right
Honorable Sir Freveric TempLE, Earl of DuFrErIN, Viscount and
Baron Clandeboye of Clandeboye, in the County Down, in the
Peerage of the United Kingdom, Baron Dufferin and Clandeboye of
Ballyleidy and Killeleagh, in the County Dowr, in the Peerage of
Ireland, and a Baronet, Knight of Our Most Illustrious Order of
Saint Patrick, Knight Grand Cross of Our Most Distinguished Order
of Saint Michael and Saint George, and Knight Commander of Our
Most Honorable Order of the Bath, Governor General of Canada, and
Vice-Admiral of the same.

At Our Government House, in Our City oF OTrawa, this
FourTr day of JANUARY, in the year of Our Lord, One
thousand eight hundred and seventy-eight, and in the
Forty-first year of Our Reign.
