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LRT PLANS SCRAPPED

An embarrassed city council and
LRT project managers announced
yesterday that the south expansion
of Edmonton’s LRT was cancelled.

"The project had to be scrapped
because of overwhelming cost
overruns in the construction of the
LRT bridge which crosses the North
Saskatchewan river,” said Henry
Hurry, the project’s chief engineer.

" After the books were balanced
we discovered that we somehow-1
don’t know how - were at least
twenty-one dollars over budget,”
gulped Hurry, a U of A CivE grad.

When city council heard of the
immense overruns, they: held an
emergency meeting Tuesday night
and decided the city could not
afford to finish the LRT.

"That twenty-one dollars would
have been used to finish the LRT.
Now we only have $3.36 left in the
budget to get the LRT to Southgate.
And that’s impossible.” said Ward
six alderman Ken Zokiak.

The announcement to cancel the
LRT project was met with mixed
reactions from students at the U of
A.”ldon’t understand these LRT’s,”
said third-year Education student
Andrew Lemming.

"Damn,” said SU president Davey
Putterpatter.

The city has realized, because of
the SU’s pro-active stance towards
the LRT expansion, that a positive
attitude should be taken about
transportation to the U of A.

Because of this, council imme-
diatly drew up and passed new
plans for reliable and convenient
university transportation.

Council voted to begin running
a ferry back and forth across the
river under the High Level bridge.
“It'll be efficient, inexpensive and
neat,” said Mayor Jan Rimmer.

Council realized that because of
Edmonton’s long winter and the
fact that the university session runs
from September to April, that the
ferry would only be able to operate
for about two months of the school
year before the river froze.

So they decided that in the
months from October to April a
horse and buggy ride would trans-
port students across the LRT
bridge.

"Edmonton city council is dedi-
cated to providing efficent, inex-
pensive public transportation,” said
Rimmer.
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““That’s where we blew at least three dollars,” said Henry Hurry, pointing at a spot in the now-defunct LRT

bridge.
