John Cage’s work can be de- - 

scribed as audio performance art. 
Sunday’s show made artists out 
of the viewers. The show began 
with two dozen spectators stroll­
ing through the Saint Mary’s Art 
Gallery trying their best to be 
weird — both for the benefit of 
the microphones and for them­
selves — as every person in the 
room was part of the perform­
ance.

On Sunday afternoon I wit­
nessed, and participated in, an

The 
Saint Mary’s 
Art Gallery, as 
part of the Hali­
fax Festival of 
Time-Based Art, 
hosted a per­
formance of 
John Cage’s

The gallery was wired with 
strategically placed microphones 
and amplifiers. Ambient sounds 
were broadcast around the room 
overtoned by the ranting of a pi­
ano, violin, and sampled sound 
effects. A true multimedia expe­
rience was created with the addi­
tion of a portable stereo and a

John Cage is well known for his 
1963 work Sitting at a piano. For 
more than four minutes Cage 

would sit in front of 
a piano. The start 
and close of the 
piece was signified 
by the opening and 
closing of the key­
board cover. Some­
times he would 
place a microphone 
against his Adam’s 
apple and drink wa­
ter for the duration 
of the performance, 
never once touch­
ing the piano keys.

The quality of 
each Cage perform­
ance depends on 
the audio offerings 
of the people who 
choose to attend.
