PRECAUTIONS TO BE TAKEN FOR SAFETY IN NAVIGATION

A—Description and position of instruments and material with which the aircraft must be equipped 
and which must be in perfect working order:

Altimeter
Airspeed Indicator

Revolution Indicator

B.—Equipment essential for preventing or dealing with fire whilst in flight:

C.—Equipment essential for rendering first aid in case of accident:

(Normal) Safety belt for each occupant 
(Acrobatic) Safety harness must be installed
