20 lbs. grapes, wash, crush and boil |
until juice separates, strain through a |
colander, again strain through a wool- "
len bag.

Put in a large vessel with 6 lbs. of
granulated sugar and water till you t
have 3 gallons of juice and water com- ‘
bined, mix thoroughly and boil. Skim |
frequently, bottle while boiling hot, '
use glass bottles of either pint or quart
measure, drive corks in firmly, and

dip in melted resin.

Use resin instead of sealing wax,
set the bottles on a towel wet in cold
water when pouring in the wine.
