As Cathalics, we “ilve by falth;” and
faith eupgplies the strougest motives and
encouragements for love and service of
the poor Toe natural and philanthropic
motives and rhe national and soclal bene-
fite which i: fl ience men of the world are
admisible aud good in thelr own order,
Bat Catholles, llving “by faith,” muest
guide their conduct by the dictates and
promises of fatth

them the motive of your couduct:

1 Do you need grace for yourself, for
your childrer, for some one dear to
you? Do you need mere light? Ave
you suxlous to kuow Guod’s «ill? to
obtain a bleselog on an undertaking, or
resignation to bear some triai 1 —If eo,
WwoOrk for God’s poor  No onpe can read
the Lives of the Sasints, with.ut being
struck with the psrt which eezvice
of the poor played In thalr epir
itaal life, They visited aond served
in hospitals, dressed w.unds, kise-d aores,
and nursed the poor at home ; this espec
{ally in the begiaciog of thair coaverslan,
when they needed greater light and grace
For every canovissd ealut a huodred
thousand Catholles do ths sams is evary
sge. We have kuown unusual vocatione
to the priesthood and epecial lights and
graces graated through love and service
of the poor. We huve eeea blessings drop
upon thelr reciplents 1a visible answer to
acts of charlty. Live of the poor is that
humble seed which hearssixt. and e haa-
d:redfold, even {uo this Hfe, Dally experi-
ence proves it, And tharas i3 not one of
you who may not gaia the exparlencs

2 Death spproaches, and mwuy sre
terrlbiy afraid of {78 cold emhrace. St
Vincent of Paul used to say that “thase
who love the poor durlng life are de
livered from the fear of deatb in thelr last
slckness” He witres-ed Innumerable
exsmples of this We have, ourselves,
been witness to the eams fact, and that in
the cise of persons natarally mort timid
and avxious Tskenote of this, and you
also wiil observe it: but, best cf all, win
the experience In your own person, by
love and service of the poor.

3 But far more terrible than the fear
of death is the fear of judgment, espec-
fally when we consider the multitnde of
our known and hidden slns, both of com-
misfon ard omisslon.

Now the love and service of the poor
secure for us the grace of repentance and
remlsslon of sins ; and, as the Fathers say,
sway the mind of the Judge with partial
ity towarde us, Christ becoming our Advo-
cate as well as our Judge

St Johu Ohrysostom says:

“If there were no poor the greater part
of your elvs would pot be removed
They sre the healers ¢f your wounds.
Their bands are medicinal to you The
physiclan, extendirg bie hand to apply a
1emedy, dces not exercise the healing art
more efficacloufly than the poor m»n who
stretches out his band to recelva your
alms, and then becomes a cure for your
{lls. Yougive your money ard with it
your eine pass away, Tnou lendest to
God, not to men.”

Spesklng in general of almegiving, in
which is included the glving of our time,
sympathy, advice, and love to the poor,
the same holy Doctor says :

“Total neglect of almsgiving {s enough
to cast a man {nto hell fire! For in what
will he avall who does not give alms?
Dost thou fast every day? So did those
virging, but it avalled them mnothing
Dost thon pray? Bat what of that?
Prayer without almsgiving e unfraitful ;
without that all things are un-
clean and unprofitable *‘He that
loveth not his brother, knoweth
not God’ (1 Jobn iv 8) And dost
thou love him when thou d st not impart
to him of these poor worthless thinga?
It §s in showlog mercy and plty that we
are able to resemble Ged. When, there
fore, we have not thle quality we are de-
void of all good, He has not sald, ‘Ye
shell be like unto your heavenly Father,
if yo fast;’ nor ‘If ye be virgine)’
nor ‘if ye pray,’ hath He eald, ‘ye
shall be like unto your heavenly

Father,’ for none of these things can be
applled to G d, nor are they His acts.
But what? ‘Bs ye merciful, as your
Fa ber fu heaven o merctful,’ Thie ls the
work of God  If, therefore, thou has not
this, what hast thou? He saye, ‘I will
have mercy, aud not eacrifice,’ Bv noth
ing has He o powerfully attracted human
uatare to Himse!f as by mercy sud love
of mackiud.,” (Com, in I[, Timothy )

When we are told that almedeeds “de-
llver fzom all eln and from death,” God
means that they easily lead even the

reatest sluners to repentance and eternal
tfe. Trey win for him graces he would
never otherwise obtain.

repiied, ‘D) what thou wilt.! Taen rhis
desplssd Glovanui embraced $nat leper,
aud lifted him on to & bencd, and pus his
head between b thigne, and so bore him
on his shoulders tn triumpy, holdlag the
leper's haud In hie, and with a swee:
charity he gently lald kis cheeks on those
corrupt and wounded thighe, first on ene,
then vn the other ; and ou arriviag at the
house thay brougxh: him in. But when
Giovanal's wife saw him, diegusted and
norrified at the g .astly diseass, she sald at
once, ‘Are these the gucds that thou
bringest te mo?

Aud dlrectly they entered the huuse,
(iiovannd sald to hls wife, “Why weepest
thou 7 and what newa of our invalld 7" to
whom replying with many tears, she nar-
ranted what had bappened to her on go-
ing there; on understanding which the
servants of God ran to the room, and on
opsning the docr emelt that same sweet
fragrance, and uncoveriog the bed, they
f und no one there Then they knew it
ked been Jesus Chrlet who bad shown
Himaelf to them in tea form of a leper,
aind percelving euch a great gift of Gog,
they returned Him most heariy thauks”

St Francis of Aselsl sums up well the
spirit of the Church in the short advics
he gives to thuse who visit the poor and
the stck, when he says:

“Wheaever thou ssest & poor man, thou
shouldst conelder ths poverty of Oar
Lord and Hils Mother. And {n like man
ner, when thou beholdest the sick, thou
shouldet remember the {nfirmitles Carlst
took upon Hunself for our eake ”
