In the: Evening Preached]|
Eloquently on “The Open
* Door.”
P s

The. pastor, the Rev W. H. Wright-
on, preached both morning and even-
ing Sunday at Park Baptist, having
fully recovered from his illness. Ths
subject in the morning was “Is a Ra-
vival possibie in1 Branttord?” The pas-
tor took his text from the words con-
tained in Habakkuk 3: 2, “O Lord re-
vive thy work in the. midst of the
years, in the midst of the years mase
known; in wrath remember mercy.”

In his introductory remarks, the
question was asked, why was a revival

nation’s trial, not for material things
—we have the men and the money,
but we need great earnestness, and a

honor, and a sacredness to duty, and
a sincere repentance of all wrong do-
ing in order to ovércome the enemy
and secure victpry, so in the spiritual
realm, Habakkuk prayed to the Lord
for a revival in His work—‘O Lord
revive thy work.” In like manner too,
the church of God needs to pray for
a revival! When? Now, in the midst
of the yedrs, the time we are now hav-

{ing. Where? First, in odr own hearts

—the hearts of God's professing chil-
dren.

Do we not need to be revived? Is
every soul among us yearning for
the prosperity 6f the work of the
Lord? ‘Are we putting forth'a hand to
lift up, or to help? Then, so long as
there are souls to save, we need to
have a yearning for their salvation.
Again, the church as a whole, needs
to be alive—it must have a wide open
door, and all be made heartily wel-

| come. Then the church needs to:be

in prayeri‘for a revival. A dead prayer
meeting gill not produce a. living
church. We need to be. in prayer that
God’s nafhe should_ be, glorified upon
the earth, Lastly, the results of earn-
est prayer and a’ great desire for spir-
itual blessings—sotls will be saved,
and churches filled with men and wo-
men seeking after truth.

The eyening subjest-was “The Open
Door,” based upon the words found
in the Gospel of John 10:9: “I am
the door; by, mie if,apy man enter in,
he shall, be sayed, and shall go in and

out, and.‘ﬁgs‘l pguce -, Among . the
.y points in the Sérmon were: 1st,, that

our Lord was the giily one who ever
could poifit mien to himself and say,
“I am thé door.” The prophet of old
pointed tHe warld tg Him who was to
come; there were many. sacrifices—but
when our, Lord came, He proclaimed
i Himself as the door. .2nd. There was
only oné door to heaven—there were
many doors opénéd to pleasure, to
wealth and to fame, but only one
door to ‘sglvation; dnd Jesus Christ
was that dgor. . -3rds The attributes of
the door—it was a wide door, open to
any man and every man; no matter
how sinful; yet it might seem a para-
dox—although the door was wide—
yet it was narrow; while it was open
to every sinner, it was not open to
his sins. The gambler must leave his
cards behind him in entering this
door—the swearing man, his profan-
ity—we could not take our pet sins
with us. It was also a.strong door—
no one breaks through that door—
read Romans 8: 35-39. It was also an
open door—the door of mercy was
ever open to the sinner, and yet to
those whaq rejected. Christ, those who
refused to accept, or to enter in, the
door was closed. Illustrations  were
given of Noah’s sounding the word of
warning for 120 years—yet when the
floods came, those on the outside, no
matter how earnest their entreaties,
could not enter. It was a dreadful
thing to be left-out, or-rather, by
one’s neglect or refusal to enter, 'to
be shut out. Many other earnest and
faithful presentatiohs of the gospel 'n
connection with this ‘scripture were
given, "
