One of their 
number came out of the trenches wav­
ing a white flag, and stated that all 
the Boers in this particular position 
desired to surrender. The messenger 
was taken before Brigade-Major Currie 
and Captain Dixon. He repeated his 
statement and was taken back again 
to the trenches. Here occurred a piece 
of treachery, which is not unusual.

"Little need be added what has al­
ready taken place to tear the treaty 
of Confederation to pieces," Mr. Mo- 
Neill continued, quoting La Patrie, 
No cheers (greeted this. In contra­

and distrust among the different 
sects and creeds who are living and 
desire tolive happily together.

M -Neill that it was regrettable this 
incident in the city of Montreal had 
occurred, w hich might indicate a 
divided people, when in reality there 
was no division. He was not dispos- 
ed to attach .00 much importance to 
what had taken place ; it was rather 
the outcome of boyish jokes. He was 
once a student of McGill himself, and 
when he first read of the demonstra- 

tion he simply said to himself: "Well, 
after all, boys will bes boys.’ 1 her 
press of Montreal did not make much 
of it. Only the Star, instead of treat­
ing ii as it deserved, said that the 
English students had given to the 
Fren-h students of Laval argood les- 
son in loyalty. This was a danger- 
ous course.

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Smith, The Star’s correspondenct in 
South Africa, cabling of the fight at 
Paardeberg, says that the Canadians ■ 
reached there Sunday morning. Feb 
18 after a forced march of 23 miles 
during Saturday night from Jacobsdal. 
The sixth division was in the field and 
a cavalry brigade was engaging the 
main body of General Cronjes army. 
The Canadians advanced to the banks 
and jumped into the Modder River, 
which was four feet deep. Cronjes
men held a strong position on the 
north bank of the river. A. B (includ- 
ing Chatham boys) and E Companies 
made the advance firing line, D and C 
acted as supports and È, G and 11 act- 
ed as reserves.

These latter were not brought into 
action until the afternoon of Sunday. 
The Canadians faced the Boer fire un- 
flinchingly. They compelled the ad­
miration of the British officers under 
whose observation they were. Their 
advances were made in. short rushes of 
30 paces, and it was done in splendid 
style under Major Buchan. Capt. Ar­
nold, of Winnipeg, who was seriously 
injured, and has since died, was gal­
lantly leading his company when he 
fell.‘

A GALLANT CHARGE-
The entire Canadian regiment re­

mained under fire all day and, as there 
was little cover, the casualties in dead 
and wounded kept mounting steadily 
upward. At 5 o’clock the Canadian 
regiment was reinforced, the Corn- 
walls being moved up to their support. 
An order to charge the enemy was 
given by the Colonel of the Cornwalls. 
This command did not apply to the 
Canadians, but when our men saw the 
British soldiers rush forward the ex- 
ample was contagious. The Canadians 
gave a cheer, and every man in,the 
firing line to the right joined in the 
charge.*

Seeing this, F Company, (Quebec, 
which was in place with the reserves, 
rushed forward also upon the Boer po- 
sition, thinking that the whole regi- 
ment had orders to this, effect. The 
charge whs a magnificent one, and was 
met by a murderous rifle fire from the 
Boer position. The British troops were 
fan ng fast, and ultimately were forc- 
ed to retire, after they had covered 
two hundred yards to the north of 
the Modder river.

Capt. Bell, with his Maxim gun, dis- 
played great gallantry in getting his 
weapon across the river, and advane- 
ing steadily to a position on the left 
flink of the Canidian regiment. Every 
step he took was in the face of a heavy 
Boer fire. From the left flank the 
Maxim gun did splendid work ill day. 
(Mr Smith then refers to the casual- 
ly list, which has been published.)

CRONJE SURROU NDED.
He then continues his narrative 

thus —At dirk th»; firing ceased from 
the Boer lines, and it was found thit 
they had retired, leaving our troops in 

.possession of the position for which 
they had fought all day. Our dead 

I were picked up and the wounded cared 
for. and that night we camped on the 
hard won battlefield, cheered by the 
news which was circulated throughout 
the camp, that the British attack upon 
General Cronje had been a complete 
success, that his position was com- 
pletely surrounded, and that his capita 
ulation was only a question of time f

f cannot emphasize too much the 
bravery of the Canadians during the 
whole day, and the outspoken admira# 
tion of the British soldiers in com­
menting on the manner in which the 
Canadian soldiers fought was calculat­
ed to send a thrill of pride through 
the breast of every man from the 
Dominion. If the official expres­
sions of praise over the gallantry 
of the Canadians was strong, it 
found a louder echo in the manner in 
which Tommy Atkins himself un­
grudgingly complimented his over­
seas companions in arms. On Monday, 
the following day, the Canidians rest­
ed, and the respite from hostilities 
was much appreciated.

Monday evening, with the rest of the 
brigade, the Canadians moved up the 
north bank of the river to a number of 
kopjes overlooking t he I Boer laager, 
taking advantage of the position won 
in Sunday’s fight. The Canadians had a 
commanding place from which to ob-

ARTILLERY DUEL.
Matters continued in a state of 

quietude until 2 o’clock in the after- 
noon, when the enemy in the laager 
began sniping again, while the regi­
ment was cooking dinner. Artillery 
fire was also started in the Boer 
trenches, sweeping our lines with a 
raking fire as our regiment left the 
supply wagons. On this occasion Pte. 
Downey of F Company was badly 
wounded; Pte. Parker of H Company 
and Pte. Holland of C Company were 
slightly wounded. AU the rest of the 
day our guns pounded the enemy’s 
laager where the Boers were stir- 
rounded. +'

Prisoners were coming into the Brit­
ish camp continually during the fol­
lowing week,and these reported that 
the relief columns advancing from the 
Orange Free State were being headed 
off by General French. The Canadians, 
in common with the British soldiers, 
kept up the attack upon Cronje's laag- 
er steadily during the week, the Cana­
dian trenches being well advanced, un­
til the final operations of our regi- 
ment, as detailed in my despatch from 
this place on Feb. 27, and sent by cour­
ier to Kimberley.

Pte. Barry, of Montreal, was wound­
ed in the Sunday fighting, but his 
death did not take place until Tuesday. 
On Feb 20th the Canadians were per­
sonally thanked by Lord Roberts for 
their gallant work, and he informed 
them that he had brought to the no-, 
tice of the Government the splendid 
work done by them in the operations 
in which they had been engaged.
