PROPRIETOR OE THE OLD PUM-
PELLY PROPERTY—A FORTUNE ON
THE ESTATE — A PROf‘OSED
BRANCH RAILROAD.

The Shaw Brothers’ New
Establishment, &ec.

A travelling Star representative
called yebterday upon Mr W C Watson
who some time ago purchased the Pum-
pelly property. Mr Watson is a native
of Spenser, Massachusetts, where he had
been a dealer in manutactured lumber.
Lastsummer he purchased the Pumpelly
glvpctty,at Shogomoé, which Rad cost

umpelly $40,000. The representative
asked Mr Watsoh : ‘‘What are your ex-
pectations here? ”

I believe that in this property I have
a fortune in my hands. The past win-
ter I put in 1,000,000 feet of logs into
the mill pond, hauling them rather than
submit to the risks attending the ‘drive.’
Next winter I propose putting in at
least 4,000,000 feet. ‘I neyver need anti-
cipate trouble here for sawing, be-
cause the water power is the best in
the Province. Above the property the
Shogomoc forms a chain of lakes, the
water in which, in dry seasons, we

can bold,in reserve by damming, | let:
ting“it down :gw'e"reqﬁg% i? - 1b

I am making improvements here
every day, and propose putting in a
new gang saw and two shingle ma-
chines. I employed here the past win-
ter 16 horses and 50 men; next winter
I shall employ more than double that,
number.

‘Will you do much here in the hem-
lock bark line? ; ;

‘Yes. We commence peeling next
week, and propose getting 200 cords.
The logs from which we get this bark
we will haul to mill next year.’

‘After the bark season is ended what
then?’

The hemlock season ends herc about

pines. This pine which consists of
numbers of fallen trees, grows on the
granite region, and is the very Dbest: in
the Province. This lumber takes a fine
finish and we will dispose of it chiefly
for doors, sashes, &c.’

‘Where do you expect to find a mar-
ket for your hemlock?’ :

‘1 have been down to Fredericton
and have engaged schooners to take my
manufactured lumber to Spencer. [
have a large contract with Isaac Prout
& Co. of that town, also a large contract
with Chas. Herrington & Co. of the
same place, all for hemlock plank. I
may say the latter firin represents over
a million dollars cash. I expect tofind
a market for hemlock boards tor finish-
ing in Boston, the wood is of such a
superior quality:” - '

‘¢ It issomewhat inconvenient for you
to get all this to market?”’

‘“ Well, I'can manage that. Besides
there is a railway projected from Harvey
station to the Antimony mines, thence
to Shaw Brothers, further north on the
river bank. I may say, the road once
built to this, I would finish it myself to
my own property. -

presentative says is just emerging from
its winter’s sleep. There are about a
dozen houses there, and the largest Mr.
Watson is painting and papering for
the reception of. his  family who. will
come oun in a few months.

On the 5th of last February, Mr. Christian
Petersen of New Denmark, left this Provinee
for Denmark, his trip being “partially in_the
interests of emngm'@p to the Colony in Vie-
toria County, N. B.*and also a visit among
his friends,

Mr Petersen passed * through Fredericton
Eesterday on his return to New Denmark. He
rought with him two young men and a
family consisting of 2 man and wife, and two
children. These left for the settlement with
Mr Petersen,
; But this has not been the full result of his
mission. He says during the summer -about
two hundred immigrants will arrive heve, and
that several of them are on the wa by this
time. The class of immigrants wfxom he in-
duced to advertize their houses and proper-
ties for sale, are farmers, millmen and me-
chanics ; and 1l live inCopenhagep: Several
had sold ~their - houses, and properties, but
could not get the money or they would have
come on with Mr Petersen: and very many
bad their properties advertized for sale.
The emigrants come by steamer from Cope-
hagen out the Cuttegat, the Skager-Rack,
thence by the North Sea to Hull , where they
take another line of steamers to Liverpool,
thence to various points in, the New World.
All those for the: Lower Provinces disembark
at Halifux, those for the Upper at Quebee,
The emigrants taken up yesterday by Mr.
Petersen will be lodged in the Emigrant
House till they are provided with homes.
There are two Emigrant Houses in the Settle-
ment, and it would seem they are destined to
be well occupied through the summer.

John River.

A “STAR” REPORTER INTERVIEWS
GABE, WHO HAS A FUND OF INDI-
AN LEGENDS ON HAND.

HE TELLS HOW THE MILICITES OUT-
WITTED THE- MOHAWKS UP, RIVER
IN THE LONG AGO.

A VERY INTERESTING STORY.

—

Our Reporter has just returned from
the Indian camps on the banks of the
river just opposite the city. “He had.g
lengthy: talk with Gabsiel the dis-
tinguished Sachem of the - remnant
Milicite, and has much of interest to
relate in this and future issues.

Gabriel’s memory is excellent and he
seems to live in the long ago, delighting
to tell the exploits of his tribe when
their wild war-whoop was dreaded
wherever heard. The Indians are nat-
urally taciturn, yet the stories of olden
times areusc their curiosity and set
thein gabbering. :

Gabe has read books and is a carefal
preserver of traditions: but, different
from the rest, he delights to tell his
legends to the ¢ white faces,” while the
rest prefer to talk and teil them in their
own weird melancholy language. The
ystory we shall,now relate, is not ac-
counted for iy history, but Gabe says,
“Books lie, /and he tells trath,” that
this legend is “‘truer than any book
story.” The reporter does not give ex-
actly Gabriél’s own %%!i;ﬁtllldn that

“Long before the White Men took
our Country from us,” said Gabe, ““our
worst enemigs sweke thee Mohawks.”
War parties-of these Indians. used to
portage from the St. Lawrence to ihe
head of the S§t. John, which they. de-,
scended anfilthey reachéd our seftle-
ments. They attacked our villages in

hasvked our womehi ifid chifrdréhi.

Many, many moons ago one of onr
braves went out in-his canoe, and pad-
dled up-the river till he:came..to; the
mouth of the Amwehnec.. [This.you
white -faces. . call. Myniac.] .He: was
going to spear some fish, and was. pad-
dling along, when he thought he could
see in the early morning a smoke aris-
ing from the river’s bank ncar where
the stream empties into the main river
Pushing his canood ashore he
carried it into the'woods where he hid
it behind a fallen pine and then went
through the forest uutil he came nearly
opposite tHe mouth of the Mgniane. “©On
arriving there he'saw through a “thick
clump of wild cherry trees behind
which he lay concealed, a.pagty of 500
or 600 Mohawks. They weré even then
making their breakfast off the body’s of
several dogs whose grinning skulls were
lying on the shore, their white teeth
glistening in the morning sun. He had
seen enough! so starting back cau-
tiously as a fox and silently as the night,
to where his canoe lay hid, he carried it
hastily to the shore and in less than five
minutes was paddling for dear life, for
Anughpack the head of tide as_the In-
dian Village at Savage Island, near the
Mouth of the Keswick, was then called.

The day was just breaking as he glid-
ed past the Mactaquac and shot 'down
stream to the village whose barking
‘dogs gave notice of his arrival. He
was scarcely able to lift his canoe
ashore, and on entering the first hut
where a young squaw was broiling
some salmon roes on the coals for her
mother’s breakfast, he was stunned to
hear that all the warriors except
five had left the village and were at
Passamoquoddy, pollock fishing. There
was no time to send for them and if
anything was to be done to save the
lives of the women and children who
had now gathered around him and
were shricking and sobbing bitterly at
the terrible news which he related to
them, it must be done at once.

Sitting down on the green grass be-
side the mighty river he addressed the
five warriors as follows:

‘“Brether’s : the savage
thirst for'our blood; they have had
theirs war feast. I have seen the heads
of the dogs -which they have caten;
would you dic to_save onr women and
children?” 3

- After doing this
and §o soon as day broke they carried
theiry canoes ' thréugh -the woads
across the Dbend in the river
and placed them in the river below
whege the Mohawks could not find
them. They then poled boldly unp
stream in full view of their cnemies,
(being beyond the” reach of arrows)
deliberately landed and again topk
their canoes on their shoulders and cr-
ried ‘them aeross the point, put thém
in the water, poled them up again in
the face of the Mohawks, and thus the
six men kept on degeribing a circle for
three days, shewing two or three
canaes always passing i front of the
Mohawks, who by this time had t

very uneasy at al> ihe warriors
the Miliciles.-. - Wekess..-Gatiilg ;
and -concluded now they were

numerous as the leaves on the trees.
Holding a Council, the Mokawks de-
cided that they would have a pow-
wow with the Miliciles, and an inter-
preter was sent in his canoe to the
middle of the river demanding a parley
with them. The six who were lying
in the woods on hearing the request
for a parley shoved out in their canoes
until they came within a short distance
of the Mohawk canoe. An agreement
was made that six of the DMilicites
should come over and arrange the pre-
Jiminaries of a lasting peace between
the two nations.

So, early the next mnorning the six
warriors painting themselves with the
red ¢arth which is found in the neigh-
bourhood and ornamenting their heads
.with cagle’s teathers, calmly paddled
to the Mohawk encampment. Here
after representing themselves as the
deputies of a Milicite host of 1,000
braves, they indignantly _told the

third-class teachers in the Province. For 7,300
read ‘“‘upwards of 300.”

Miraculous Escape from Drowning.

Four miles from the mouth of the Clears
water a large tributary of the Southwest
Miramichi, there is a fall called Burnt Falls,
where the river pitches six feet at one leap
and about twenty inythe'distance of fifty yards::
and below this t exzog-gd; is' mot ‘more thani
twenty feet wide. R

On Tuesday last Mr. Henry Turnbnll’s
drive had cleared these falls, and his two
baggage skiffs with two men each, loaded
with cooking utensils, food, tents and bag-
gage, were »r&gped down by the men tQ the
head, of the pitch, wheng fhrey intenred to
them out of the water and carry them aroun
the falls. Owing to a miscalculation the current
being much more powerful than the boatmen
thought it was, both skiffs were in a moment
sucked over the falls, and the men thrown
into the flood, which was boiling white with
foam. The boats were aashed to pieces .in a
moment, provisions and baggage borne away,
bat strange to sy the men were carried ovér
the falls and through the gorge in safety.

Some of the river-drivers who were stand-
ing on the bar below and who had witnessed
the mishap, waded out into the brook and
caught hold of their comrades as the current
bore them by and dragged them to the shore.
One of these (Andrew McAllister) who had
been under water longer than any of the
others, when he was dragged ashore ‘was ‘ap-
garently lifeless, his hair, ears &nd eyes being
blled l1]vith sundi.
