It is,
moreover, watered with numerous streams,
which flow towards the ocean in every
direction, which circumstance seems to jus-
tify the name given toit by the aborigines,
which signifies in their guage, *‘the
Land of Springs.” The island was discov-
ered hy Columbus in the course of his
third voyage to the New World, in 1494 ;
but it was not settled by the Spaniards
till 1503, soon a‘ter which they commenced
their cruel work of exterminating the na-
tive Indians. In the wars of 1653, the
colony was taken by the English, since
which time it has continued to be a part of
the British Empire. Hayti ie the name
iven to that portion of the island of St.
omingo or Hispaniola which is occupied

by a republic of black and coloured peo-
ple, who cast off the yoke of slavery and of
the French Government together, and de-
clared their independence in 1803. The
soil, climate, produce, and eral aspect
of the country are similar in theit main
features to other parts of the West Indies.

EMICRATION TO CANADA,

The London “Times” Urges Emi-
grants to go to the Dominion.
———eeaen 4
Britishers Should mot :culm Thetr

The London Z'imes, of Oct, 24th, editori-
.ﬂ{, says :—
t is unquestionable that the facility for
acquiring land in the United States has
been $he main reason why our agricultur-
ists have gome thither. e same reason
will continue to be potential in the cases of
any who may now think of improving their
condition by a chnmfa of country and of
nationality. Li though the provi-
sions of the United States’ Homestead
Act are, yet they involve on the
part of our -countrymen who profit by
them a renunciation of their birtE:ight as
citizens of the British Empire. This is a
sacrifice even more keenly felt by most of
them than the severance from the place of
their birth and beginning life anew in a
ut::fs land, This consideration has in-
d many emigrants to prefer the long
voyage to New*Zealand or one of the Aus.
tralian Colonies to the far shorter trip across
the Atlantic. The Dominion of Canada has
always invited immigrants, but, ill re-
cently, that splendid country had nothing
to offer which cou d rival the prairie States
of the Far West. All this is changed,
however, and the emigrant can now find
in Canada as great inducements to
seftle there as Minnesota, or - any
other State in the Uniun, can offer.
The Canadians, if more scrupulous, are less
energetic in advertising their country than
the citizens of the North American Repub-
lic. Conterminous with Minnesota is the
Province of Manitobs, All that Mr.

We do not
advocate any measure of wholesale emi-
gration, because we entertain the confi-
dent expectation that brighter daye are in
store for the suffering agriculturists in this
country. The present crisis will pass away,
as other times of trial have dore, and will
leave behind it some profitable if bitter
and trying lessons. Yet our fellow-coun-
trymen who are discontented with their lot,
who have a practical knowledge of farming,
who possess a little capital, and who are
resolved to emigrate, will do well to in-
quire whether the prairie lands of Canada
are not superior in some respects to those
of the United States.

Japanese Cotton.

A species of cotton, indigenous to Japan
and largely cultivated in that eountry, is
deterving of attention on account of its
peculiar power of thriving in a climate
much colder and damper than that in
which the varieties of cotton now best
known to commerce can be wn. The
Japanese produce is certainly hardly equal
to the first American, Egyptian, or South
Sea cotton, but, according to a description
of it given by the Fremch Minister at
Tokio—or Judo, as Englich gqurl‘?hm
and others persist in calling the city Jeddo
—it has certain claims to consideration
which might render it valuable in countries
unsuited for the cultivation of the
gossypium, There are two or
three vacicties cultivated in Japan,
chiefly in the province of Sakai, and
known by the names of Acki-tchosen-dane
and Tosa-men-ho-dane, the first being
known by its'red and yellow flowers, the
latter by its white flowers. The seed is
usually sown about the middle of May,
after being soaked in water, and the young
plant appears in seven
or eight days, in the
sha of two small
blades or leaves, be-
tween which, aftera few
days more, & bud shoots
up. anure is then
applied, oconsisting
obisﬂy of fish entrails.

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AGRICULTURAL.

STOCK RAISING IN ONTARIO.

We have received an advance report to
the issioner of Agriculture for On-
tario on some scientific and practical facts
in the production of grain, beef and mut-
ton at the Onatario ental farm.
This document contains the results of sev-
eral experiments possessing interest to the
farming comnmunity, and these results we
subjoin in a condensed form,

An e iment in cattle feeding for beef
was conducted at the Model Farm during
last winter, with five Darham grades
and five Hereford crosses. The Herefords
weighed, on an average, 166 lbs, per head
more than the others, two of them weigh-
ing no less than 1,402 each, the lowest
being 1,051 lbs., or 20 less than the smallest
Durham, The animals were tied up in
pairs by sliding chain, in the usual manner,
na large range among fifty others ; no ex-
ercise was given except to water once
daily at about fifty feet from the stalls, and
to weekly weighings 150 feet distant. The
duration of the experiment was for 151
days, ending 6th May, 1879, Food con-
sisted of, daily :—90 Ibs. pulped roots;
(turnips from 27th December to 2Sth
March ; mangolds from 29th March to 6th
May ;) 10 Ibs. cut etraw and hay, and corn
fodder ; 10 Ibs, meal of peas and carn. 9
Ibs. of peas meal from 27th December to
6th March; 10 . 1bs,
from 7th March to 14th April ; 13 lbs of
corn meal from 15th April to 6th May),
The final result in the case of the five Dur-
ham grade steers was an increase from
5.416 to 6,415, or 999 lbs in 51 days, being

THE HORSE'S EYE,

In the hoerse, as in man, the poss-—ion
of perfect eyevight is invaluable, and yet,
in the horse even more than in man, imper-.
fect vision is a common failing. The
healthy eye of the horse is an optica! in.
strument of the greatest delicacy, so that
in the darkest night, when the rider strains
in vain to catch & glimpse of something
that may guide him on his pathway, his
steed, with sharper vision, will penctrate
the gloom, and cerry him in safety to his
hearth snd home,

Yet, in any common stud, how many
animals present gome failing in thie nost
important organ, and how few will p
the ordeal of a careful examinaticn. L3
numbers are actually blind, and =
larger. numbers are affected with lizht
cataracts, clonds, or specks on the culer
coat of the eye, near-sightedness, imp=ired
function of the optic nerve, or other izipere
fection of vieion ! Next to lameness from
unsound fect and limbs, it is probably
to impaired eyesight that we must look as
the greatest bane of horseflesh. is i
due to a variety of causes, and as theso

mixture ; (2) different breeds of sheep.

The increased weights from the experi-
mental foods were as follows :—From lin-
seed cake, 57 lbe ; frem palm-put meal,
59 lbs; from peas, 61 lbs; from corn,
76 "lbs; from mixture, 334 Ilbs.

The recurring ophthalmia,
known to horsemen as moen blindness, is
exceedingly common in America, and al.
together too little care is exercised to avoid
breeding from animals affected in this way.
The blind stallion is accepted because he i
convenient and cheap, and the 'blind mare
is utilized still more because she is of less
use for other i i
less objectionable,
apparent, is the habit of breeding from the
as yet clear-si progeny of blind sires
or dams ; for family traits often skip one
generation o with renewed force in
the mext. A Borse that is blind Yom
cataracts, or that shows small cataracts
that fail to blind him, has usvally suffered
from this disease, and kis progeny - will al.
most certainly show similar traits.

Among the indications of cataract may
be named : a tendency to shy, in 2 horse
that has formerly showed no such disposi-
tion, and a white spot, spec, or cloud, just
behind the pupil, or opening of the dark
curtain of the eye. This is best seen za the
animal stands with his head out of the
stable door, so that a bright light falis u
on the eye from in front, while the back-
ground is dark. In bad casee, the pupil is
entirely filled by the white mass bel:nd,
and blindness on that side is complete ; so
that if a slight slap be given on that side

The second hereditary trait $6 which we
refer is short-sightedness. This is likewise
shown by a tendency to shy, by seeing ob-
jects imperfectly, and also, in the majority
of cases, by an unnatural projection of the
centre of the cornea, #o that the eye as-
sumes a marked bulging expression.

2. ImeErFEcT Vision ¥roM FavLry
TREATMENT oF THE EvEs.—It is notorions
that thedifferent foals by thesame parents,
are liable to sufter, or not, from the disease
of the eyes, according totheir surroundings
and treatment. In gemeral terms, it may
be said, that in a susceptible or predis-
posed subject, whatever conditions of life
impair the general health, are . liable to
%ring on an attack of inflammation of the
eyes, Coarse, fibrous, and innutritious
fodder, that leads to impoverishment and
weakness of the system, is often an im.
mediate czuse, Heating, stimulating food,
like maize, bas a similar effect. Long-con-
tinued illness, or sickness of a poe&iu-ly
weakening nature, overwork, and close,
heating stab'es, or those that are damp and
relaxing, have the same tendency.
