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The remedial order, rrgrrding the 
School question, made by the 
D (minion Privy Council on the 
Manitoba Government, has been duly 
received by the latter body. It was 
read in the LigUlative assembly, at 
Winnipeg on Tuesday ol last week 
It was expected that it would come 
up for discussion on Thursday, but,on 
that day, the Legislature adjourned 
till the 9th ot May. Presumably, 
this course is pursued, in order to 
have ample time to consider whai 
line of action it is best to adopt.

The annual report on the Public 
Schoels of this Province, for the year 
ÎS94, has been submitted to the 
Legislature. We have only space 
today to note that the number oi 
school districts in the Province during 
the list year was, 459, an increase ol 
6 over the previous year. The 
number of teachers employed during 
the year was 553, an increase of 9 
over 1893. Ot the teachers, 65 
were ol Class I., 232 of Class II., 
and 256 of Glass Ill. The number 
of pupils enrolled in 1894 was 22,221, 
against 22,292 in I893, a decrease ol

At a meeting of the Directors of 
the Merchants Bank of PE Island, 
held on Thursday last, William Mc­
Lean, Eiq., cashier for upwards of 
twenty years,tendered his resignation. 
Ill health, which, of late manifested it­
self in such a way, as not to be disre­
garded,compelled Mr McLean to take 
this step. The board accepted the re­
signation, with reluctance, and we 
understand, made a suitable recogni­
tion of his long and faithful service. 
Mr J Milton Davison has been ap­
pointed cashier in Mr McLean s 
place, and Mr. Charles McLean, 
his son, has been appointed Ledger- 
Keeper. Mr. McLean is a most 
worthy gentleman; and we deeply re­
gret that the condition of his health 
compelled him to resign the portion 
he so long and so honorably filled. 
We sincerely trust that rest and re­
laxation from the exacting duties of his 
office will result in his complete re­
st (ration to health.

On Friday evening last confedera­
tion delegates from Newfoundland, 
arrived at Halifax on their way to 
Ottawa, to discuss with the Federal 
Government, the question of New­
foundland’s admission into the Do­
minion. The delegates said there 
was no foundation for the sensational 
desnatches sent from St. John's, 
asking about annexStiqtD^Tbey 

.said there had been no movement 
towards annexation. Referring to 
confederation, they said it is impossi­
ble to say what the sentiment of the 
whole community may be on the 
question. Confederation has not 
been a political issue with them since 
1869. and since then a new genera­
tion has grown up Much of the 
objection to confederation is what 
may be called hereditary. Many 
who oppose confederation do not op­
pose it with a full knowledge oi the 
question. They have net the terms. 
The recent troubles have not altered 
the opinion of the people on this 
constitutional question. At a meet­
ing of the Dominion Cabinet held 
on. Saturday, at which all the minis­
ters in town were present, Hon. 
Messrs Howell,Foster,Caron,and Hag- 
gart were appointed a sub committee 
to meet the Newfoundland delegates 
and discuss the terms of union.

Premier Greenwsy is a representative 
if the Dominion, and that the 
Minister of the Interior is elected to 
he House of Gammons,by the Provin­

cial Legislature. This would indicate 
that matters are slightly complicated. 
But, it appears this is not the end 
of the complications; for our contem­
porary informs us that the Dominion 
Government has indicated a firmness 
>f purpose by “removing Sir Thomas 
Greenway, who although holding 
ffice under the Crown, has refused to 

comply with its orders.’’ Well, well, 
ve supposed matters might have been 
1 little mixed in Manitoba; bul we 
-tad no idea they were as bad as our 
contemporary pictures them. Com­
plicated, very !

Some of the leading politicians in 
the United States have extraordinary 
notions concerning the Canadian 
Constitutional system. The Chicago 
Times and Herald, possibly the lead­
ing journal in the Western-middle 
States, is, just at present taking a 
great interest in the situation in Man! 
toba In order that its readers may 
the better appreciate its editorial dis­
cussion of this important question it 
clears the way by an explanation ol 
the form of Government prevailing 

«Manitoba,and possibly in the other 
Provnices of 'he Dominion, although 
it does not make the latter quite 
Clea-. The system of government, 
which the brillant editor evolved 
from his inner consciousness has, the 
merit of being unique. Here it is : 
“Manitoba has a single legislative 
chamber, consisting of forty members, 
elected by districts for four years, 
This chamber is presided over by 
the lieutenant governor and an exe­
cutive council of five representing the 
dominion government. Four mem 
bars of the local chamber are called 
to the Dominion senate, and five are 
elected by the chamber to the do­
minion house of commons.” Heie 
we learn for the first time,for instance 
that Lieut-Governor Schultz is speak­
er of the Manitoba Legislature; that

There are two items, among the 
receipts, in the treasury Balance 
to which we wish to direct the 
special attention of our readers. 
One is “proceeds of debentures' sold 
in 1894 $25,536.00. This is the 
amount obtained from the sale of 
$26,600 00 worth of debentures. 
The other is “Provincial Loans” 
$40,265 50, which means that the 
Government borrowed from different 
partie”, loans to the extent of $40,- 
265.50. These two items together 
make $66,865.50. Now, as this 
amount, representing money borrow­
ed and debentures sold, has been add­
ed to the debt of the Province, it 
certainly cannot be placed among the 
receipts of the year, but must rather 
be added to the deficit. The true 
deficit, then, for the year 1894 is not 
$20,164.21; but fhat amount in­
creased by the $66,865.50 just men­
tioned, or a total of $87,029 yr. 
Let our readers remember, now, that 
$87,029.71,15 the amount the or­
dinary revenues of the Province fell 
short of meeting the obligations of the 
Province'-during the year 1894, not­
withstanding that $44445 91 were 
collected from the people in taxes. 
In other words the Province was 
sunk in debt last year, upwards of 
$87,000.

So much for the financial transact­
ions of the past year. Now, let us 
see what the actual financial standing 
of the Province is, and what the re­
cord of the present Government, since 
their advent to power, shows. Their 
own organ, the Patriot, admits that 
the debt of the Province, on the 31st 
December last was as follows :

To this amount we may, not un­

reasonably, add an additional $rooo 
for tde Stock Farm account, since 
March 1894, and possibly $r5 000, 
representing accounts carried over 
to 1895. We shall then have a debt 
of upwards of $366,000. If, as has 
been the custom with our opponents, 
when in opposition, we add the last 
quarter of the teachers’ salaries, say,

$30,000, we shall have in round 
numbers a dtb!- of $396,000.00, or 
quite close to $400,000. We feel 
quite sure that, were all the facts 
known, these latter figures would 
fairly represent the debt of this Pro­
vince.

This, then, is the condition of the 
finances of the Province, after the 
present Government have been four 
years in power. When they assumed 
office they prepared a statement, 
by which they endeavored to show 
that we then then $171,931-97, in 
debt. But the true indebtedness 
of the Province when the Mc­
Leod Government went out of office 
was shown in a statement prepared 
for the Legislature by Mr. Arthur 
Newbery, Assistant Provincial Sec­
retary. This statement proved the 
debt to be $ro2,ooo. The difference 
between that statement and $366,000, 
giving the Government the benefit of 
the quartet’s teachers’ salaries, re­
present the debt the present admin­
istration have saddled upon the Pro­
vince. We have, then, the follow­
ing facts : In four years, the present 
Liberal Government of this Province, 
that made such professions of econ­
omy and retrenchment, have sank 
the Province in debt to the amount, 
in round numbers, of $264,000; or 
adding on the quarters teacher’s 
salaries, $294,000. While this debt 
was’piling up, they put in force 
numerous tax acts, by which last 
year, they wrung from the people 
nearly $45,000. An item of expen­
diture which Jour readers would do 
well to seriously consider is that of 
interest. They will notice that 
the interest paid last year amounted 
to $i4 8t3.74. In all we have here 
written, nothing has been set down 
in malice; we have but set forth facts 
and figures as far as they can be 
gathered from the public records. 
Now, we ask, in all seriousness; is 
the condition of our finances, as 
here exhibited, such as the electorate 
of this Province approve of, or desire 
to see continued?

Manitoba Sehtol Question.

As all kinds of opinions are expressed 
and all kinds of comments made re­
garding this question, in the press of 
the different Provinces, we deem it 
well to lay before onr reader what 
some of the leading Protestants of 
Winnipeg are saying about the matter. 
Being on the ground where the agita­
tion is necessarily strongest, these men 
must be conceded to know more about 
and be more interested in the question 
than those in the other Provinces, far 
removed from the scene of action. We 
publish first an editorial from the No— 
Wester of the 23rd, ult., edited by Mr. 
Ham not unknown in this Province. 
It is as follows :

LBT JÜSnCE BE DONE.
The government of Manitoba is now 

face to face with the most serions ques' 
tion which has arisen since confedera­
tion, and one which not alone involves 
the immediate future of this province, 
but possibly that of the entire Domin­
ion. With a gross disregard of their 
own personal pledges, and in defiance 
of a principle which underlay confeder­
ation, the Green way-Jfartin govern­
ment in 1890 introduced school legis­
lation which, by the highest court of 
tne realm, has been adjudged as an 
infringement of the rights of the Roman 
Catholic minority in Manitoba. 
There was no motive for the disturb­
ance of the then existing state of the 
school law,—no pressure ‘from the 
people,—on the contrary, every one 
was apparently perfectly satisfied that 
whatever may have been their desire 
for purely secular ^education, the law 
was fixed and unalterable, and must 
be accepted as such. But the mis- 
chievious 'spirit of ^Dalton McCarthy 
and his Satellite, Joseph Martin, dis­
turbed the qnesicence of the province 
and awakened the fanatical zeal of a 
class of men who, like the Jews, would 
crucify him who differed from them in 
religious opinion. The opening of 
Pandora’s box worked no greater ills 
upon humanity than the opening of 
this question- has worked the com 
munity of this province. Not only 
were Protestants arrayed against 
Catholics, British against French, 
Conservative against Conservative, 
brother against brother, bat the spirit 
of persecution was aronsed and the 
ministers of t e Gospel of Peace 
preached war from their pulpits. And 
all this for what Î To continue in 
place and power a petty provincial 
government which holds no faith save 
that of clinging to office I 

Now that the crisis has come, let us not 
disguise the truth from ourselves. The 
Nor’ Wester haa no end to serve,—no re­
ligions clique to satisfy,—but in the name 
of the truth and justice which have been 
violated by selfish men for selfish ends, it 
calls upon the people of Manitoba to right 
the wrong that has been perpetrated upon 
the Roman Catholic minority. This is 
the ground that has been taken by The 
Nor’-Wester since the first issue,—and 
should this be its last, it would still advo­
cate that course of action which is implied 
in four words—“Let justice be done !

What we have constantly advocated, we 
now advocate,—and that is that the pro­
vince itself shall remedy its own errors. 
Let us not endure the further humiliation 
o seeing our provinoial legislation over­
ridden by an act of the Dominion legisla­
ture at the instigation of the Imperial 
privy’council.

The Province has been led into error,— 
let us repair it,—it is the only just, wise, 
and generous oonrse that is open to ns. In 
a little while it will be too late for such 
autonomous action, and we may bitterly 

, regret having allowed the opportunity to 
slip.

What will be the effect of the provincial 
government’s disregard of the réquisition 
of the Dominion government?—was asked 
of a sound constitutional lawyer yesterday, 
and answered in onr columns : “It will 
be to give the representatives of the people 
of Canada, instead of the representatives 
of the people of Manitoba jurisdiction over 
the question ! The power to legislate upon 
educational matters will be reft from us, 
and an immutable law so fixed upon ns 
that no pewer in Canada can alter It. 
And it is silly to talk of resisting the im­
position of such % statute. We have been 
led into a wrong course,—the law and the 
constitution are against us. Are we pre 
pared to defy the constitutional action of 
the Dominion government and of the 
Federal parliament ? And if we do so, 
what then?

Let us disabuse our minds of the conse­
quences of eeercion, however, and fairly 
consider the matter as though it were not 
a question in which Catholic aud Protes­
tant were engaged. Let us divest ourselves 
of all the prejudices created and fostered 
by the wicked words that have fallen from 
the lips of so-called religions teachers who 
allow bigotry and prejudice to bias their 
teachings. Let us forget the fulminations 
of political demagogues who seek only to 
retain the spoils of office, to whom honor 
and truth are idle words, and self seeking 
their only object. Let us calmly and 
judicially review the situation, and where 
we have done wrong, in God’s name,—in 
the interests of peace,—in the cause of 
common humanity,—let us repair it ere it 
is too late, and before we plunge into re 
iigions strife the body politic of the Dorn- 
inion. Shall the prosperity of this pro­
vince be checked and the future of the 
Dominion clouded to suit the ends of petty 
political tricksters ; or shall we rise 
superior as a people, subdue all prejudice, 
and deliver our mandate : “Let justice 
be done !”

and by bo doing take the control of 
edncational mattere to a certain extent 
at least, ont of the bande of the 
provincial assembly.”

“What changes in the School set will 
satisfy the Dominion government?”

“I have had no communication on 
the subject with the premier or any 
member of the Dominion cabinet and 
consequently cannot pretend to sp ak 
with authority. My own opinion is 
howev r, thsf all they would require 
would be that the mandate of the 
jndioial committee of t e privy conncil 
should be carried out and the Roman 
Catholics of Manitoba placed in the 
position which they occupied before 
the School act of J890 was passed, and 
I am sure ■ that no objections would 
be raiatd to the provincial authorities 
insisting upon a rigid inspection of 
separate as well a« public shools and 
on the qualification of the teachers in 
the separate schools, so that there 
could be no donbt of their beinz as 
efficient and afford as good a chance 
of acqmnng a libéral edccation as 
the public schools did.”

“Do yon think the action of the 
Government will be ponnlar or unpop­
ular in thie province?”

“It will be decidely on unpopular at 
first. No one who knows anything of 
Manitoba can donbt that for a; mom­
ent, bat I believe that thie opinion will 
be chanced by the sober second thought 
towhlch our people are inclined for I 
feel sure as soon as they realize that the 
action of the Dominion Government 
amounts to nothing more than carrying 
oat the mandate of the highest court in 
the realm and restoring to the Roman 
Catholics of this province what that 
court, which is certainly impartial, hae 
decided to be their constitutional right 
they will cease their hostility and ac­
cept the inevitable particularly as an 
Opportunity will now be offered to in­
troduce a certain amount of elementary 
religions instruction in the public 
schools, a thing desired by many of the 
best men in the several denoStinations 
of Protestants, but which was an im­
possibility as long as the children of 
Roman Catholics were compelled to 
attend our public schools. Of course,

The same paper publishes the following 
report of an interview with Mr, Hugh J. 
McDonald, son of the late Sir John A. 
McDonald, who, it will be remembered, 
was elected to the House of Commons, 
from Winnipeg, at the last general elec­
tion ; but who does not seem to be as fond 
of politics as his distinguished father, and 
as a consequence, resigned his seat nearly 
two years ago. This is what he has to 
say :

“The Nor’-Wester would like to know 
your opinion on the present position of the 
Manitoba school question,” said a repre­
sentative of this paper to Mr. Hugh John 
McDonald this morning.

“I am out of politics for good and all, 
and consequently it can be ot no import­
ance to anyone what my opinion is,” was 
the reply ; but the Nor’-Wester insisted 
that its readers would like to have it any 
way. And Mr. McDonald, consenting, 
said : “Well, I need scarcely tell yon that 
I have always been strongly in favor of 
national as opposed to separate schools. 1 
may add. too, that in this respect my 
opinion remains unchanged.

“When yon were in the house you ex­
pressed yourself very strongly on the 
shool question, did you not ?”

“I most certainly did, iu fact I even 
went so far as to state that if any remedial 
legislation were attempted I would carry 
my opposition to the extent of voting want 
of confidence in the government 1 was 
elected to support and whose general 
policy I approved, and in this speech I ex­
pressed my honest sentiments.” g

“Has the decision of the judicial com­
mittee of the privy council changed your 
opinion in any respect.”

“No, not in so far as the religious merits 
of national and separate schools are con­
cerned, but I must confess that it has 
totally altered my position. When I read 
the telegraphic report of the judicial com­
mittee of the privy council I considered 
that there was nothing in It at all to alter 
my position, bat when I read the full re­
port of the judgment I was compelled, 
most unwillingly, to admit that the ground 
had sunk from under me leaving me no 
foothold. It is only fair to myself to say 
that when I was in the house of commons, 
and in fact up to the time that I read the 
verbatim account of what took place before 
the privy council t was under the impres­
sion that the bill passed on Mr. Blake’s 
resolution giving the government of the 
day power to refer educational questions to 
the court for decision referred only to ques­
tions of law, and I thought that no matter 
what the judgement of the privy council 
might be on the qTiestion of law, the gov­
ernor-general-in-council had to determine 
the question of fact. On reading the judg­
ment of the judicial committee, however, 
and on referring to Hansard I found that 
the act went much further than I believed 
and gave the government power to refer 
questions, not only of law, but also of 
fact, to the courts ; that in pursuance of 
this power they had actually referred the 
whole matter to the courts for decision 
and that the judioial committee ip their 
judgment had found not only that the 
Roman Catholic minority had a right, 
under the terms of the British North 
America act, to apply to the governor- 
generahin council for remedial legislation, 
but also that they, the Roman Catholic 
minority, haa sustained a serious injury 
by the passage of the Manitoba school 
aot of 1890. Such being the case I do 
not see what course was open to the 
government of Canada, composed as it 
is of honorable men. than to carry out 
the judgment of the court, unless 
indeed they were willing to violate 
tho constitution and to take the position 
of saying to the Roman Catholics 1 It 
is very true that the highest court of 
appeal to which a British colonist can 
go has decided that yon have sustain­
ed an injury of a grave nature and 
that yon ha,ve a right to redress, bat 
notwithstanding this we intend to 
go on the principle that “might is 
right,” and to refuse to make any 
move in the matter at all. As I 
have stated before, I have arrived at 
this conolneion most unwillingly and 
with great hesitation, but as a loyal 
British subject I see no coarse open 
to me bat to bow to the constition, 
and to take my medicine like a man 
no matter how unpalatable it may be 
When the earlier decision—I mean that 
in Barrett vs. the the City of Winni­
peg—was given I took the ground that 
onr Roman Catholic citizens were 
bound to abide faithfully by it, and 
now that the boot is on the other leg 
nd that they have come out victorious 

I am certainly not going to'whine about 
it or refuse to recognise the force of a 
judgement which I would have insisted 
to the utmost of my power on their 
recognizing, had it been in favor 
of the views which J hftye always 
upheld. ”

“What course do yon think will be 
adopted by the provincial government?"

“I really am Lot iu confidence with 
Mr. Green way or his colleagues, but I 
trust that in this matter they will be 
actnated by the spirit of patriotism 
and will as far as they conscientiously 
can meet the judgment ot the jndi' 
oial committee. I have no doubt that 
they may score a party triumph by 
appealing to the religions bigotry and 
to the very strong feelings in favor of 
national school which undoubtedly 
piev ils in this province, but knowing 
several of them intimately aa I do 
I am by no meanp i^ithont hope that 
they will on this occasion rise superior 
to the temptation to adopt this coarse 
and wifi take Stepp which will not pen: 
der it necessary for the parliament of 
Canada to enact remedial legislation

personally, I think that rel gioua 
education ought to be left to the Sunday 
school and the home, bat I know that 
many people differ from me totally on 
thie point and it is to this class that my 
last remarks refers.”

Big Flie et Sumnterslde-

About twenty minutes past four on 
Saturday morning last, the fire bell at 
Summerside rang out an alarm, and 
the excited residents, thus suddenly 
roused from their slumbers, soon 
found that a big fire was raging in 
the town. It was soon discovered 
that the Journal office was burning 
fiercely and that the wind blowing 
from the north-east was carrying the 
flames across the street, and placing 
the buildings opposite in great dan­
ger. Befote the arrival of tne fire 
engine the Journal building was hope­
lessly doomed, and the efforts of the 
firemen were directed towards saving 
the adjoining and opposite buildings. 
In spite of their hard work, however, 
the wooden building adjoining the 
Journal office, owned by the Tryou 
Woolen Co and occupied by J A Sharp 
as a store-house and agricultural im­
plement show room was soon des­
troyed. Then the flames crossed the 
street and laid hold ot the grocery 
store of Capt. Dan McKinnon. By 
this time the engines were throwing 
half a dozen streams into the blaze, 
but so furious was the fire that the 
water hardly checked its headway. 
The heat at this time was so great 
that it was feared the buildings on 
the opposite side of Water Street 
would catch fire. Following Mc­
Kinnon's store the Hotel McIntyre 
buildings, occupied "by J A Gourlie, 
George Muttart, Dr McIntyre and 
Frank Perry, was the next to suffer. 
This building was consumed but for- 
tuntately the spread cf the flames 
was here stopped. By this time R 
C McLeod’s building on the other 
side of the Journal office had caught, 
and shortly after the bank of Nova 
Scotia in which was also the law 
office of Mr. J E Wyatt, took fire. 
Both of these buildings were en­
tirely consumed. About 8 o’clock 
the fire was got under control.

The Journal building and its con- 
icnts were completely destroyed. 
Mr Brennan had a very valuable 
plant, which together with the build­
ing and supplies makes his loss a 
heavy one. He had $8,000 insurance. 
Mr J A Gourlie lost about $800 
worth of stock, covered by insurance; 
loss on building $2,600, insured for 
$1 000. Geo Muttart’s loss on bund­
ing is estimated at $2,000, no in­
surance. Daniel McKinnon’s store 
and buildings belonged to the Schur- 
man estate; the estimated loss n 
$1 50g, insurance for $6oo. The 
bank building, valued at $6000, 
insurance $4 000. Warehouse own­
ed by Iryon Woolen Go, insured in 
the “Queen” for $700. The tital 
loss is estimated to be somewhere 
about $50,000, with $20,000 insur­
ance.

NEWS OF THE WEEK.
The Imperial House of Commons has 

passed the Welsh disestablishment bill 
through its second reading, the vote 
being 304 to 2 0:
