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WANT ASSISTANCE FOR
CHILLED MEAT PROJECT

United Farmers Select Deputation to

Wait Upon Sir Wilfrid With Reso-
lution.

At a meeting of the Edmonton Un-
fon of the United Farmers of Al-
bert held on Saturday last in the city
hall, after matters of minor impor-t
ance had been dealt with, a keen dis-
cussion took place upon the questions
which it was thought advisable to
place before Sir Wilfrid Laurier when
passing through the West.

The unanimous spirit of those pre-
sent was to take a broad view of the
most imperative requirements of the
whole West, and limit requests to one
or two matters of vital importance
only, feeling that by so doing, these
requests would receive more prompt
attention than if other matters of less
importance were tacked on to same.

It was clearly evident from the
meeting that the question of provid-
ing a .steady, continuous, and profit-
able market for live stock such as a
meat export trade would give, was
considered to be by far the most pres-
sing necessity of the whole west, and
the most important matter to bring

forcibly to the attention of the prime
minister.

A strong resolution was drafted,
effectively pointing out the'gieat ne-
cessity which exists for the inaugura-
tion of this business, and urgently re-
questing that the federal government
grant the necessary assistance to-
wards establishing the industry; a
deputation was appointed to present
the same to Sir Wilfrid, and impress
upon him the urgency for early action
on the part of the government.

Other locals within easy reach of
the city are to be asked to appoint re-
presentatives to accompany the depu-
tation.

Those nominated to take part in
the depatation were also instructed to
lay before the prime minister the need

for government ownership of terminal
elevators.

BISHOP WARNS ANGLICANS.
E rhop Hamilton on Marriage With
Roman Catnclics.

Ottawa, June 12.--Before the 230
clerical snd lay ce'cgates at the An-
glican Synod of (ttawa amnual ses-
sion Archbishop Hamilton delivered
his annuwal charge. He deplored the
insufficiency of mnen for the ministry
and told his clergy that this was due
to the attractions of other professions
and the inadequate provision th:

Church is making for its clergy.

Recalling & discussion at the recent
Lambeth Conference in England, he
warned Amnglicans not to marry Ro-
man <Catholics, “nd recalled that in
this connection an encyclical had in
part said: “We desire to warn mewm-
bers of our communion against con-
tracting marriages with Roman Cath-
oliecs under the ccnditions inspir.d
by Roman canons, especially as thes2
conditions bind them to have their
children brought up in a religious
systemm which they cannot themselves
accept.”

His Grace told of the work of the
Brotherhood of 2i. Andrew engaged
in the growing field for usefulness
there is in the nuecsion field of the
Northwest. He advocated a higher
standard for the ininistry, and that, if
possible, all min‘:ters should be col-
lege graduates, and emphasized the
strong opposition the Anglican Churco
is making to the re-marriage of di-
vorced persons.

AMERICAN FARMERS
TO LOCATE AT HOLDEN

Twenty-Two Settlers From Wisconsin
and Towa Purchase Property Near
G. T. P. Town—Will Return to Sell
Out and Remove to Alberta.

Twenty-two settlers from the States
of Wisconsin and Iowa arrived in the
city last evening, having come over
the G. T. P. in a private. car in
charge of H. M. Kenney, of the In-
ternational Realty Co., of Strathcona.
This is the third party of American
settlers that has come in under the
direction of the company, since the
early spring, and it is expected that
two further car loads will follow in
July and August respectively.

The party is made up chiefly of men
who own and work farms in the State
of Wisconsin. All the members of
the party have money to invest, and
the majority have already purchased
land in the neighborhood of Holden,
where the car stopped to enable them
to inspect land. The car left at 7
o’clock this morning, and will convey
them home by way of Winnipeg and
St. Paul, after which they will sell out
and make arrangements to remove
with their families and effects to Al-
berta.

Without exception they express
themselves as being very pleased with
the country and greatly impressed
with the splendid prospects which its
offers to the farmer. They have been
especially surprised by what they have
earned regarding the weather condi-
ions of this .province. They "wete
more particularly pleased with the
absence of frost during the past two
months, stating that in the districts
from which most of them had come
there had been frost almost every
night until June 7th.

Before making the return trip the
party will visit Wainwright to see
the buffalo.

FOR SAFETY OF WORKMEN.

Stringent Regulations by Government
Hegarding Explosives.

Ottawa, June 12.—The Department
of Mines has appointed Joseph G.
Hudson, a local mining engineer, to
visit all plants in Canada. where ex-
plesives ac: mansfacturad or stored,
with a view to ascertaining the pre-
cautions taken to insure safety in their
handling. His report will L2 used 'n
connection with legislation to be in-
troduced next session of parii.ment
by Hon. Mr. Templeman lodxing to
more adequate and tringent regula-
tions regarding explosives.

Captain A. M. P. Desborough, an
Imperial government expert at Wool-
wich Arsenal, has also been engaged,
with the consent of the Colonial
Office, to come to Canada for a couple
of months to advise the Department
of Mines as to the best regulations to
adopt in Canada respecting the manu-
facture ,storage and use of explosives.
He will also give the department the
benefit of his experience in connec-
tion with a government explosives
testing station to be established here.

Torontd’s Infant Mortality Heavy.

Toronto, June 14.—Infant mortality
constitutes twenty-nine per cent of
the death rate of Ontario, according
to Dr. Helen MadMurchy, whose re-
port on the subject has been issued
by Hon W. J. Hanna, the Provincial
Secretary Tuberculosis. s Tespon-
sible for only eight per cent of the
rate. Miss MacdMurchy’s report says:
“In the city of Toronto, in 1909, there
were 1,313 deaths under one year of
age, and the total nuniber of births
was 6,680. This gives an infant mor-
tality rate of 196 per 1,000 approxi-
mately one-fifth, or twenty per cent.

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CROPS ARE HEALTHY
BUT RAIN IS NEEDED

Some Rains In The North, But Little
To South—Southern Farmers Hope
For a Good Rain This Week Which
Is Much Wanted In Parts.

Calgary, June 14.—Although rain “el!
in many localities in the province dur-
ing the past week, the C.P.R. crop
reports state that moisture is needed
in many districts yet before the grain
matures as it should. No very heavy
rainfall is reported and warm weather
has been prevalent. Fall wheat is get-
ting along well. in most places.

At Airdrie the weather has been
warm and rain fell for four hours dn:-
ing the week. No damage has been
done so far.

Fall wheat is from four to six inchcs
high at Carstairs and all grains are
looking fine. The weather has been
fine and warm.

At Didsbury rain fell for two hours
and the crops are growing splendidly.
At Olds a good growth is also re-
ported.

At Bowden the crops are in good
condition, rain falling for eight hours
on Wednesday last.

At Innisfail it rained for ten:hours,
doing a great deal of good and at Pen-
hold two inches of rain fell,, and crops
are thriving.

Red Deer Acreage

The acreage sown at Red Deer ie:
Wheat 10,000; oats 20,000; barley 6,-
000; flax 1,000; hay 75,000. Rain feil
heavily for four hours,

Good growing weather is reported
from Blackfalds where rain fell four
hours.

The general conditions at Millet are
good. No damage has been done by
frost and rain has fallen.

At Leduc it has ‘been windy and
warm, and at Strathcona similar con-
ditions have prevailed,

In the vicinity of Ohaton, grain is
about two inches highi and at Cam-
rose, similar good growth is reported.
The weather has been warm with rain
for a short time.

At Strome the grain is three inches
above ground.

“Six hours medium
rain fell and the grain is all well up.

At Coalddle six hours’ rain fell on
June 6, and as a direct result the
crops are coming along fine with every
prospect of a fine harvest.

Show Increase in Membership of
1,049—Total Enrolled 15,358.

Brandon, June 12.—At Saturday’s
Saskatchewan Methodist .conference
session, the committee on the basis of
assessment -reported through J. B.

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WILL NOT YET GRANT
AN IMPROVED SERVICE

Efforts of Board of Trade to Secure
Better Service on G.T.P. to Wain-
wright Meet With Small Encour-
agement from President Hays.

Less than twenty members of the
Board of Trade gathered for the re-
gular monthly meéting held yester-
da)\f afternoon. The president ex-
pressed his regret that, with a mem-
bership numbering three hundred, so
few should be present at the meet-
ing.

On the suggestion of A. C. Fraser
it was arranged to hold the next meet-
ing in conjunction with a lunch,. in
the hope that by this means a larger
attendance might be assured, the ar-
rangements as to the place of meet-
ing to be settled later.

The committee previously appoint-
ed by the Board to make enquiries
and report on the advisability of tak-
ing action with reference to the in-
vestigations of the Railway Commis-
sion regarding existing commercial
telegraph rates, submitted a report
declaring action o the part of the
Board to be unnecessary.

On the suggestion of M. R. Jen-
nings, however, who insisted that the
Board should co-operate with others
in the effort which is being made to
secure a reduction of the existing
rate, the report was referred back to
the committee, with instructions to
them to compile comparative data
with reference to telegraph rates tor
the use of the investigating committee
that may be appoimnted by the Railway
Commission, the data compiled to in-
clude a comparison of the rates pre-
vailing in the West with those pre-
vailing in eastern Canada and in the
United States. Mr. Jennings’ name
was added to the committee dealing
with this matter.

George, W. Boughton was received
as a member of the Board.

A communicatiom from Riviere
Qui Barre, asking the Board to use
its influence to secure for that dis-
trict transportation facilities on the
proposed radial railway, was referred
to the council of the Board, with in-
structions to report.

A communication from the Secre-
tary of the Assoclated Boards -of
Trade of Western Canada, expressing
regret at the decision of the Edmon-
ton Board to send mo representatives
to the annual convention, and ex-
plaining that the delay in the dis-
tribution of reports of the last an-
nual convention was due’ to unfore-
seen difficulties which would mot be
likely to recur, was read and filed.

A communication from Charles M.
Hays, replying to a. letter written by
Secretary Fisher under instructions
from the council of the Board asking
for a daily and more speedy service
on the G.T.P. between Edmonton and
Wainwright, was laid on the table.
Little hope was offered of amy im-
mediate improvement, the company
suggesting that the probable -receipts
would not justify the cost of the more
frequent and rapid service.

E. T. Racey stated that he had
been informed that settlers east of
Wainwright received special rates
which were not extended to those
Hiving west of the town.

The secretary was asked to make
further enquiries and report.

A complaint of the Edmonton Pro-

duce Company regardimg the C.N.R.
produce rates and C.P.R. freight rates
was referred to the transportation
committee.
/The cémpany complained that Win-
nipeg .was favored in the rates for the
transportation of produce from some
points east of this city, and figures
weére quoted giving evidence of such
discrimination. Secretary Fisher re-
ported that representations had beem
made to the district freight agent,
who was understood to be taking the
matter up with the general freight
agent in Winnipeg.

The same company also complained
of the trouble experienced with way
freight on the C.P.R., stating that
freight from - Innisfail had been on
the road for as lomg as thirteen days,
and ‘from Bittern Lake as long as
eleven days.

Secretary Fisher stated that the ex-
planation of the railway officials was
that the delay was caused by the
difficulty of transfer from Strathcona
to Edmonton, which frequently ne-
cessitated the delay of small ship-
ments until a sufficient quantity had
accumulated to protect the company
from possible loss.

The committee appointed at . the
last meeting to imnterview the acting
Deputy Minister of Public Works re-
garding the ferry across the Sas-
katchewan at Clover Bar, reported
that they were able to accomplish
little owing to the disorganization re-
sulting from the recent political com-
plications. A letter had been receiv-
ed from the premier of the province
in which he stated that he had in-
structed tne public works department
to look into the matter. It was also
stated that an engineer had been
sent to look into the matter and re-
port on the probable eost.

A letter from Hon. A. C. Ruther-
ford, wriuwen when he was premier,
enclosed in a communication from the
Hon. C. W. Cross in response to in-
quiries concernimng the progress of the
line from Strathcona to Camrose, was
read and filed. Mr. Rutherford stated
that he had received the assurance
of M. H. McLeod, the company’'s gen-
eral manager, that the work of grad-
ing would commence in a few days.

A letter from W. H. Morris, com-
plaining of the delay in the delivery
of telegrams in the city, was referred
to the secretary with instructions to
deal with the local official concerined.

The communication of George H.
Westwood, who complained of the
obstruction of the street upon which
his property fronts, owing to insuffi-
cient facilitles possessed by the G.T.P.
for handling freight, was filed, the
secretary was instructed to notify
Mr. Westwood that the matter was
not one in which the Board of Trade
;would be able to act.
