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The Port Hope QmaMan aim the 
following frightful picture ot the reunite 
of Intemperance at that place : A party 
of four, named reepectiveiy Brooke and 
Bew, with their wives,left town on Wed­
nesday evening, 14th inet., in a drunken 
«ate, taking two quarts of whiskey with 
them- On arriving at Bew’s house, in 
the neighborhood of Welcome, they com­
menced drinking and dancing until they 
could no longer stand, Brooks, with Bew 
and his wife rolled into one bed, while 
Mrs. Brooks lay on the floor beside the 
stove. About two or three o’clock id the 
morning, a stick fell out of the stove and 
ignited her dress. The fire woke her up 
from her stupor, and she cried for help, 
but the other three were too drunk to 
render proper assistance ; as the result, 
the unfortunate woman was left by the 
fire a blackened, scorched, lifeless victim 
of intemperance.

Bigamy.—A man named Johnson,aged 
fifty years, who followed the profession 
of dentist, settled down in Ainleyville 
about a year ago, with a woman he said 
was his wife. But a few days since a 
lady appeared who claimed to be John­
son’s lawful wife, and said that he had 
deserted her at Newmarket. Mrs. John­
son the second bolted instantly, Johnson 
followed in the evening, and the chattels 
which he left behind him were disposed 
of at auction by No. 1, who pocketed the 
proceeds and departed.

Runaway — Waggons Smashed. — 
This forenoon a team belonging to Mr.
