They exhorted their hearers to become
awakened to the fact that Canada was
in this war from a defensive standpoint
and showed that without the mobilza-
tion of every atom of the manhood and
womanhood of Canada, this country’'s
part in the great struggle would be
neutralized to a great degree. Mr.
Calder opened the meeting at the Met-
ropolitan church by stating that he
was bringing a message to western
Canada telling the people here what it
all means. He told his hearers that he
might say some things the Conserva-
tives would not like and some things
that the Liberals would not like, but he
intended to say them nevertheless. He
laughingly referred to the fact that
sometimes he could not quite realize the
company he was (n, often thinking he
was dreaming.

He charged the deep-rooted partyism
which prevails in Canada as being the
reason why union government was not
possible before. The laxity of some
people in connection with the war was
severely criticizsed by the ex-Saskatch-
ewan minister and told them that the
United States eventually entered this
war because that country realized that
it was a war of defense. The same-ap-
plied to Canadd, but many people had
‘become hardened to it.

All Cards on the Table

He drew a picture of thé negotiatfons
leading up to the formation of the
union” government, stating that it was
only consummated when Liberals met
mempbers of the late government face to
face and everyope la'd their cards upon
the table,

Then Mr, Calder stated, with explan-
ations, the rsasons for the formation of
the union government. The first and
foremost Teason was because it was be-
lieved that Canada’s part in this war
could be efficlently carried out _only

void of party affiliations. Secondly it
was formed in order that the military
service act, now on the statute books,
might be enfiorced. In a thunderous
voice Mr. Calder sald thme “reinforce-
ments must go forwdrd to our brave
boys at the front no matter what hap-
pened.” He defended the selective con-
scription act and stated that the United
States d&id not delay upon their system
of maising men once they entered the
‘war,
y’ ! Tribute to Laurier

Mr. Calder paid e stirring tribute to Sir
Wilfrid Laurter at this juncture, pictur-
ing him as one of the greatest etates-]
men Canada ever produced, a statesmen
of the first sank and an honor to Can-
ada. He honored Sir Wilfrid’s opinion,
but he said He was forced to part from
him on the conscription question. “Sir
Wilfrid favors a referendum,” continued
Mr. Calder. “I favor selective conscrip-
tion at once.”

The speaker sald that had not a union
government been formed, the coming
election would have been one of the
bitterest in the history of this country.

The union government would m'n;
mize this bitterness. He dwelt witin
the questions of great economy in the
handling of the public money, the pat-
ronage question and civil service reform,

Means Business.

Referring to the last tiwo questions,
Mr. Calder said that ‘4t was not an gasy
matter to get me into this union’ Fov-
ernment, but now that I am in, I mean
business and will fight to the end, no
matter what the consequences may
be.” He paid passing reference to con-
scription of wealth, in that he prom-
ised that the profiteers would (be taken
care of. :

Mr. Calder sald that Canada woulld be
staggering under the load of a tre-
mendous war debt, and this country
must have more people and must have
greater production to offeet this.

In closinig, Mr, Calder said@ that his

. tion and coloniza-
tion was a mo: ortant one, and he
promised to devots @il his energy and
all his ability to this t, a8 he realized
there was an emno: s fledld ffor work
in this department,

While Mr. Calder was addressing &
packed audienice at the Metropolitan
church, Hon. Arthur Meighen, iminister
of the interior, was speaking to a large
crowd at First Baptist. Mr. Meighen
regretted the fact that Saskatchewan
had not been represented in the gov-
ernment previously, but now, referring
to Mr. Calder, the people of this great
province have a man in-the councils
of the government who has been dlosely
assoclated with the meeds of Saskatch~
ewan as any man in the province.

The minister of the interior impressed
upon his hearers the fact that this war
must be broughit to an end satisfactory
to Great Britain and her allies;” and
this could be dome, o far as Canada
was conicerned, only by the strict em-
forcement of the Military Service act.

T remendonl Task.

He exhorted the people who heard
him not to believe that thls war was
nearly over. *There was a tremendous
task before the allies yet and Canada
must exert every ounce of her strength
in order that her part in  this war
would not. be minimized. Canada has
dorle nobly thus far; she musit continue
to do ®0,” continued Hon. Mr. Meighen.

He asked his hearers to support the
union governinent, showing that it was
the only method by wiiich all the parts
