Change in ARRESTED FOR .TREASON.

London, Sept. 3.—A despatch from 
Lord Kitchener, dated Pretoria today, 
says:

“Since August 16 the columns report 
19 Boers killed. 3 wounded. 12 made 
prisoners, and 127 surrendered, and that 
184 rifles, 21,500 rounds of ammunition, 
1,700 horses and 7,500 head of cattle 
have been captured.”

Dr. Krause, formerly governor of Jo­
hannesburg, and a prominent official of 
the late Transvaal government, who was 
taken into custody in London last night, 
was charged at the Bow street police 
court this morning with high treason in 
the Transvaal, under the fugitive offend­
ers law, and was remanded for a week 
without ball. No evidence except as to 
Dr. Krause’s arrest was offered.

Sir George Lewis, on behalf of the 
prisoner, asked if any deposition against 
his client supporting the charge existed.

Prosecutor Muir replied that there 
was, of course, information against the 
accused in Cape Colony. The police 
here, he said, had acted upon telegraphic 
instructions.

The police testified that Dr. Krause, 
when arrested, looked at the warrant 
and remarked “The charge is absurd.”

Capetown, Sept. 3.—A well mounted 
force of Boers has looted Barrydaie, 14 
miles from Capetown.

Sheeper's Boer commando passed close 
to Montague, 150 miles from Capetown, 
yesterday, and had a slight brush with 
the local scouts. They had spare horses 
and were apparently well equipped. A 
column of troops has gone in pursuit.

Bt-rlin, Sept. 4.—Emperor William’s 
reception of the Chinese -mission of expi­
ation, headed by Prince Chun, which 
took place today at Potsdam, was mark­
ed with all the severity consistent with 
an audience nominally, friendly. The 
Chinese envoy on entering the palace 
was not accorded a salute by the garde 
du corps. The Emperor received him 
seated. The buttons and epaulettes ot 
His Majesty’s white uniform were en­
veloped in crepe. Prince Chun bowed 
thrice on entering and leaving. Emperor 
William remained seated during the read­
ing of the Chinese address. After­
wards, however, he relaxed his stern 
demeanor and welcomed the envoy 
courteously god subsequently ^açcom- 

Lnied by his adjutant, he called -up^ 
prince Chun. Later in the evening the
Emperor,. 
members of the expiatory mission, took 
tea on the island on the Spree. The 
Emperor had evidently arranged the en­
tire ceremony with a view to impressing 
Prince Chun with the feeling that the 
ceremony meant expiation for a foul 
crime, and only through expiation had 
Prince Chun acquired the right to be 
treated with princely honors. Not until 
after the ceremony did the atmosphere 
change.

Further, 
we have sent to Germany with this 
letter, the Imperial Prince Tsun Tsai 
Song, heading a special mission. Prince 
Phan, our own brother, will assure Your 
Majesty how deeply the events of the 
past year have grieved us, and bow 
deeply feelings tot penitence and shame 
still animate us. Your Majesty sent 
your troops from a far distance, put 
down the Boxer’s rebellion, and restored 
peace, for the welfare of our nation. We 
have, therefore -commanded Prince Ghun 
to express personally to Your Majesty 
our thanks for your efforts in -oromcling 
peace. We cherish the hope that Tour 
Majesty’s indignation will be replaced 
hv the old friendship and that the rela­
tions between -our empires wifi be even 
more extensive and of a more intimate 
and beneficent character than hitherto, 
is our firm assurance.

Prince Chun in delivering the letter 
said, “I am in a position to assure Your 
Majesty that the Emperor, niy most 
gracions master, stood aloof from these 
eomnlicntions which brought misfortune 
upon China and loss and care upon- Ger­
many. Nevertheless, in accordance with 
the customs of thousands of years, the 
Emneror of China has taken the blame 
on bis own sacred person. I have, there­
fore the task of exnressine to Your 
Majesty the most cordial feelings of the 
Emperor, my illustrious master toward 
Your Imperial Majesty and the whole 
Imperial family. I hope the passing 
cloud will only intensify the succeeding 
sunshine and mutual friendship of the 
two great empires when they understand 
the value of each other better.”

Emperor William in reply, said: 
it is no joyous festive occasion nor 

the fulfilment of a simple act of cour­
tesy which brings Your Imperial High­
ness to me; but a deeply melancholy and 
very serious event. ' iMy minister to the 
court of the Emperor of China has been 
slain in the capital of China by the wea­
pons of Chinese soldiers, acting under 
superior command, an unheard of crime, 
which is branded as infamous by inter­
national law and the usages of all na­
tions. From the month of Your Im­
perial Highness I have just received 
an expression of the deep regret of the 
Emperor of Chinn. I readily believe 
lour Imperial brother personally stood 
aloof from this crime and the subsequent 
acts Of violence against the inviolable 
legations and peaceful foreigners, all the 
Create- the guilt resting on his advisors 
and government. The latter must not 
delude themselves with the belief that 
the- -re able to obtain atonement and 
Pardon for their guilt by this exniatory 
mission alone. They will be judged by 
thei- future conduct in accordance with 
the laws of nations. If the Emperor of 
China conducts the government of his 
great Empire henceforth strictly in the 
spirit of these prescriptions, then will 
hopes be fulfilled and the results of the 
complications of the past year will be 
overcome and between Germany and 
jmina, as formerly, peaceful and friend­
ly relations will again prevail.

The merchants take it at $16 per ounce, 
a fair average value, but it often assays 
considerably less when purified and 
transformed into bullion.

The officials of the provincial office 
will melt this gold this morning and Mr- 
Carmody will receive a certificate for its 
full mint value before noon. If the 
dust (it looks more like fine grave!) holds 
its value he will receive $22,496, less 
the small charge made for assay.

A special constable now guards the 
provincial assay office, while gold is be­
ing melted, and curions . visitors are 
strictly excluded.

Joseph 
Martin becomes the power behind the 
throne. I am in direct opposition to the 
government as at present constituted.”

Re­
turning to Nanaimo they held a meet­
ing there and another at Victoria, each 
being well attended.

Proceeding to the Mainland they âd- 
dressed a meetiug M Ghüliwaek.-
fortnûe te' secure apébittfons of‘-a very 
rare butterfly, Ei-ibîa Vidtèri, which has 
never been found except in this district. 
The insects were captured while explor­
ing on Che-nn," which also yielued sev­
eral specimen* of rare plants. Crops in 
the Chilliwack valley were in splendid 
condition, but fruit was backward and 
gave less promise even than that on 
Vancouver Island.

The next stopping place was Kamloops, 
where a meeting was held. The new 
bridge, which will give access to the 
grounds of the agricultural society on 
the north side of the 'river, was nearing 
completion. The society has secured 
extensive grounds, beautifully situated 
on the bank of the river, which are well 
wooded and in every way adapted for 
exhibition purposes. The buildings are 
large and well laid o»;—a credit to the 
people of Kamloops, trnose ambition it is 
to hold a provincial exhibition in the 
near future.

From Kamloops the travelers drove to 
Nicola, a rather fatiguing journey of 50 
miles, where a meeting was held, and 
then retraceo their road to Kamloops, 
the trip occupying two days-

From Kamloops they went to Ender- 
by, and thence to Armstrong, address­
ing meetings at both places. The saw 
mills at Enderby had been destroyed by 
fire, and it was only by the strenuous 
efforts of the people that the grist mill, 
hotel and many other buildings were 
saved. Armstrong was not so fortun­
ate, for a fire there destroyed half the 
town. Luckily, however, the grist mill 
was saved. At Enderby, Mr. Apple- 
ton showed them some magnificent 
samples of grain in the straw, and he 
promised to prepare and forward speci­
mens to the agricultural museum. The 
weather at the time of their visit to that 
parfof the province y as extremely hot. 
At Armstrong, the metcury fell from 
90 deg- in the shade at midday to 30 deg. 
at night.

A large meeting was held at Vernon, 
and the ranches in the neighborhood 
were visited, including Lord Aber­
deen's, where Mr. Percy Hodges is in 
charge. The next place visited was 
Kelowna, where a meeting was address­
ed. The tobacco crop looked very prom­
ising, and the hay was the heaviest and 
finest ever produced in thé district. 
Other crops were abundant, and of good 
quality, and the fruit in all the sections 
visited was far superior in quality and 
quantity to that seen in the lower Main­
land. Some time was devoted at this 
point to making collections of grains and 
grasses for the Domjiion and Provin­
cial departments.

In the Nicola and Kamloops districts 
grasshoppers have done, much damage. 
They are of several kinds, -the Rocky 
Mountain locust, one of the most destruc­
tive .species, being seen in great numbers. 
Another pest noted by Dr. Fletcher since 
his last visit is the English cabbage but­
terfly, Pieries Rapae, the. larvae of 
which attacks the crucifers and mignon­
ette and has wrought much damage.

After leaving Kelowna the party was 
augmented by the addition of Mr. Stu- 
part, head of the Dominion meteoro­
logical department at Toronto, who 
making selections for observatory sta­
tions at Various points in the province.
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UNIONS SUED.

Etaployers Trying to Secure Damages 
from Labor Organizations.

Swansea, Wales, Sept. 3.—A commo­
tion wae caused at today’s, session of 
the Trades Union Congress here by the 
action of some of the employers in en­
deavoring to recover damages, under the 
House of Lords’ decision of July 22, 
from labor organieations for picketing by 
their members.

A delegate from Blackburn was served 
with a *rit yesterday restraining him 
and the members of the jumexomn 
branch of the Weavers, Winders and 
Warpers’ Association from picketing 
Banister & Moore’s works, where a 
strike is now in progress. Damages and 
costs are claimed.

Besides this suit, the Tnff Vale Rail­
road is suing the Amalgamated Society 
of Railway Servants for £20,000 dam­
ages incurred -as a result of the strike 
of 1900. The suite will be strenuously 
defended, bnt their seriousness puts in 
the shade almost every other topic of 
discussion.

President Bowermnn today devoted 
the principal part of his address to this 
topic, declaring that union funds were 
threatened with demoliehment and that 
the position was intolerable'. He said 
the parliamentary committee favored an 
alteration to the constitutions of the 
unions with the object of minimizing 
their liability to action.

The Chronicle today supports this 
view, maintaining that no. association of 
working men can stand long against such 
litigation, and that if the decision regard­
ing picketing is final then any unscrupu­
lous capitalist will have his employees 
at his mercy and “the working classes 
will sink back again into an unorganized 
and impotent crowd.”
