is impossible 1o discover, and hazardous to
predicate, whether he will turn out a
planet, a fixed. star, a comet or a mere
vapory exhalation or will-o'-the - wisp,raised
by an overheated atmosphere from a rank
and unwholesome soil. There are persons
who conceive him to be the most profound
of modern statesmen. There are others
who contempguously deny him a title to
rank among statesmen at all. Some of his
admirers declare him'to be an orator in the
highest sense ef thé term, while his oppon-
ents stoutly maintain that he is at best no
better than a showy and shallow rhetor-
joian, Favorable critics dwell upon the
alleged wit, spirit, clearness, graphic power
snd frequent brillianoyof his speeches, while
those of the severer order profess to be
more struck by their meretricions glitter,
overwhelming presumption, open disre-
gard of principle, innate vuigarity of con-
ception and utter absence of earnestness
and truth, Still, such as he is, there he
stands on the path, a great  difficulty.
How can he, after giving pledge to
