Ex-Treasurer Turner Charges That It Was
Bought with K, of L. Money,

PrILADELPHIA, Nov. 17.—Ex-Treasurer
Frederick Turner of the Knights of Labor,
who has been accused with being a defaulter
to the amount of $31,000, says that General
Master Workman Powderly borrowed $2500
from the treasury of the order in 1886 to
buy a house in Scranton. He has in his

loan, and also the, two canceled checks
which he drew to Mr. Powderly’s order.
He also assercs that Mr. Powderly had his
salary increased by the General Assembly
of 1886 from $1500 to $5000 a year. in order
to allow him to pay back the loan.

THE BOODLE CHARGES.

Opening of the Case Against the Con-
tractors Alleged to. Conspire to
Swindle the Government,

Orrawa, Nov. 17.—There was a Cgood

rinkling of spectators in the Police Court
:gilmornin , when Judge Ross took the
bench and the proceedings in the  Larkin-
Connolly-McGreevy conspifracy case com-
menced. A great number of counsel sur-
rounded the table immediately beneath the
judge. Messra, B. Osler; QC., D.
O’Connor, Q.C., and W. D ﬁ;f;ﬁ;‘.’ QC.,
represented the crown; ‘Z. A. , QC.,
appeared for Captain Larkin; John Mc-
Intyre, Q.C., Kingston, for Michael Con-
nolly; A. Ferguson, Q.C , and Charles Fitz-

trick, Quebec, for Hon. Thomas Mec-

reevy and separately for N. K. Connolly.

The four defendants, Hon. Thomas Mec-
Greevy, P. Larkin and the brothers Con-
nolly, were present.

hﬂ-. Osler announced that the two prose-
cutions, the Queen v. the Connollys et al.,
and the Queen v. Murpga et al., now
changed to the Queen v. McGreevy et al.,
from the fact that Murphy has not been
served, would be proceeded with simultane-
ously.

M{. Osler said two indictments had been
laid. The one against the five defendants—
N. K. Connolly, P. Larkin, Thomas Me-
Greevy, R. H. McGreevy and Q. E. Murphy
—referred to the crosswall contruct of June
6, 1883. The evidence submitted by the
crown would seek to show that conspiracy
existed by which the Harbor Commissioners
had been defrauded of large sums of mone;
The evidence would be voluminous, as the
overt acts were many. It would be shown
Jhow, in connection with this contract, the-
lowest tenderer bad been ousted and acts
shown to have been committed in Ottawa
which brought the case within the juris-:
diction of this country. !

Mr. Lash asked whether it was fropo-ed
to show that the conspiracy had relation to
the procuring of the contract, or whether
after contract was procured that a comspir- |
acy\took place to defraud the public under
the contract. !

" Mr. Osler replied that the information '
laid had not reference to the obtaining of
the contract. The information was for a
conspiracy to obtain moneys improperly.
One of the overt acts relating to the con-
spiracy was the obtaining of thé contract.
Another overt act was the obtaining of
money from time to time. The foundation
of the conspiracy, however, was thé obtain-
ing of money improperly; the tenders, the
contract, the method of obtaining progress
certificates, the tinal certificate were overt
acts in that foundation .conspiracy. All
related to the original foundation scheme to
obtain public money by these improper.
methods. ;

The other information laid had to do
with the method of obtaining and carrying
out of the contract of May 23, 1887, known
as the dredging contract.

Commissioner Sherwood, Inspector Dan
O’Leary and Constable Parkinson of the
Dominion police gave evidence as to the
service of papers. The latter said he had
been to St. Catharines to endeavor to serve
Cloney, who has charge of the firm’s books,
but could not ascertain his whereabouts.

Honore Casault, bailiff of the Superior
Court for the district of Quebec, told how
the Connollys secured possession of their
books on Oct. 23 last. Witness accepted
Cloney as guardian of the books on the
suggestion of Nicholas Connolly.

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WILFRID LAURIER AT BOSTON.

The Opposition Leader Delivers an Ad-
dress to an Audience Composed of Dis-
tinguished United States Polilicians,

Bosroxn, Nov. 17.—The Hotel Vendome
was throng®¥d with the most distinguished
of Boston’s citizens to-night on the occa-
sion of the banquet to'%:[on. W. Laaurier,
the leader o the Opposition in
the - Dominion House of Commons.
The banquet hall was handsomely decor-
ated and addre#ses were delivered by many
of the leading politicians of Massachusetts.

Mr. Laurier’s speech was a masterpiece of
diction, flowery in rhetoric, and de-
livered with his usual oratorical effect.
His arguments in favor of closer trade re-
lations did not differ materially from those
put forth by himself and followers in Can-
ada during the past year or two.

THE WIND AT PLAY,

It Trifles With Signs and Gives Local Ship-
ping an Kxciting Aftermoon.

The wind was out for a lark yesterday.
Every loose thing around the city was blown
away, Onelargesignon top of the Oak
Hull building in King-street fell with

a crash and = splintered on the pave-
ment below. The ttreet was crowded
at the time, but fortunately mno
cpe was injured. Along the water front it
also caused great havoc, At the foot of
Yonge-street signs were blown down and
the steamboat ticket offices overturned. As
the day wore on the velocity of the wind in-
creased, and at 4 p.m. it blew a gale, The
Bay was churved intvo foam by this wild-
wester, and some boats that vestured out
had a lively time of it. The Lakeside, with
cargo of apples trom St Catbarives,
arrived at ber wharf just in time to escape
the gale At 1o'ciock when the wind was
blowing furiously the Persia started out for
Port Dalhousie. She went out the western
gap safely in the very teeth of the
ale, but when she headed for the
ort and turned a broadside to the
wind, she was almost overturned. Watchers
on the wharf saw ber tumbie and pitch in a
vain endeavor to keep on her course, She
began to drift, and at length had to be head-
ed east and let run along with the wind. Sue
scudded along off the Isiand at a 15 mile an
bour clip. Woen off the gap sail was set,
presumably to steady the vessel, as she was
rolling varg&eawl . iShe will not beable to
getin at Port Hope or Cobourg, but will
probably find sheiter at Brighton,

The tug Fravk Jackman bad a rough time,
At 11 a.m. the Dolpuiu came in from the
bypeakwater, where she had been stationed,
and reported a heavy sea out in the lake,
A dredge was moored at the eastern
gap, and it was feared that she wight be
knocked agaiust the breakwater and dam-
aged. Accordingly about2 p.m, the Juck-
mun started out to fetch her in, The waters
or the bay at this time were lashed ivto
foam. The tug was tossed about like a foot-
ball. Current, wind and waves cumbined
agaiost this ** foating boiler,” and at times
the fvam went clean over thé -top of tire
stack. The water swept over the deck, and
flowed down into_the tire hole, but stiil the
staunch little craft kept on Ler course. The
engiueer went out on deck to close the
baiches. He was immediately knocked
agaiust the pilot house and soaked to the
skin with nice, cool November water He
clung there while the wind biew through
bis whiskers. hen within several hundred
yards of the dredge the tug began to pitch
80 heavily tbat in the shallow water she
struck on bottom several times, and had to
be run back to the dock.

The Merchants’ Line propeller Acadia
arrived in port trom Hamilton at 3.45. She
hud @ very rough passage aud shipped a good
deal of water on the lower deck,

During the afternoon there was a slight
downfali of suow. It was not slight in out-
lying districts, however, as the incoming
trains last night plainly showed. Trainmen
said that the suow fell to a depth of 8 inches
on the lines to the north, and that in some
cuts it had diitted o a depth of three feet.

Killed While Hunting,
Kixesrox, Nov. 17.—A frightful accident
is reported from Macdonald’s Corners, in
the county of Lanark. On Thanksgiving
Day two sons of Daniel Butian went out to
shoot partridges. During the day the young
men parted on the side of a high hiil, one

going around it one way, the other in a

contrary direction. Some time after one of
the boys came upon his brother bathed in
blood and dead It would seem that the
boy had pulled the trigger, but the gun

would not go offt. He had then started

upon an examination. Standing the gun

on the ground in a slanting position he held

the mouth of the muzzle in his right hand

and looked down the barrel. It then ex-
ploded, the charge entering his mouth, pass-
ing through its roof and penetrating his

brain. Death was instantaneous.
