dress. He said the progress of the associa­
tion in the past year had been admirable. 
Look where we will the world over we find 
no country having less cause for dissatisfac­
tion or despondency than our country. If 
Canada has been less than usually pros­
perous she has had at least much less to com­
plain ot than larger or older nations. Tbe 
country which grows the best wheat known 
to the milling World aud which has only 
begun to tiling under cultivation tbe millions 
of acres that produce it has a future that 
cannot be shown in colors too bright.

A long and continued decline in the price 
of wheat and flc-ur had affected adversely no 
doubt the profits of all present. This was no 
excuse for un business-like principles being 
introduced.

Why should the millers who pay cash for 
every bushel of raw material they use press 
the manufactured product ou customers on 
30 to 60 days’ time as some have done ? The 
credit system is as unnecessary 
profitable. A cash basis was ab 
satisfactory in tbe end.

The export trade is unfortunately at a low 
ebb owing1 chiefly to the slaughtering on the 
English market of consigned flour from 
American mills, a condition incidental to the 
financial squeeze across the border.

The extraordinarily low prices of this sum­
mer have in a large measure been due to 
speculation. The law of supply aud demand 
has become a less important factor in fixing 
prices of grain now that it was before the 
days ot “short” selling.

Until men are debarred by the laws of 
their country from selling what they do 
not possess the incentive to wrecking values 
that has worked so disastrously on the for­
tunes of the farmer and the legitimate grain 
dealer and the miller during tbe past two 
years will continue to be a curse to tbe trade.

The export trade was capable of immense 
expansion. One point in connection there­
with was the rates of marine insurance. 
The Canadian miller pays 3 per cent, and 
the British miller but % of 1 per cent., a dif­
ference sufficient to warrant attention.

The report of the central wheat buyer, 
Mr. A. H. Watts, showed that 125 mills had 
doue business through his office iu the past 
year, aud the rates obtained were so low that 
the miller was enabled to save more than his 
commission.

Tbe Freight Committee then reported, the 

chief matter taken up being that of the 
practice of underbilling car loads of flour, as 
retenled by the recent Carrier incident In 
thé United 9tates this was a criminal offence 
under the in-terstate law, but in Canada 
there were cases where as much as 200 bags 
over weight had been shipped in one car, 
thus robbing the railway of $50 and placing 
honest millers in competition with rogues 
who could afford to sell flour at lower rates. 
The association was asked to pass a resolu­
tion on the subject and responded with 
three.

Moved by William Galbraith, seconded by 
Robert Lawnby, That in view of the recent 
revelations of the underbilling of flour and 
the carrying of large quantities of flour and 
mill offal free of freight, this general meet­
ing of the Dominion Millers’ Association 
desire to urge on the Canadian Pacific and 
Grand Trunk Railroads the necessity of 
having an act passed' at the next session of 
Parliament containing provisions similar to 
those contained in tbe inter-state law mak­
ing underbilling a criminal offence, and in­
flicting a penalty on both shipper and re­
ceivers, and also the railway agent, if privy 
thereto, of both a fine and an imprison­
ment, and that a copy of the above resolu­
tion be forwarded to the general managers of 
both roads.

Moved by Joshua Howard, seconded by 
Fred Rollins, That the members of this as­
sociation iu general annual meeting assem­
bled hereby pledge themselves to assist tbe 
railways by every means in their power to 
prevent the underbilling of grain and flour, 
and also to assist them in procur­
ing legislation that will make such 
fraudulent practices a crimiual offence.
