Any party supplying civilian clothes 
to a soldier or otherwise conniving at Ills 
crossing the border into the United States 
will, on conviction, be summarily dealt 
with.

Corp. Brown has sêen more of the war 
than any person in this district and no 
doubt will be able to give some interest­
ing information when he gets rested from 
his arduous work in the trenches and 
his trying experience in the hospitals. 
He is unable to use his right hand to any 
extent and will not likely be again able 
to return to the trout.

Adams. Deceased was a native of Ire­
land being born at Belfast, County 
Down, on April 15th 182(3. He came to 
Canada when 21 years old and settled m 
Halton County. On June 12th 18u6 be 
was married to Miss Ellen Hollaran, of 
Oakville, who predeceased him July 1st 
1901. They moved to Warwick township 
iu October 1860 and settled on the farm 
now occupied by his youngest son and 
lived there until 1906 when he moved in­
to Watford. In politics Mr. Adams was 
a staunch Conservative and in religion a 
Presbyterian ot the Old Kirk. He was- a 
well read man and had a store of know­
ledge not attained by many men in Ins 
walk of life. He had a wonderful mem­
ory which he retained almost to the last. 
He was confined to his bed for fourteen 
months and part of this time bis suffer­
ing was intense, but his patient, cheerful 
disposition made it a pleasure for his 
family to attend to his wants. He is 
survived by four children -.--Elias, ot 
Lethbridge, Alberta ; Richard on the 
homestead, Warwick, and Thomas and 
Emily, of Watford, with whom he resid- j

The funeral took place Saturday after­
noon to the Arkona cemetery, the Rev, 
t c Forster, Presbyterian minister tak­
ing the service. The pall bearers were 
Win. McLeay, A. D. Hone, Andrew 
Aitken, Robt. McKenzie, E. McGilli- 
cuddy and Wm. Bryson.

Driven to distraction by nervous 
trouble, George Fraser, a farmer on the 
18th concession of East Williams, ended 
his life Friday in the loft of a shed, by 
cutting his throat with ,a knife.

Another of Watford’s old citizens pass­
ed to his rest on Friday last iu the person 
of Mr. George H. Wynne. The end 
came with tragic suddenness about 6 
o’clock in the evening after a day on 
which he had appeared in ordinary good 
health, aud during which he was visited 
by, and talked freely with, some of his 
old time friends.

Born in Lanark county in 1840. the late 
Mr. Wynne spent the early part of his 
life in Eastern Ontario, particularly in 
the Smith’s Falls district and in the vil­
lage of Brighton. It was not until 1869 
that he came to Watford where the re­
mainder of his days were spent. Always 
a successful and upright man in business, 
Mr. Wynne’s first work in Watford was 
that of a shoe merchant. Succeeding 
years led him into the grain business 
in partnership with the late John Fuller, 
but the last part of his active business 
career was associated with a private bank 
which he successfully conducted for a 
number of years prior to his retirement 
in 1900.

Widely and favorably known through­
out the whole of Brooke and Warwick 
aud in adjoining townships, Mr. Wynne’s 
close adherence to the principals of 
Christianity was his outstanding charac­
teristic. A man of qüiet mein, yet of 
broad sympathy and high ideals, his in­
tegrity won for him an enviable reputa­
tion in the world of business, and long 
will he be remembered by those more 
intimately associated with him.

The late Mr. Wynne was married in 
1870 to Miss Esther Fuller, of Adelaide 
Township, who predeceased him ten 
years ago. He leaves no family but is 
survived by two sisters, Mrs. William 
Morris, of Warwick, and Mrs. Thos. 
Willoughby, of Watford, and by two 
brothers Robert and James of the 2nd 
line Warwick.

The funeral was held on Monday after- 
noon last, the remains being removed [
