How we Digest.

To male the process of digestion aim. 
pie, let me say that It begins in the month 
and ends in the lungs. A man swallows » 
mouthful of bread. We follow It from hie 
mouth down through the ce-tophogu* to his 
stomach. It now by a peculiar motion of 
the stomach, and as it touches here end 
there, gastric jnIce starts out, like sweat 
upon the forehead, and wets the bnad. 
After a couple of hours of revolving about 
within the stomach, the bread is changed 
into something that locks like buttermilk . 
This is chyme. Now the gate at the right 
end of the stomach opens and lots this 
chyme pass through the first pari* of the 
intestine. Ibeis two liquids are poured 
in, one from tbo liJ r—the bile—the other 
from the paucreat—the pancreatic juice 
These induce certain changes in the liquid 
bread which makes it resemble milk. Now 
it is known as cbylo. Innumerable little 
mouths wbicli open within the intestine 
such up tho milk or chyle, carrying It to 
a small canal—the thoracic duct, which 
lies up on the back bone—and through this 
it rune up to the upper part of the ebest 
and is poured into a large vein just under 
the left collar-bone. Through this vein it 
reaches the right side of the heart, and is 
then force<t into the lungs, wLeu ft comes 
in contact with the air. Now a wonderful 
change comes over it. This is produced 
by the addition of oxygen to the milk-like 
fluid. Fora given quantity of this chyle 
a still larger quantity ol oxygen is added, 
and the compound which comes of this 
union between the bread Smd the 
is the nutriment which supplies the wants 
of the system. What lakes place in the 
lungs is more Important than anything 
that precedes it in the process ofdigestion. 
For example, aman may live on fried pork, 
hot saleratns biscuit and strong gre n tea

another man who lives upon the choicest 
grains and fruits, but who constantly 
breathes the air of a close, furnace-heaM 
house. In other words we may truly say 
that in considering the great furction of 
digestion, the longs really play 
important part than the stomach itself. It 
is really vital that the first and ln*t step in 
digestion should be well dene. Flret, 
chew well, and last, breathe well. If those 
two duties are well performed, à substan­
tial contribution will be made to our wel­
fare.— Dr. Dio Lctru.

Advice to Boys.

TO as TORS PERS0M8 APPARENTLY 
DROWNED.

Every boy should know how to swim, 
and it should be a part of every boy's early 
education. But even good swimmers are 
exposed to the danger of drowning ; and 
to show what to do for an apparently 
drowned person Is the object of this 
article. When life is supposed to be ex­
tinct, proper exertions will often restore 
the circulation and establish breathing. 
It is estimated that a minute and a half's 
submersion is sufficient to cause death by 
drowning, and hence the necessity of res­
cuing a person from the water as quickly 
as possible, and using restorative mea­
sures promptly, is very great.

As soon as tho body Is taken from the 
water, the feet and lower part of the body 
should be elevated, and the head allowed 
to hang down, and the water may be al­
lowed to run out of the throat and mouth 
as much as possible ; then the clothing 
should be removed from the upper part of 
the body, exposing the chest. The per­
son should then be placed upon his hack, 
with a roll of clothing or something else 
convenient to form a pillow, upon which 
the shoulders should rest take hold of the 
arms just below the elbow, and slowly 
raise them above the head, so that the 
elbows may nearly touch on a lino parallel 
with the body ; then as slowly bring down 
the arms to the side of the chest, pressing 
the elbows firmly against the ribs. This 
movement must be repeated many times, 
alternately extending the arms, and re­
placing them by the side. The object is 
to cause expansion and contraction of the 
chest walls, and thus mechanically 
Ing the entrance of air Into and exit from 
the lungs.

It is advisable, also, to see that the ton­
gue has not fallen back Into the mouth, 
and in case it has done so, to seize It with 
the thumb and finger, and draw It forward. 
Dashing cold water in the face may also 
be tried. The feet and legs saouid bo 
rubbed dry, and kept warm by wrapping 
in dry clothing or blankets if they can be 
obtained.
