One thing is certain, that in
the event of any war taking place in the
East, Vladivostock has been lately so well
fortified, upwards of 7,000,000 rubles hav-
ing just been expended in fortifications
there, that its position is considered by the
Russians to be impregnable, and it will
form a base for any operations that Russ
may wish to carry out in the East. It is
to be hoped that all these preparations are
not lost sight of by the authorities in Ind
especially in China, where Russia is likely
to make her next move when dealing with
matters in Asia,— London Standard, Odessa
Correspondence.

The wire crosses North
America, Newfoundland, the Atlantic,
England, Germany, both the Russias, in
Europe and Asia, China, Japan, Java and
Australia, making nearly a circuit of the
globe.
