The Lord Bishop of the Diocese hns consented to make the Chronicle his medium
for communieating with the Clergy and Laity. It will nlso contain the notices of
tho various church meetings, sermous, colleotions, &c,, in aid of tho Society. As
well as full reports of the procecdings of tho Mission Board, Church Society, and
Diocesan Synod.  The receipts and expenditure on naccount of the several funds
will nlso bo duly reported, while the accounts will henceforward bo kopt in suoh s
mannor as to cxhibit (to any ono dasirous of inspecting them, and thoy invite
inspection,) tho actual state of its affairs at any time.

Stutements of receipts and oxpenditure, duly authenticated, will be submitted to
the quarterly mectings, and if approved shall bo published. It is their dosire to
enlist for the Society general co-operation and confidence—they will therefore
thankfully receive suggestions from any quarter.

As nothing is so likely to create an interost in the Socicty’s operations, as infor~
mation respecting tho wants and progress of the church in ull parts of the dioceso,
they earnestly solicit from missionaries conneoted with tho Societ oxtrayets from
their journsls, and they hope their friends in cvery locality will exert themselves
to moet their wants,

Tho interest of their journal may bo much increased by an annunl notitia of cach
parish and wission: by facts connected with the early planting of the churches in
various localities, (which unless soon obtained will be lost for ever,) by obituaries
—births—marriages, and a variety of incidents deserving & permanent record. This
kind of information would make T%e Chronicie profitable as well as interesting, and
furnish valuable materials for the future historian of the Canadian Church.

They invite epecial attention to the advantages of publishing The Chroniele in its
present form. Besides furnishing a large amount of ccclesiastical intelligence
monthly, it will cnable them with little, if any additional cost, to publish the annual
roports of the socjoty, and the proceedings of Synod, in numbers of the Chronicle,
with o view to their being bound up in ono volume. The low prico at which
The Chronicle will be furnished, will, itis hoped, ensure it a very extensive circulation,
and prove a source of profit to the Society.

Tho objeots of tke Society ought to bo near the heart of every professed member
of our Holy Communion, and they sce no reason why its affairs may not be so
conducted as to engego all in a hearty co-operation. To this desirable objeot their
humble, but carnest efforts, will at all times be directed.
