presently, supposing no particular poison or sur-
reptitious fusel to have gone to the compound,
you are as you were before it d your lips—
no better but unrepenting. Yet it may be ques-
tioned whether this literary champagne-making
and champagne-drinking is a good thing for the
world. The champagne makeérs might, perhaps,
be using their ingenuity to more edifying pur-

ose, the champagne drinkers might undoubted-
¥y be employing their appetites more nutritious-
ly. Admitting that a beverage is in itself innox-
ious, it does harm by the mefe fact of the
substitution, if it takes the place of muscle-mak-
ing food, and, beyond doubt if it does take the
place of muscle-making food it ends by enerva-
ting the digestion for it and creating not merely
a distaste but an incapacity. People who grow
into the habit of reading without tasting, of
swallowing a sweet and sapid froth which-leaves
no after taste on the palate, will not attempt
severer flavors and the tonic zests of vigorous
writers.
