CANADA'S TRADE.

BTATEMENT OF EXPORTS AND JMPORTS
JUNE,

Orrawa, July 26.—The value of exports from
Canads for the mouth of June was §9,924,555,
of which $!,175,873 wag produce of Canada and
8748,682 produce of other countries. Compared
with the same month last year, this shows g de-
crease of $307,43% in produce of Canada and
$365,410 in the produes ot o:he; countries, In
produce of the forest therais anincrease of about
half & million and a similar decrease in animals
and their produce. Apgricullural products
plso show o decrcase of npearly bali a
million and mannfactures and Esheries an in-
crease of about $200,000. The publication of
these figures enables a comparison of the ex-
porta for the 12 months endiog 30th June with
the similar pariod last yesr. The total exporta
amonnt to 856,454,989, of which 877,612,552 waa
the produce of Canada and 33,812,437 produce
of other countries. 'The tobal exports for the
twelve months only falls 852,600 below last
year, which is very geatifying in view of the
short grain crop in Ontario. The following
