agcertalned to give a realstance to external
pressurs twice as great as will bs reguired.
‘The weight of the oylicder, which with ite
aonical ends, is about 75¢ feet long, iz some-
thing like 150 tons, and ita dlsplacement,
supposing only three-fourths of the air in it
to be exhauated, will be about 276 toms,
loaving o fores available for ascending of 126
tone. From this, to obtaln the net azcensjonal
force avallable for litting passengers or freight
must bs deduoted the weight of the car and
of the propelling manhinery to be plased npon
it. It aceme that, inatead of the enormously
heavy eleotric accumulators, that we are fa-
millar with, Dr, de Bansset, the Inventor of
the apparatns, bas devised momething guite
different, which will farnieh far more power,
with . given welght of material, than the

The Editor of a Cathelic Journal Fined for
Libelling Jewisk Doctrine.

The cable informs us that M. Wort, editor
of a Catholic journal at Luxembourg, was ze-
oently fined four hnndred markas for publish-
fog a statement that, accorcéing to the teach-
Inga of the Talmud, Jews might rightfully
decelve, rob, and in any way plunder those
who are not Jews, The editer sought to
justlly himself by guotations from numerouns
writers, but the QGourt held that such evi-
dence wae Inadmimible, the article being ma-
liclous, and tending to it jurereligion, whether
the quotations from the Lalmud were gennine
at not.

This deofrion, while based upon the trusest
Christlan principler, s something of anov-
olty, at lesat to Eoglish readere, Itis not
often that Cstholics can be justly avensed of
misrepresenting the views of non Catholice,
and when one dees so, it is well to see the
offender broughs to prompt puvishment. The
Church does not permit, nor need, the use of
such weapona jn its warfars againat error.

It ia far otherwise with onr enemies. The
Protestant writer who glves a falr presenta-
tion of the Church’s position on any subject
of controversy is no rare that he is quoted
with admiring wonder by Catholics and nan-
ally with cendemnation by his co-religion-
Istz.

The
cost of plowing, seeding and culdivating gratn
crops that are in certain spode regularly drowned
out every year is an entire loss. It does not
take many such places in & field to more than
offset the gains that can be made from the re-

maimng portions. Besides there in always a
loss from delay in seeding. The #ime for plow-

ing a field must ever be that at which its wet-
test part ia dry enough for tilling, When the
wet places sge drained they will be ready for
plowing even earlier shan thote that were
thought not to need draining. We_have often
seen strips of three or four roda width of dry
1and thronghn hollow whers the underdrain ran,

while the higher land on either side wad still
too wet to plow. In time farmers who n
<raining will learn that what they shought dry
enough to not need an underdrain must aleo be
drained. Many hillsides are full of eprings,
and to keep them undergronnd, and to carry
them coff out of the way, is a8 necessary s it is
to underdrain the swaps and morasser.—~[Ameri-
can Oultivator,

The Use of Insecticides.

The demand for a guide for the uss of ar-
senical poisons ns imsecticides, and the effect
produced by such use, have led to experiments
for the purpose of determining the cffects.

This was doune at the Iows Agricultural Col-
lege Experiment Station. One gunce of arsenic
waa dissolved in & gallon of hoiling water as &
standard solution—then the eclution was made
of various atrengths, rengiag from one poued of
araenia 1n 200 gallous of water to one ponnd in
800 gallone, and applied to the foliage of dif-
ferent plants. Upon apple folisge a soluticn of
from one to 200 to one (o 250, half the leat sur-
face was acorched ; one to 400 only scorched the
tips of the leaves, Upon plum leaves, the ap.
plication first named left hardly a green I-af ;
one to 400 to one to 500 badly scorched the foli.
age, and even one to 800 was too damaging to
be recommended ; on grape vines one to 250 al-
mosat the same, while one to 500 did almost nn
damszge ab all.—Upon the raspberry one to 500
destroyed about one-half the fcliage. Upon
garden weeds a strength of one to 200 or 250
caused most of the loavas to fall, and one to
800 showed more or lees damsging ¢ffecte.

By & repetition of the experimens, it was
found that where the atrength exceeded ope to
600, the foliage was largely destroyed, |/pon
she apple the effecta were more marked than in
the first experiment,

As a result of all the experiments tried, it was
considered that argenic conld not be safely nsed
in a solation strenger than one pound to 1,200
gallona of water, and with that quansity leaves
were fod to insecte, with no sigps of failing
healsh.

Bub because Parie green and London purple
do not raadily dissolve in water, they may be
 employed in the proportion cf one puund to 150
gallone of water, upon quite delicate foliaga
w\bhhno perceptible harm.—Germmantows Telc-
gragh.

The Shropshirs Breed.

This favorite breed of sheep has many fine
qualities to recommend it, Jta mutton 1a nos
s0 much estesmed as that of the small breeda
like the Southdowns, bub this is not to be ex-
ected, esecing that the Shropshires run to
donble the size of the sheep mentioned. They
oan, however, boast of a goodly propartion of
lean meat to the fab, which is fine 1a the grain
and rich inquality, The Shropshires have been
80 much improved lately that they cat an abun-
dance of wool. Nob so much, certainiy, as
some of the white faced sheep, bug it is of better
quality. Agsin, as she Shropshires wiil live
where tha large Cotawolds would vtarve, their
condition is usually rocd, 80 that sometimes
they cud a heavier fleece than doos » white
faced sheep. These sheep are instly celebrated
for tteir robust constitusion und sheir proli-
flcacy. Whether they are folded on turnips, or
grozed during the winter moaths.on pasture
land, they will be found ta give a less per cent:
age of deaths than any other broed, burring
some of the hardy Scotch sorts. It is owing to
their excellent constitution that the Shropabire
rams are in ao mwuch rejuest for crossivg with
the white faced breeds.

How to Make Grafting Wax.

Grafting wax is made of ‘resin, tallow, acd
beeswax, and there is no eet rule as to the pro-
portions. What is wented is » wax that will
adhere well, A gaod wax is made by melting
together two pounda of resin, ons pound of tal-
lowand & half a pound of beeswax., Stir it
thoroughly, and pour it into cold water, and
pull it with the hands until nearly white. Or
waxed clotha for wrapping the grafta msy be
made by saturating thin stripes of cotton or
cslico in a composition of bwo parts resn, one
of tallow, and one of beeswax meltad together.
These strips may be wound around tho grafts
to exclude air and water, Aa a general rule
grafting is done in the apring, just before or at
the time thab the bude begin to awell, but cher-
riee and pluma should be grafted earlier. In all
cases the scion abould be cut while tha buds sre
in a dormanb state.

Deep Soll for. Potatoes.

_ Potatoes and corn differ in one important pac-
ticular, A severs drought of temporary con-
tinuanoe, causing the leaves of corm to wither,
does not serionsly affect the amount of the orop,
while ¢ may greatly reduce potatoes, Corn,
planted on an iaverted sod, and plowed only five
or six inches deep, will yield more than oma
seven or elght inch sod. On the contrary, pota-
toea grow best on & deep #oil. We have koown
subzoiling to ncremse the potato crop seve:ral
.per cent., a3 compared with contiguons land nat
subsoiled. A row of potatoes over a filled ditch
yielded double the rows in other parts of the
field. The roots of potatoes run deeper than
those of corn. Potatoes require a continued
supply of moiature, and a deep eoil will drink in
& copious rain and give it out to the cxopin s
time of drought. " .

COLD BATHS FOR TYPHOID,

———
The Death Rate Under the 01d System of
Terealmaeng Appalilng.

— e ———

Dr. Simeon Baruch, sttending physiclan to
tho Mashattan General hospital, says the
Philadelphia Record, published a paper In the
Modical Kecord on the treatment of typhold
faver which will interest not only thoae of
the medics] profession, bat thousands of other
people whose attention has been arrasted by
the startling mortality attending this disesse.

Dr. Baruch shows that under the present
oxpectant sntipyretioc treatment—which con.
siets in nourishing the patient, placing him in
good hygienio sncroundings, cumbating com-
plications and reduclng the temparsture—the
death rate Is sppalling. Accerding to the
New York city board of health, for 1876—
1866, out of 7,712 cases of typhoid fever,
thero were 3,154 deaths, ar 41.3S per cent.
Thedeathe In tho New York hospitals In 1885
were 24.66 per cent, In (Germany, under
slmiliar treatment, out of 11,124 caves roport-
ed npon, thero were 1.7 par cent. of deaths.
Thin side of the csse, howover, doea nnt need
statlstical fortification. The mortality {n

Dr. Baruch advocates the abandonmernt of
the present method ef treatment and tho anb-
stitutlon of the cold batn tieatment an suc-
ceaefully practised in the German military
hoapitale. Withont burdening thereader witn
the methods cf she cold water system, which
are the province of the phyeloisn, it is worth
whilo to rote tito valnable results attalned.
Out of 17,017 cases troated with *f all kinde
of cold baths,” thers wxs & mortality of 7 9
per cent. Out of 2,511 ocases in which the
treatment was *‘ Intermsdiate, with water,”
the mortality wos 12.2 per cent. Outot 2 108
canes treated with **strlct cold baths,” the
mortality was 1.7 per cent. ; and in the same
onanes 1,150 patlonts who wers trented before
the disense had progressed five daye, all re-
coverad.

The difficalty with the bath treatment in
its Inconvenience, the repugnance of patients,
and the lndieposition of phyeiclans to pursuc
methods tovelving on abandonment of cettled
praotico, Hnt tho facts ohallenge conatdera-
tion. If oold baths will cuze typheid fever,
cold baths should be Inslsted upon.
