We'bave/loatued that several peraoba’intend to
commemorate the centenary aunniversary.of the, .for-
‘oiblé’expulsion of tne Jesuits, which the king of
Spaia carried out”in his dominions in 1767, and
which was imitated shortly after, in the samse year,

by the Bourbons of Italy. . .

‘4 We applaud the idea,and asanciaze ourselves
with the projéct ; becanse in the bloody atteck made
upon the Society of Jesns mora g0 than in the. sacri-
legious injustice impiously done to ap illustrious
Order, and to thousands of peaceable and well.de-
gecvicg priests, we discern tbe first blow of aa as-
gsnlt that was concerted against our holy religion.
No one can doubt, aince tbe fucts have spoken so
loudly, that in-the past ceatury the seet which pom-
pously paraded itself under the name of philozophy,

but alse of its divine author Qur Lord Jesus Ghrist.
This hate was not confined to the perversion of
minds, and to the spreading of the poison of corrun-
tion on all sides but it conspired secretly to obtsin
power to level altars and cause blood to flow in tor-
tenta. The Seclarians had the cunnieg to worm’
themseives into the connsels of kings. whom they
afterwards succeeded in dethroning, by flattering at
times their voloptuousnesr, at other tiwes their ava-
rice, 8lill again tbeir vanity, and even their despotic
acd tyrannicsl dispositions.
